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The paper discusses the problem of personality development at the early stages of ontogenesis. The key idea
is the L.S. Vygotsky’s concept of an infant as “the most social creatures” and perception of oneself as an infant
in the form of “pre-we”. The development of Vygotsky’s views is considered in the concept of communication
of M.I. Lisina, as well as in the studies of the primary pre-personal formation, the essence of which is the
child’s experience of himself as a subject of communication and social interaction. The data obtained within
the framework of the cultural-historical approach are compared with the results of foreign studies of socio-
cognitive development, psychology of attachment and social interaction. We presented an evidence of a variety
of innate manifestations of social activity, the social competence of a child, starting from the first months of his
life, his readiness to perceive an adult and enter into social interaction. We consider the “inter-subjectivity” — a
congenital psychological mechanism that ensures the infant’s ability to social interaction; a mutual predisposition
to interaction in a mother-child pair. We offer an interpretation of L.S. Vygotsky ideas about the social situation
of infant development taking into account modern data of Russian and foreign psychology.

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Formation of the personality in the Russian psychol-
ogy is traditionally correlated with late stages of
childhood and adulthood (B.G. Ananiev, L.I. Bozhovich,
V.V. Davydov, AN. Leontiev, A.V. Petrovsky, V.A. Slo-
bodchikov, Filstein and others). Is there a personality
in an infant? Most Russian psychologists voice serious
doubts about this. So, A.N. Leontiev points out that an
infant “as well as the animal” has no personality [6].

The most authoritative and generally recognized is the
point of view on the origins of the personality expressed
by L.S. Vygotsky. In his work “The Infant Age”, L.S. Vy-
gotsky, characterizing the period of a newborn child,
singles out the individual psychic life of such child as a
new feature of this age period, closely intertwined in the
social life of the surrounding people. Following Ch. Biih-
ler, Vygotsky emphasizes that ... the first contact of the
child with his mother is so close that it is more possible
to speak of a cohesive existence rather than of a contact.
<..> During the first month, there is nobody and nothing
for a child, rather all irritations and everything around is
experienced only as a subjective state” [4, p. 277]. Based
on data from predominantly German psychologists
(Ch. Biihler, K. Koftka, W. Stern, G. Hetzer and others),
Vygotsky gives a characteristic of the newborn’s mental
life originality. This uniqueness consists in the predomi-
nance of undifferentiated, undivided experiences, repre-
senting a kind of fusion of attraction, affect and sensation;
non-separation of the child from himself and his experi-
ences from the perception of objective things, his inability
to differentiate social and physical objects. According to
Vygotsky, the perception of the outside world by a child
during his newborn period consists of undivided affective-
ly colored impressions of the situation as a whole, in the
absence of the ability to perceive separately the form, size,
color of surrounding objects [4].

The consequences of such a level of organization of
mental life is, according to Vygotsky, that “.. a new-
born... does not show any specific forms of social behavior
<...>the social nature of the child is characterized by com-
plete passivity” 4, p. 278].

At the next age stage, in infancy, the infant, who does
not yet have the basic means of social intercourse, seems
at first glance to be asocial. However, Vygotsky empha-
sizes, this opinion is erroneous, since in the first year of
life the child’s development is characterized by a special
form of sociality resulting from the unique social situation
of his development. The peculiarity of the social situation
of an infant’s development consists, first of all, in its com-
plete biological helplessness. All the basic life needs of the
child are satisfied with the help of adults caring for them.
Such dependence on the adult creates a special relation-
ship of the child to reality and to himself. Throughout
the entire infant age, the child does not separate himself
from the adult, perceiving a certain fusion with the latter,
akind of integrity, which L.S. Vygotsky, using the term of
Ch. Biihler, called “pre-we” (Ur-wir). During this period
the infant is “the most social being”, since all of his adapta-
tion to reality, starting with the satisfaction of his simplest
biological needs, is mediated through another person.
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Discussing the possibilities of the child during the
first year of life to interact with the outside world, Vy-
gotsky stressed that the newborn’s passivity is replaced
in the infant by a certain interest in the external world,
which acts as a response to various stimuli, including
those emanating from the other person. At the age of
4—>5 months, there are new forms of behavior: an active
search for irritants, an active interest in the surrounding
world. At the 10* month, the infant shows some rudi-
ments of further development of more complex forms of
social activity: the use of tools and the use of words to
express his desire.

