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In the article was carried out a comparative analysis between two distinctive psychology schools: the cul-
tural-historical psychology of L.V. Vygotsky and the positive psychological school. Distinct are a number of
significant similarities between their basic ideas that are valuable both for the development of human knowl-
edge and for public practice. The authors have outlined and systematized the leading personal and intellectual
qualities of the famous psychologists who have created the most promising theories in the psychological science.
The category is highlighted as well as a small group of visionary psychologists who have identified the most
important problems of man and psychology and have offered the best quality solutions to these problems. These
are W. James, S. Freud, L. Vygotsky, E. Eriksson and A. Maslow; We've noticed that Vygotsky alone meets all
the criteria, as if the concept of insightful psychologists was modeled over his creative work and his personality.

Over the last 50 years (half a century) extremely
rarely appeared fresh, large and fundamental psy-
chological ideas from which can crystallize and distin-
guish a new psychological school or at least a tradition;
the only exception is the Positive Psychology of M.
Csikszentmihalyi and M. Seligman. The previous clear
separation of the numerous scientific schools in the
psychology, which distinguished the content, direction
and methodology of their scientific quests, is already
blurred, and from the powerful and influential scientif-
ic schools and trends of the past, now are standing only
the humanistic school (on E, Maslow and K. Rogers),
the epigenetic theory of E. Erikson, the genetic explan-
atory diagram for intellectual development of G. Piaget
and cultural-historical theory and school of L.S. Vy-
gotsky and his followers. The cognitive school does not
show any particular activity, and the rest of the schools
look more like some science museum exhibits than alive
and functioning communities, and only their individ-
ual ideas influence the minds and the mentality of the
contemporary psychologists researchers. Our position
and judgment is that the remains of the behaviorism
are transformed into the modern empirical psychologi-
cal tradition (manifested as a research mentality with
neopositive flavor and not as a specific content), and
this tradition overflows and buries the scientific jour-
nals with uniform research psychological confection
the results of which usually get forgotten even in the
next six months. This state of psychology without hesi-
tation again would be called a “crisis in psychology” if
the creators of that term K. Buhler and L.S. Vygotsky
were still among us.

And if the German psychologist K. Biihler, who iden-
tifies the inconsistent and contradictory theoretical
knowledge and explanations in the different schools as
a “crisis,” proposes to overcome this crisis by combining
the most valuable ideas contained in the opposite direc-
tions, but L.S. Vygotsky proposes a completely different
solution. According to him, “the creation of a common
(in the sense of unity — V.V,, R.S.) psychology repre-
sents not a third psychology in terms of two struggling,
but one of the two” [2, p. 381]. The basis of this process
and its driving force should be the psychotechnic, which
will rapidly develop under the pressure of social practice
[p. 387—388]. “Not only does life need psychology and
applies it everywhere in other forms, but psychology
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should also be expected to advance from this interaction
with life” (ibid., p. 390).

For almost 90 years, L.S. Vygotsky’s cultural and
historical school has maintained its up-to-date and
highly scientific level and can confidently claim that it
is constantly evolving (which can not be said with re-
gard to the other science schools in psychology, which
have looked undeniably stable). Such long-standing
scientific flourishing is possible only if the scientif-
ic school is built on many real and deep theoretical
foundations and is created by many talented and in-
sightful classics. The past decades have proved con-
clusively that, with regard to L.S, these assessments
are perfectly fair.

Among the recently emerging psychological trends,
the positive psychology develops with a fast-pace. Its
creators are strongly opposed to the theoretical mod-
els and paradigms that dominated the psychology over
the last decades, against the research mentality and
the content of modern psychology. Mihaly Csikszent-
mihalyi is categorical that happiness is a condition
that everyone have to prepare for, to build and keep it
in ...; People who have learned to control their experi-
ences can themselves influence the quality of their own
lives ...; Each of us can come to the state of happiness
[6, p. 22]. Martin Seligman shows insight and scientific
courage, and opposes to the inertia of traditional psy-
chology, which for decades looks mainly at the negative
phenomena in people’s mental lives, almost ignoring
its positive content. “The remarkable progress in the
knowledge and treatment of man’s mental disorders
is achieved at a high cost. By treating the sick, psy-
chotherapists completely forget that their help is also
needed by the healthy ones. People do not just want to
get rid of illnesses, they need to find purpose and mean-
ing for their lives ... It’s time to create a new science to
study the positive feelings to help people develop the
positive properties of their character and achieve what
Aristotle calls “good life” [3, p. 2]

Occurring in different historical epochs, L.S. Vy-
gotski’s cultural and historical school and the school
of positive psychology at first glance seem very differ-
ent. Is that really true? We have dealt with the com-
parative analysis of exactly these two schools, because
we are convinced that there are substantial similari-
ties between these two interesting and promising sci-
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entific trends in modern psychology. Their relating
and further convergence can only enrich and deepen
the psychologists’ knowledge of the soul-life of mod-
ern man.

