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The article discusses approaches to the study of feedback as an integral component that exists be-
tween participants in the educational process. The interest in studying this phenomenon is primari-
ly related to the possibility of feedback influencing educational outcomes. Russian and foreign au-
thorsresearch resultes are analyzed. The empirical research presented in the article is aimed at
studying the ideas of feedback among participants in the educational process. The study (N=300)
involved respondents aged 25 to 40 years. As a result inquiring, various variants of students’ ideas
about feedback were obtained. These are ideas, firstly, about feedback that is significant for the
subject, secondly, about feedback that performs a motivating function in the educational process,
and thirdly, about such feedback that makes it difficult to complete educational tasks. Typical rep-
resentations of the educational process participants are shown.
