Centennial of Alexander Vladimirovich Zaporozhets
(1905 — 1981)

A.V. Zaporozhets, famous Russian psychologist, disciple of L.S. Vygotsky, was, together with
AN. Leont’yev and A.R. Luria, one of the founders of the activity theory in Russian psychology. He
studied the emergence and development of sensory, perceptional, mental actions. He formulated the
principle of emotional correction of behavior and activity, elaborated the theory of development of
voluntary movements and actions. He also made significant contribution to child psychology, sug-
gested a dynamic theory of “mental age”.