Analyzing the social situation of child development
in infancy, L.S. Vygotsky concludes that, from the first
days of life, the objective conditions for the development
of a child create the necessary prerequisites for the emer-
gence of the need for communication, which is social
both in nature and in origin. This need is the basis and
driving force of all further mental development of the
child. L.S. Vygotsky believed that the need for commu-
nication is formed in life on the basis of primary biologi-
cal needs (in food, warmth, movement, etc.).

L.S. Vygotsky’s ideas on the importance of communi-
cation with an adult for the mental development of the
child formed the basis of the concept of M.I. Lisina on the
development of communication in ontogeny. According
to M.I. Lisina, communication has the most direct rela-
tionship to the development of the child’s personality.
Already in the first six months of life, in the form of im-
mediately emotional, situational communication, it leads
to the establishment of connections of the child with the
surrounding people and becomes a component of the “en-
semble” (K. Marx), “integrity” (A.N. Leontiev) of social
relations, which, from the point of view of Marxist psy-
chology, constitute the essence of personality [7]. The im-
portance of communication for the formation of personal-
ity was stressed by E.V. Ilyenkov. In his work “The Origin
of the Personality”, he wrote: “Since the body of the baby
from the first minute is included in the totality of human
relationships, it is potentially a person. Potentially, but
not actually, because other people “treat” him as a human,
and he does not... The child will become a person — a so-
cial unit, a subject, a carrier of social and human activity —
only there and then, where and when he will start to carry
out this activity independently |5, p. 336]. Personality, as
stresses by E.V. Ilyenkov, is “.. the totality of a person’s
attitudes to himself as to somebody other — attitude of “I”
to one self as a certain “Non-I" [5, p. 329]. For communica-
tion is characterized by the reciprocal nature of relations,
and it is this specificity of communication that explains
how and why the active action directed by a child on an
adult, rebounds from the latter and returns to the former,
becoming an action directed towards oneself [5].

Properly personal structures are formed along the
lines of three types of relations: to oneself, to the objec-
tive world, to other people, at points of their mutual
intersection and tying in “knots” (A.N. Leontiev). Ge-
netically first in the child there is his relation to an adult
relative (M.I. Lisina). Under the influence of communi-
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cation with an adult who practices in advance a “human
attitude” (E.V. Ilyenkov) to the baby, the child’s atti-
tude toward himself begins to take shape. Later, the at-
titude to objects, natural phenomena, the objects of the
environment, is formed too (M.I. Lisina, A.N. Leontiev).

M.I. Lisina’s followers conducted research on the de-
velopment of attitudes toward themselves, other people,
the objective world in infancy (Avdeeva N.N., Mazi-
tova G.Kh., Meshcheryakova S.Yu., Kornitskaya S.V.).
It has been experimentally proved that emotional, situ-
ational and personal communication with an adult is the
main activity in the first six months of the child’s life and
plays a crucial role in the development of the child’s atti-
tude to himself [7]. Based this form of communication, the
infant gradually develops the image not only of an adult,
but also of himself as a subject of communicative activity.
This image has the form of an emotionally positive self-
awareness and is essentially the first pre-personal forma-
tion of the infantile age. Such an experience is a reflection
of the attitude to the child of surrounding adults who, in
their interaction with the child, express the “human at-
titude”, endowing him with value, a unique significance.
In the second six months of his life, the emotional positive
self-perception, based on the expanding individual experi-
ence in handling objects is enriched with the child’s ideas
about himself as an agent, subject of practical actions. The
infant begins to distinguish the success and failure of his
practical manipulations, to experience his achievements
and already on this basis to regard the approval or disap-
proval of an adult. The cognitive and affective compo-
nents of the image of the Self in the first year of life are still
not clearly differentiated and manifest in the form of an
emotionally positive experience of the child’s subjectivity
in communicative and subject-practical activities [2].