In fact, what is more interesting and useful for our
science — the differences and the contradictions or the
similarities between scientific theories and schools? Our
answer is that similarities are more important and more
useful, so the theoretical analysis must purposefully
seek, discover and highlight them — in the name of the
development of psychological science, its public author-
ity and its contribution to social practice. The analysis
based on such a principle must be carried out with spe-
cial meta-studies that can be called comparative; their
aim is to coordinate and integrate the psychological
knowledge so that they can better serve public practice.
The aim of comparative psychological research is not to
remove the diversity of psychological knowledge, theo-
ries and schools, they must contribute to transform-
ing the variety of psychological theories from a crisis
symptom into a constructive feature and an advantage
of our science [1, p. 128].

*

The theoretical parallels between the basic ideas of
cultural-historical psychology of L.S. Vygotsky, the
ideas of positive psychology and the spirit of humanis-
tic tradition we will carry out over the position that the
various psychological schools should not oppose, but
must complement each other and be mutually enrich-
ing. As human knowledge does not develop by chang-
ing outdated theoretical paradigms with new true ones
but by mutual enrichment, clarifying and agreeing be-
tween the new and the previous ones. Because in the
qualitative theories of psychologists-classics there are
valuable and enduring ideas that should not be rejected
and disposed of, but to enrich and update, complement-
ing and specifying the complex picture of the man and
his psyche.

Based on this position, we will do a comparative anal-
ysis of both these similarities and resemblance between
the cultural-historical psychology of L.S. Vygotsky and
the positive psychology of M. Csikszentmihalyi and
M. Seligman that exist, and also of the directions in
which can be achieved rapprochement between the two
schools through purposed synchronization and mutual
enrichment.

Here are the basic guidelines and meaningful mo-
ments of this analysis:

1. The first, resemblance between these two schools is
that they do not accept their contemporary (welded by
them) psychology. Based on the strong criticism of its
position and awareness of the need for a new direction of
its development, they offer new, original and alternative
theoretical platforms.

2. In these new and alternative platforms that offer
both psychological schools, leading theoretical pathos is
the constructivism. L.S. Vygotsky raises the fundamen-
tal idea that psychology should contribute to the build-
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ing of the new man, and his formation is realized through
the deliberate misappropriation of cultural and historical
experience. The positive psychology supports the view
that every person has the personal potential to develop
his strong and positive sides, to overcome his problems
and weaknesses through active interaction with the sup-
portive environment.

3. As L.S. Vygotsky and his followers, also the
founders of the positive psychology show interest and
sense towards the time parameter and a measure of
the human mental life, which makes them sensitive to
the developments in ontogeny, to the positive chang-
es (development, complicating, improvement) in the
psychic life.

This is one of the most characteristic features of the
most discerning (insightful) psychologists to the group
of which we can rightfully add Lev Vygotsky and also
the creators of the positive tradition M. Csikszentmi-
halyi and M. Seligman. (To the category of the most
insightful theorists we also inset W. James, S. Freud,
E. Erikson and A. Maslow).

4. Both the positive psychology and the cultural-his-
torical psychology show sensitivity and concern about
the real problems in people’s lives and on their observa-
tion and study they formulate their own core research
objectives and problems; while both schools assimilate
valuable ideas of solid classical philosophical theories
and doctrines (cultural-historical school is based on the
ideas of the Hegelian school, and positive psychology —
on Kant and the existentialists).

*

Each of these psychological schools would be seri-
ously enriched if it borrowed some valuable ideas from
the other. For example:

1. Cultural-historical psychology would only benefit
if it shows a keen interest in issues of personal autonomy
and originality, freedom of choice and self-regulation
at the expense of normative patterns and trends in be-
havior and development. Said otherwise, the cultural-
historical psychology would be enriched if it is oriented
more on optimism than on normativity contained in the
cultural and historical experience of mankind. In posi-
tive psychology — contrarywise — it would be useful if
it accepted a reasonable dose of normativism from the
public experience at the expense of the unlimited, liberal
optimism.

In the cultural-historical experience are contained
both positive and negative traditions and trends. An
important task of the psychology is to differentiate and
derive the most useful from the historical experience of
mankind.