In further experimental studies, it was shown that
the character of the child’s communication with an adult
is reflected in the qualitative features of the child’s at-
titude to himself. A methodical method of objectifying
these features was the study of the child’s perception of
his own mirror image. The attitude of children to their
mirror image represents their attitude to themselves.
The experiments compared the perception of their re-
flection in the mirror and the attitude towards it in
children of the first two years of life who were educated
under different conditions: in the family and the child’s
home. As a result of the study, a clear difference was re-
vealed in the perception of mirror reflection between
family children and pupils of an orphanage. Family chil-
dren showed a strong interest in their mirror image, ex-
pressed in a much longer examination of the face, hands,
eyes, accompanied with clear positive emotions, as early
as from the third month of life. Pupils of an orphanage,
on the contrary, often showed a complete lack of interest
in their own reflection in a mirror; negative emotional
manifestations were clearly expressed: anxiety, fear,
desire to avoid unpleasant impression, to turn away, to
avoid looking in the mirror. In addition, according to the
data obtained, self-recognition in family children was
observed at the end of the first year of life, whereas in
orphanage children, only in the first half of the second
year. Moreover, signs of actions aimed at themselves
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(the child removes the headscarf from his head, guided
by his reflection in the mirror; plays with his reflection;
grimaces; performs rhythmic actions or moves in front
of the mirror), were more visible in family children than
in orphanage ones. The revealed differences in the atti-
tude towards themselves in family and orphanage chil-
dren can be explained by an incomplete, disharmonious
interaction of the staff of closed children’s institutions
with their pupils. Studies show that in this environment
the “medical” model of caring for the child prevails;
there is practically no person-oriented attitude of adults
towards their fosterlings, whereas individual charac-
teristics of children are assessed in terms of “difficulty”
or “ease” of care and integration into the regime. In the
absence of subjective, personally oriented communica-
tion with an adult, orphanage children do not develop
a subjective component of the image of themselves; they
do not develop a positive self-awareness, an experience
of their significance for surrounding adults, Openness to
people and the world around them, which is reflected in
the children’s attitude to their mirror image (negative
expression, rejection, fright), lack of recognition [2].

Summarizing the studies of the origins of the person-
ality in the context of the cultural-historical approach,
we should note that the views of L.S. Vygotsky, accord-
ing to him the baby is “the most social being”, have been
confirmed and developed in the M.I. Lisina school’s stud-
ies of the formation of the child’s personality of the child
in communication. It was shown that the decisive condi-
tion for the child’s personal development is the unique
social situation of development, when an adult, entering
into communication with a child, shows in advance an
attitude to the latter as a person having his unique im-
portance. Such an attitude of an adult at the child’s pole
is reflected in the formation of a positive emotional self-
awareness, the first pre-personal formation, the essence
of which is the child’s experience of himself as a subject
of communication and social interaction.

In foreign psychology, since the second half of the 20t
century, there has been a rapid growth of research on the
child’s mental development in the early stages of ontogen-
esis. At present, there are many facts that testify to the in-
tensive cognitive development of an infant, that shed light
on the sources of social and personal development [8].

First of all, these are new data on the social competence
of the infant, starting from the newborn period. Thus, in
terms of visual perception, it has been shown that infants
start responding to people since the very first days of
life. Already during the first hours after birth, newborns
prefer to examine a human face located at a distance of
20 c¢m from them. Namely, this is the distance at which
the mother’s face is located, when she holds the baby in
her arms while breastfeeding. Some researchers believe
that infants have an innate “pattern” of the human face.
Such sensitivity to a human face allows babies to rec-
ognize their mother’s face very early. In the Carpenter’s
experiments, it was proven that already two-week-old
newborns prefer to look at their mother’s face, as com-
pared with the face of an extraneous woman [8]. In ex-
periments involving the presentation of photographs,
first with one, and then with another facial expression,
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it was found (by indicators of the oculomotor system
and habituation), that newborns are able to distinguish
the expression of happiness, sadness, surprise, and at a
later age they can distinguish slides with an expression
of joy, anger and a neutral facial expression. In doing so,
they better distinguish “positive” facial expressions than
“negative” or “neutral” ones [2].

Infants show not only visual, but also auditory pref-
erences. They clearly prefer to listen to a human voice
rather than to sounds of the same pitch and loudness, and
distinguish a connected speech from a set of meaningless
syllables. Babies prefer voices in the female frequency
range to voices in the male one (an average of one octave
lower). There is an inborn coordination between sight
and hearing, helping them recognize different people. In
the experiments of E. Spelke and C. Ouseley, it was dem-
onstrated that a few months after birth, children can rec-
ognize the voices of their mother and father. Babies were
given to listen to the tape recording of the voice of one of
their parents through a loudspeaker, which was located
exactly between father and mother. Parents were sit-
ting, without talking, without moving their lips. Already
3-month-old babies looked at the mother when they
heard the mother’s voice, and at the father, if his voice
sounded. This allows us to conclude that three-month
infants are able to form certain ideas about the voice and
appearance of those who care for them [1].

Since the first weeks of life, babies are able to send
certain social signals to the people around them. They
change the facial expression, so that parents interpret it
as joy, anger, surprise, fear, sadness or interest. These ear-
ly facial expressions have a reflex nature. However, there
is evidence that an infant, from birth, has a high degree
of facial neuromuscular maturity, and the movements of
the facial muscles are combined into recognizable con-
figurations that have the meaning of social signals. Al-
ready at the age of 2—4 months, the facial expressions
of a baby can be easily recognized and classified by his
parents using the same categories as for identifying the
facial expressions of adults. When interacting with the
child, parents are guided by the expression of his face,
appropriately changing their behavior [8].