2. Positive psychological school would only gain if
shows interest and master the competencies of apply-
ing the psychological experiments in which this school
barely has its own experience. Especially would be en-
riched if it borrows from the impressive competence of
cultural-historical psychology in the realization of form-
ing experiments.
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*

Recently are more noticeable the voices of disagree-
ment, protest, and criticism of the complete dominance
of empirical psychology, in which research design, sam-
pling, psychometric testing and statistical dependencies
are more important than human meaning, life signifi-
cance, actuality and credibility of the problems experi-
enced by real people that psychologists are required to
explore in live contact and cooperation. The psychologi-
cal science increasingly needs visionary psychologists
who deeply and thoroughly understand the real expe-
riences, cares and hopes of people and with an insight
pinpoint the ways to solve their problems with psycho-
logical means. And for the psychological science and so-
cial practice is not enough only an army of academically
trained psychologists who have mastered the skills to
conduct empirical diagnostic research.

In the history of our science a number of psycholo-
gists are revealed who, with their ideas and theories,
have guided psychology to the most promising direc-
tions of its development. We have systematized the
leading characteristics of the theories of these scholars
in unity with their personal qualities, which also explain
the peculiarities of their theories.

1. Perceptive psychologists are sensitive to the cri-
sis situations in science and its inadequate state, to the
inability of psychology to solve the real problems of
modern people; They have a sense of the connection be-
tween psychological science and life practice. This cri-
terion is distinguished by S. Freud, L.S. Vygtsky, E. Er-
iksson, A. Maslow; To this list will be added J. Dewey,
M. Csikszentmihalyi and M. Seliman (together), as well
as V.V. Davidov.

2. Insightful psychologists have the talent and po-
tential to observe, analyze and synthesize problems in
science and its general state; Based on this background,
they can deliver complete, large-scale solutions. Some-
times this depth and comprehensiveness is explained
by the wider competence of psychologists-theorists in
other fields of science and humanitarian practice. This
criterion is based on W. James, L.S. Vigotski, E. Erikson,
G. Piaget, K. Rogers.

3. A leading personality characteristic of insight-
ful psychologists is their scientific courage — they are
looking for and are finding alternative and innovative
solutions and bravely affirming and asserting them. This
criterion is distinguished by L.S. Vygotsky, E. Erisson,
G. Piaget, A. Maslow, V.V. Davidov, M. Csikszentmih-
alyi and M. Seligman.

4. Insightful psychologists also differ in their vision —
they unite around themselves, around their cause and sci-
ence a group of enthusiastic, talented and brave followers
who would continue their work. They more distinguished
ones are S. Freud, A. Adler, L.S. Vogtzski, K. Levy, V. Da-
vidov, M. Csikszentmihalyi and M. Seligman.

5. Perceptive psychologists are particularly sensitive
to the temporal parameter (aspect and plan) of the psy-
chic life, thanks to which they develop a sense of the de-
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velopment of the psyche and are interested in its study,
and some also in its purposeful activation. The more
distinguished are L.S. Vigotski, G. Piaget, E. Erikson,
D.B. Elkonin, V.V. Davidov.

The two schools (cultural-historical and positive)
are sensitive and highly interested in the problems of
development and self-perfection of the psyche, and
therefore the convergence and synchronization of their
points of view can lead to the differentiation and con-
struction of interesting research problems. For exam-
ple, what is the link between the periodically chang-
ing directions of mental development (according to
D.B. Elkonin’s concept) [7] and the experienced psy-
chological well-being? In what period is the child (the
person) feeling happier in the one in which a motiva-
tional-needy sphere develops, or in the one where the
operational-technical development takes place? And
how can we help a man better achieve mental well-be-
ing (and experience a state of “flow”) in the conditions
of a certain activity and due to it?

*

It is not difficult to notice that the only psycholo-
gist who’s name is found on all lists by all criteria, is L.S.
Vygostky; As if the evaluation concept was based on the
model of his creative activity and personality.

Our list of the most insightful “knights” of psycho-
logical science includes (in chronological order) the fol-
lowing psychologists:

As can be seen from the comparison of the two
schools — L.S. Vogtoski’s cultural and historical school
and the positive psychological school — are similar to
the insightfulness of their classical creators. The rap-
prochement and the theoretical coordinating of ideas
of cultural-historical psychological school of L.S. Vy-
gotsky and the positive psychological school can con-
tribute to the overcoming of the serious lack of con-
structiveness, positivity and insightfulness in modern
psychological science.