The most important specific means of human com-
munication is a smile; it is considered a part of the sys-
tem that ensures the establishment of the relationship
between the parents and their child. Even in newborns
there is a so-called reflex smile, which is often caused by
stroking the cheeks or lips, and also during sleep. At the
age between 6 weeks and 3 months, the smile becomes so-
cial. Most often, a smile is caused by a human face, a look
in the child’s eyes, a smile and the mother’s voice, tick-
ling. At the age of three months, the child not only smiles
in response to the mother’s smile, but uses his own smile
instrumentally to attract attention, to provoke a smile,
to hear the mother’s voice. At the age of 4—5 months, the
infant begins to laugh in response to social interaction,
and at 7—9 months, anticipating the appearance of the
mother’s face when playing Peekaboo [8].

Another important social signal is crying. Newborn’s
crying is an innate and involuntary reaction to a discom-
fort, when crying, the child “tells” his parents about his
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needs. Crying is as unique a characteristic of a baby, such
as fingerprints; hearing it, the mother to distinguish her
child from other children on the second day after birth.
In addition, crying is heterogeneous and can transmit
various messages about the condition of the baby, which
the mother learns to recognize [1].

Among social signals of the infant there are those that
are aimed at regulating interaction with an adult rela-
tive. Some of them serve to attract attention and initiate
interaction, while others serve to avoid or stop interac-
tion. In the first month of life, the signals of a newborn’s
readiness to interact are a lively expression, spreading
his arms with slightly bent fingers, lifting his head and
reducing body movements, freezing. In older children,
clear signals of invitation to interaction are advocated:
vocalizations, smile, eye contact, cyclic movements with
hands and feet. The child’s desire to stop interaction is
expressed by means of the following signals: whiny face,
whimper, crying, coughing, looking away, turning away
the head, pushing away. It is noteworthy that many of
the infant’s social signals to keep to stop the interaction
are also observed in adults. This indicates the existence
of a high social readiness for interaction, starting from
the first month of life [8].

The most impressive data in the foreign psychology
of development were obtained in the very field of study-
ing the interaction of mother and child. In the 1970s,
the use of video recording and frame-by-frame analysis
of video materials allowed psychologists to draw conclu-
sions about the child’s innate abilities for social interac-
tion, establishing a connection with his mother.

A kind of mutual adjustment can be observed already
in the situation of breastfeeding. It was found that dur-
ing breastfeeding, a baby sucks a nipple in a series of 8
to 10 seconds, interrupted by pauses of 2 to 5 seconds.
However, in terms of breathing and rest, there is no need
for these pauses. Regardless of the nature of the feeding
(breast or bottle), most mothers, during pauses, pat the
child, encouraging him to continue sucking, although he
begins to suck without any action on the part of the moth-
er. Since no physiological reasons for such pauses have
been identified, it has been suggested that they are neces-
sary for establishing the first dialogue between the infant
and the mother, which looks like alternating breastfeed-
ing, pause, and tactile stimulation by the mother [1].

The D.L. Stern’s study revealed that the movements of
the mother and her three-month-old baby during their in-
teraction represent a highly precise, harmonious combina-
tion of mutual approximations and recessions, reminiscent
of a kind of “waltz”. Studying how the mother and child
look at each other during the interaction made it possible
to identify the organization of their actions, which can be
compared with the exchange of replicas by adult commu-
nication partners. The basis is the alternation of the roles
of the actor and the observer, the sequential activation
and deactivation of activity. Authors studying positive in-
teraction in a dyad use such characteristics as: reciprocity,
synchronicity, elusive ballet, disposition to each other [9].

Strong evidence of a child’s innate ability to social
interaction was obtained in the of studies of C. Trevar-
then. Under experimental conditions, the behavior of five
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babies at the ages of one week to six months was photo-
graphed in two situations: when there was a mother near
the child and when the mother was absent, and the child
had bright toy before him. According to the results of the
experiments, it turned out that the babies’ behavior in re-
sponse to the presence of their mothers, and their behavior
in response to an inanimate object differed significantly.
The baby produces as it were two ways of spontaneous ac-
tivity, two different “interests” to living and nonliving ob-
jects. The greatest differences were recorded in the facial
expression, voice reactions and the hands position during
the perception of the mother and the toy, starting from
the first weeks of life. In addition, characteristic changes
in the movement of the fingers, tongue, and lips were de-
tected when hearing the mother’s words, which was never
observed in response to the presentation of a toy. These
findings indicate that during the first weeks of life infants
distinguish between living and nonliving objects [10].

Summarizing the results of his research, C. Trevar-
then suggested that already two-month-old babies inter-
acting with adults in some way feel their ability to act,
have a sense of subjectivity; In addition, they have an
idea of the relationship between their own behavior and
the behavior of another person, an interaction partner.
Trevarthen called it “the primary inter-subjectivity”, a
congenital form of adaptive functions, which ensures the
infant’s ability to interact with other people. In the next
few months, the cognitive development of the infant
and the experience of interpersonal interaction lead to
a growing awareness of the desires and behavior of other
people. Approximately at the age of 8—9 months, “the
secondary inter-subjectivity” is formed: the understand-
ing of the fact that there are other people in the world,
and objects of the external world can be a focus of joint
activity of the child with an adult. It is assumed that in
this period the child shows interest in what other people
know about the surrounding objects and how they are
able to handle them [10].

Another important area of research on social develop-
ment in the early stages of ontogenesis in foreign psychol-
ogy is the study of the attachment of a child to an adult
relative. Attachment to the mother is formed by the end
of the first year of life and has a certain value for the baby
due to safety and self-preservation. First of all, it gives the
child a sense of self-confidence when interacting with the
surrounding world of objects and people, facilitating ad-
equate socialization in subsequent age periods [3].

J. Bowlby conducted a series of studies for the World
Health Organization concerning the impact the child’s
separation from this mother in early childhood on the
mental development of the child. As a result of the stud-
ies conducted in France, the Netherlands, the USA,
Sweden, Switzerland, England, there was established the
high importance of a lasting warm, emotional interaction
with the mother (or a substitute person) in which both
partners find satisfaction and pleasure, which is required
for the child’s mental development.

The results of the observations, clinical data showed
that the absence or interruption of such contacts lead to
serious distress, the emergence of problems associated
with mental development and the behavior of the child.
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Following the ethological approach to understanding at-
tachment, J. Bowlby notes that “attachment behavior”
serves the purposes of adaptation and survival. The adult
and the child, between whom attachment is established,
behave quite differently towards each other than in in-
teractions with other people. They are well aware of each
other’s signals and establish, in essence, the first social
ties. The infant has a certain ability to come into contact,
communicate with an adult, signaling about his needs,
and an adult has the ability to understand such manifes-
tations and adequately respond to them in the process of
interacting with the child. According to J. Bowlby, by the
end of the first year of life, the infant develops internal,
intrapsychic “working models” reflecting the main aspects
of the surrounding world, including close adults [8; 10].

The above data from foreign studies indicate that the
infant is a complex, internally organized being, gifted
with spontaneous activity, the ability to perceive other
people and the establishment of social interaction. Vari-
ous innate manifestations of social activity of the infant
have been found, starting from the period of newborns.
Both and in the cultural-historical approach and the
foreign developmental psychology, the decisive condi-
tion for the child’s social and personal development is
interaction with an adult relative. However, in foreign
studies of infant competence and in interaction theories,
greater importance is attached to the baby’s innate abili-
ties to establish contact with a close adult, and also to
the existence of a well-balanced, congruent social be-
havior system in the mother-child pair. The child is able
to give social signals aimed at establishing interaction,
and the mother can read these signals and adequately
respond to them. “Inter-subjectivity” is an innate func-
tion that provides the infant with the ability to interact
with other people (C. Trevarthen). D. Stern’s discovery
of “complementarity” in such a dyad interaction clarifies
the social situation of infant development, testifies to the
great contribution of the child’s own activity in the de-
velopment process.

The cultural-historical approach and the theory of
interaction agree that the other person is the “psycho-
logical center” of any situation for the child. The origins
of the personality must be sought in the space of interac-
tion between the child and the adult, the experience of
interaction in dyad.

New data obtained in Russian and foreign psychology
allow us to take a different look at the views of L.S. Vy-
gotsky about the “pre-we” as a special form of the infant’s
sociality. Apparently, we can talk about the experience
of “pre-we” in the situation of interaction, both at the
child’s pole and at the pole of the adult. In a child, this
experience is provided by his innate ability to inter-sub-
jectivity. As for the mother, the experience of the unique
importance, “subjectivity” of the child in the organiza-
tion of emotional, situational and personal communica-
tion, is ensured by her, in addition to the cultural-spe-
cific value setting, the ability to respond to the child’s
social signals and to establish an adequate psychological
interaction with the child.
