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Introduction

One of the central issues on the current agenda for
plural societies is: “How all cultural groups shall live to-
gether”? [7]. There are three features of plural societies
that are important to understand: (1) the extent of cul-
tural diversity in the society; (2) ideologies with respect
to how to manage this diversity; and (3) public policy
about managing such diversity. This paper considers
these last two aspects: what are the ideologies and public
policies about how to deal with the existing cultural di-
versity, in general internationally?

Over the course of history, many beliefs and views on
cultural diversity have arisen, which can take shape in-
state policies and in intergroup ideologies. These policies
and ideologies are comprised of beliefs, rules and norms
about how members of all ethnocultural groups should re-
late to each other in a society. These intergroup policies
and ideologies describe and influence the way intergroup
relations are organized in culturally diverse societies [25].

Attention was first paid in psychology to the ques-
tion of how different cultural groups in a plural society
could or should relate to each by Berry, Kalin and Tay-
lor (1977) [6]. They used the concept of multicultural

ideology to identify one of the ways for these relations
to take place. They proposed a number of ways of engag-
ing in intercultural relations. These proposals were based
on the combination of three issues: (i) the maintenance
of heritage cultures and identities (the cultural diversity
component); (ii) the full and equitable participation of all
ethnocultural groups in the life of the larger society (the
social equity component); and (iii) who has the power and
authority to decide on how groups should relate with each
other (the relative power component). The intersection of
these three dimensions was used to identify eight ideolo-
gies, based on combinations of positive or negative orien-
tations to them [1]. The current version of these ideolo-
gies is shown in Figure 1 from Berry (2003) [2].

On the left side are the orientations held by members
of ethnocultural groups; on the right side are the views
held by members of the larger society. Across the top is the
maintenance of heritage cultures and identities dimension.
Down the side is the equitable participation dimension.
The difference between the two circles represents the third
dimension: the relative power to decide. Orientations to
these issues intersect to define eight strategies.

For members of non-dominant ethnocultural groups,
when these individuals do not wish to maintain their

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cultural identity and seek daily interaction with other
cultures, the assimilation strategy is defined. In contrast,
when individuals place a high value on holding on to
their original culture, and at the same time wish to avoid
interaction with others, then the separation alternative
is defined. When there is an interest in both maintaining
ones original culture, while being in daily interactions
with other groups, integration is the option. In this case,
there is some degree of cultural integrity maintained,
while at the same time seeking, as a member of an eth-
nocultural group, to participate as an integral part of the
larger social network. Finally, when there is little pos-
sibility or interest in cultural maintenance (often for
reasons of enforced cultural loss), and little interest in
having relations with others (often for reasons of exclu-
sion or discrimination) then marginalization is defined.

The different terms used to describe the strategies of
the dominant larger society are presented on the right side
of Figure 1. These concern the ways that the larger society
expects everyone to relate. If the dominant group expects
assimilation, this is termed the melting pot. When sepa-
ration is forced by the dominant group it is segregation.
Marginalization, when imposed by the dominant group, is
exclusion. Finally, for integration, when diversity and eq-
uity are widely accepted features of the society as a whole,
it is called multiculturalism. With the use of these con-
cepts and measures, comparisons can be made between
the strategies and expectations used by individuals and
their groups, and between non-dominant peoples and the
larger society within which they are acculturating.

However, in most studies, no assessment is made of
the acculturation strategies of members of dominant
groups. To remedy this lack, recent work has gone be-
yond the study of the expectations that members of
dominant groups have about how they prefer non-dom-
inant group members to acculturate to examine their
views about how they, themselves, prefer to acculturate
in their increasingly diverse societies [18]. The question
in these studies is the extent to which dominant group
members wish to have contact with, and adopt aspects
of, the non-dominant cultures.

Intergroup Ideologies

Since the initial presentation (Figure 1), many inter-
group ideologies have been proposed in the literature,
sometimes using the same dimensions and sometimes
with similar names. The views captured by the terms
multiculturalism, assimilation, and segregation in Fig-
ure 1 have been taken into these ideologies; however, no
ideology has been advanced that corresponds to the con-
cepts of exclusion/marginalization.

The eight ideologies that have been developed are:
segregationism; assimilationism; multiculturalism; col-
orblindness; interculturalism; polyculturalism; omni-
culturalism; and cosmopolitainism. These various inter-
group ideologies are not usually represented in their pure
form in a society. Rather, in most cases, the ideologies
are mixed or blended; they coexist, and one or another
of its forms becomes dominant depending on socio-po-

litical conditions [13; 14]. In this paper, we distinguish
among eight intergroup ideologies that are now widely
studied and used. We begin with segregationism (SG)
and assimilationism (AS), which are historically the first
intergroup ideologies to be implicitly used to cope with
cultural heterogeneity.

Segregationism

SG was one of the eight approaches that was in the
original proposal [6], where it had two labels (separation
and segregation), depending on which group was the fo-
cus. The view here seems to be that if group differences
are the source of negative relations, the best policy is to
keep groups away from each other. SG also argues that
group differences are so great that it would be better for
society if different cultural groups remained separate
from each other [10; 15]. Today, the implementation of
SG is rarelyan ideology, nor is it explicitly carried out
anywhere. Most societies have abandoned policies that
systematically exclude members of particular groups,
and have enacted laws and developed norms that pro-
hibit such exclusion. Nevertheless, these exclusionary
practices continue to exist in day-to-day behaviors in
domains such as employment, education, housing, and
political rights.

Assimilationism

AS was also one of the eight approaches that was in
the original proposal, where it had two labels (assimila-
tion and melting pot), depending on which group was the
focus. These state policies that aimed at reducing cultural
diversity and homogenizing the population can still be
found [14]. AS prevailed until the 1960s in most settler
societies (such as Australia, Canada and the US, and still
in Israel); it reflects a preference for cultural uniformity
and homogeneity. The view seems to be that if cultural
differences are the basis for negative group relations, the
solution is to eliminate or reduce such differences.

The influence of assimilation as an ideology can be
seen even in research topics that were most popular in
social psychology until the 1970s, such as the similarity-
attraction paradigm: decades of research have shown
that similarity breeds attraction. The implication is that,
in accordance with assimilation, a culturally homoge-
neous society should ensure harmonious intergroup re-
lationships, as evidenced by some strategies for reducing
bias based on intergroup contact. Thus, AS presupposes
the disappearance of group differences, so society be-
comes more homogeneous and cohesive. In addition,
the assimilation of minorities includes their adaptation
to the lifestyle of the majority group, so there is great
continuity and stability in the ‘core’ of society. It also in-
cludes the adoption of the lifestyle of the majority, lead-
ing to the melting pot, which involves the fusion of all of
the different minority and majority groups. The results
in a transformed common ‘mainstream’ culture that con-
tinues to change as new groups emerge. In both cases,
AS promotes cultural homogeneity by incorporating
minorities as part of a pre-existing cultural group before
members of minority groups can fully participate in large
society [22].
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Multiculturalism

Multiculturalism was also one of the original eight
proposed ideologies. Multiculturalism (MC) as a state
policy was first developed in the Canadian policy of
multiculturalism in 1971, as an alternative to the long-
standing emphasis on assimilation and/or segregation
that had been advocated in Canada for immigrants, eth-
nocultural groups, and indigenous peoples [3]. MC has
largely replaced AS (as well as SG) as the dominant ap-
proach to managing cultural diversity in many societ-
ies. The key features of MC are the recognition, mainte-
nance, and celebration of group differences. The ideology
includes the belief that when everyone’s culture can be
made secure by its acceptance and promotion, positive
intergroup relations will result. That is, unlike AS where
cultures are threatened, or SG where cultures are placed
outside participation, MC accepts and incorporates
them as integral parts of the larger society.

One way to achieve this incorporation is by using the
principle of laissez-faire, which assumes that the state al-
lows social forces to determine the way in which group
differences are recognized, maintained, and rewarded.
This is what takes place in the USA, and in some other
settler societies. Another way is MC that is planned and
promoted; this involves more direct state intervention
in the process of recognizing, preserving, and support-
ing group differences. This is the case in Australia and
Canada, where MC is the official policy. MC argues that
attention should be paid to ethnicity and race, because
prejudice arises in part from insufficient knowledge and
recognition of other groups, and that prejudice can be
reduced by recognizing, examining, and accepting differ-
ences between cultural groups [14].

MC is seen in many ways as the opposite of AS. Vari-
ous cultural and civil rights movements have drawn at-
tention to the rights of marginalized or non-dominant
racial and ethnic groups to preserve their own culture
and to recognize and respect those cultures. Therefore,
the definitions and goals of MC are that race and eth-
nicity should be paid attention to (and not ignored),
that cultures of virtually all racial and ethnic groups are
equally important (that is, some cultures are not supe-
rior to others), and everyone in society is not obliged to
share common culture for all [14; 27].

These two features of MC (diversity and equity)
have remained central to the Canadian policy since its
inception. However, most recently the incorporation of
everyone into a Canadian civic society has come to the
fore with an emphasis on common citizenship for all. This
shift as going from ethnicity MC (with a focus on cultur-
al diversity), to equity MC (focus on equitable participa-
tion), to civic MC (focus on society-building and inclu-
siveness), and to integrative MC (focus on identification
with Canada, and full incorporation of cultural groups
into the larger Canadian society) [9].

However, MC can take different forms and include
different elements to varying degrees. First, MC can sim-
ply be aimed at exploring cultural differences between
different racial and ethnic groups and drawing attention
to them in order to understand the lives, experiences, and
perspectives of others (a form of ‘the importance of differ-
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ences’). MC can also take the form of teaching the value of
the contribution of different groups to a culturally diverse
society, which, through such an overview, is able to solve
problems more effectively (the ‘value of the contribution’
form of MC). Finally, MC can include an emphasis on
groups that maintain their own culture and traditions,
such as immigrants in a new country or on non-dominant
groups, in direct opposition to AS [27; 28].

Some researchers also distinguish between a posi-
tive version of MC (recognizing and maintaining differ-
ences to create a strong, culturally diverse community)
and a negative version (which is seen as a form of SG,
in which different groups in society are so different that
integrating them all into a single whole is problematic)
[24; 27]. Another similarity with SG that has been pro-
posed is that MC is a form of ‘divide and conquer’ by
which cultural groups are kept separate, creating a host
of ‘parallel societies’ (“State multiculturalism has failed,
says David Cameron” — https://www.bbc.com/news/
uk-politics-12371994).

Moreover, it is important to understand what is
meant in the literature by MC (conceptualization) and
how MC was measured (operationalization), e.g., some
measures had only about 27% common variance [see
26]. Also, in contrast to Berry and Kalin’s Multicultural
Ideology Scale (1995) [5], the operationalization of MC
often covers only the attitude towards cultural diversity
and omits the dimension of social participation [cf. 26;
31]. Different conceptualizations, operationalizations,
and levels of analysis can complicate the interpretation
of findings on MC [12].

In sum, MC is an intergroup ideology that strongly
supports both cultural diversity, (advocating for the
preservation of the culture of the heritage of immigrants
and minorities) and also supports their full and equita-
ble participation (while not requiring them to accept the
culture of dominant groups as a precondition for full par-
ticipation in society). It also supports the right of each
group to decide whether they maintain their culture
and to participate as culturally distinct communities. In
other words, the ideology of MC is defined by: a posi-
tive attitude towards cultural groups (that is, a recogni-
tion of categorical differences, combined with a desire to
preserve these differences in order to build a strong plu-
ral society); their full and equitable participation in the
daily life of the larger society; and confirms their power
to make these decisions. MC ideology contrasts strongly
with AS (which does not value cultural differences) and
with SG (which does not value their participation).

Colorblindness

A fourth ideology is that of colorblindness (CB). This
isrelated to AS, although they differ in some fundamental
ways, and is the opposite of MC. Initially, CB assumed
that bias against minorities stems from people’s inappro-
priate and superficial emphasis on group categories (such
asrace), and therefore this bias can be reduced by reducing
the emphasis on group membership (such as by ignoring
group differences). While CB is an ideology that depreci-
ates group categories by emphasizing similarities (as for
assimilation), it can also be implemented by emphasizing
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individual differences (e.g., “every person is unique”). In
this vein, this approach is based on the principle of treat-
ing people as individuals, which is reflected in such popu-
lar sayings as “you cannot judge a book by its cover” [14].

Thus, as with MC, CB can exist in three different
forms: ‘similarity’, ‘preconditions for assimilation’, and
‘uniqueness’ [27]. The assumptions that race or ethnic-
ity should not matter regardless of race or ethnicity, and
that all people are the same, means that we should not
classify people by ethnicity or race. It also means that
there are clear conceptual grounds that distinguish CB
(implying attempts to ignore group differences through
decategorization) from AS (implying effort to reduce
group differences through recategorization). Another
reason why CB should not be confused with AS is that
it implies an egalitarian orientation: everyone should be
treated equally, which means equality without cultural
differences (e.g., republicanism, meritocracy) [14; 25].
In other words, CB is defined by the desire to avoid cat-
egorical differences, going beyond ethnicity or race, and
viewing people as individuals rather than as members of
their ethnic or racial categories.

CB is also defined as an ideology in which non-dom-
inant group members are responded to positively and
benevolently. In contrast, AS devalues the qualities of
the non-dominant group, and seeks their elimination. AS
states that ‘we all shall be the same’, and this sameness
will be determined by the norms of the dominant group.
Non-dominant group members will be treated fairly and
without reference to their membership in the category,
only if they are fully prepared to assimilate with the cul-
ture of the dominant group [10; 31].

Interculturalism

Interculturalism (IC) is a special rethinking of AS and
MC. What distinguishes IC from AS is a positive view of
the value of cultural diversity to society. IC (as for MC)
also aims to value both cultural diversity and the full par-
ticipation of non-dominant groups in the larger society.
The contrasting of IC with MC by the proponents of IC
is based on their claims that they have something new to
say. However, while rejecting MC, the IC proponents do
not recognize that MC has both cultural maintenance and
social participation in the ideology; it is not only main-
tenance. However, what does distinguish IC from MC is
that IC promotes the idea of prioritizing and maintaining
the culture of the national society, making a nod to the
language and cultural values of the dominant group (the
‘mainstream”). This difference between IC and MC lies in
the higher group status that is given to the culture of the
majority group in a society. In contrast to IC, MC rejects
the notion of a single majority ‘mainstream’ culture, and
promotes a form of egalitarian pluralism that gives all cul-
tural groups equal rights. IC, in contrast, is a form of hier-
archical pluralism [ 28]. For example, in the Canadian con-
text, IC is promoted in Quebec, which includes provisions
for the official state language (French) and a set of social
values that protects the culture of the Quebec minority as
the dominant group in that province.

IC promotes three interrelated components: inter-
group dialogue; identity flexibility; and the promotion of
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a sense of unity in the society. First, according to IC pro-
ponents, MC includes a ‘groupness’ that some observers
claim can lead to ‘parallel societies’ or segregation. In
contrast, the emphasis in IC is on the importance of dia-
logue and interaction, which are considered to be critical
to the development of harmonious intergroup relations
in a plural society. Second, according to IC proponents,
MC tends to prioritize the recognition of singular ‘ori-
gin’ identities (such as “Chechen”, “Irish” or “Arab”)
and the promotion of ‘pure’ forms of identity, and the
strengthening of essentialism. In contrast according to
IC proponents, IC recognizes multiple and flexible iden-
tities with an increasing number of bicultural individu-
als, dual identifiers, hybrid identities, and mixed races,
and therefore focuses on the development of cohesive
civil societies by transforming concepts of single iden-
tities into concepts of multiple [30]. Nevertheless, this
contrast between MC and IC seems biased.

Third, while MC emphasizes the value of recognizing
relatively separate and stable minority ethnocultural iden-
tities, IC focuses on developing a common understand-
ing of these differences. Proponents of 1C argue that MC
places too much emphasis on differences and what divides
groups, while ignoring what unites groups, thereby encour-
aging disunity and fragmentation. In contrast, IC claims
that a superordinate identity is a central category against
the background of cultural differences between subgroups;
this feature determines the hierarchical orientation of IC.
In short, IC emphasizes the belief that, along with cultural
differences, it is important to develop a sense of unity and
shared belonging for community cohesion [30].

Polyculturalism

Historians have identified the ideology of polycultur-
alism (PC), which suggests that bias stems in part from
people’s lack of knowledge of, and attention to, historical
and contemporary interactions between different racial and
ethnic groups [26]. These intercultural relations also lack
a focus on the past (more) and present (to a lesser extent)
connections between groups that are capable of solving this
problem of bias. Various racial and ethnic groups have ex-
changed ideas and influenced each other throughout history.

PC, as well as MC and IC, involves the recognition of
cultural diversity and has a positive attitude towards it,
but instead of focusing on differences between different
cultural groups, it focuses on the multiple connections
between groups due to past and present interactions and
mutual influences. This does not mean similarities, as for
CB, but rather the related backgrounds of the different
racial and ethnic groups that have shaped these cultures
and groups. PC insists that there are no “pure” cultures
belonging to specific racial or ethnic groups (culture is a
continuous and not a discrete quantity and it is not clear
where one ends and the other begins), and that culture
should not be understood or used as a way of dividing
and differentiating between groups, which may inad-
vertently be facilitated by the emphasis in MC on group
differences. In contrast, PC emphasizes that all cultures
and people are in fact the products of historical and con-
temporary interactions between many different racial
and ethnic groups, all deeply connected to people from
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other cultures through a common, ever-intersecting his-
tory and a common and changeable biological origin.

The various forms of PC are not yet well understood, but
it can take the form of an emphasis on positive interactions
and mutual influences between groups (i.e., the process and
outcomes of acculturation). These changes have led to im-
provements in technology, knowledge, and science, and to
the formation and sharing of well-known cultural products
such as music, dance, and favorite food. They also may lead
to emphasizing negative interactions between groups and
how they have influenced history and current societies.
While focusing only on negative interactions can heighten
intergroup hostility, it is also possible that focusing only on
positive interactions can be viewed as superficial [26; 27].

PC also shares some similarities with IC in that both
have a less static view of culture. But, PC differs from IC
by emphasizing interaction and interconnectedness, which
ismeasured in terms of the existence of cultural ties and mu-
tual cultural influences in the past. Moreover, PC does not
contain the prescriptive normative expectations (“shoulds”)
inherent in IC, and does not imply the belief that an orienta-
tion towards unity and flexibility of identity are necessary
conditions for creating harmonious intergroup relations
[30]. Indeed, it can mean that as intergroup ideology PC
only focuses on the attitude towards cultural diversity and
does not provide any clear view on the participation of eth-
nocultural groups in the life of the larger society.

Omniculturalism

The main goal of omniculturalism (OC) is to achieve
a society bound by universal human values. This ideology
also indicates a hierarchical orientation, in that ethnic
cultures are secondary to universal human values. This
goal should be achieved through educational efforts, by
teaching children to emphasize traits and characteristics
common to all people, and asking people to focus on com-
mon human characteristics when interacting with mem-
bers of the outgroup [21]. According to the OC, common
grounds must come from the discoveries of empirical
psychology and Kantian ethical principles. After focus-
ing on such a ‘common humanity’, attention should also
be paid to ethnic identity and more specific cultural val-
ues. This combination of commonality and specificity is
precisely what dual identity theorists suggest: identifi-
cation with a superior category combined with recogni-
tion of local identity. It also corresponds to the concept
of ‘universalism’ as defined in cross-cultural psychology:
all peoples share common basic psychological processes,
but develop and express them differently as a result of cul-
tural experiences [8]. From this perspective, people must
first acknowledge and prioritize what they have in com-
mon with all others in their society, and then in a second
step, focus on their particular group culture. This involves
a two-stage process of socialization of individuals: in the
first stage, the emphasis is on the unifying common; in
the second stage, intergroup differences and identities are
introduced. Thus, the aim of OC is to create a solid foun-
dation for unity between people within the framework of
primary common identity, before emphasizing that people
also belong to groups that are different from each other in
some respects. The first phase of OC parallels the charac-
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terization of the ‘community of cultures’ of PC. However,
while OC focuses on the universals of human behavior
established by research, PC focuses on patterns of social
interaction and mutual influence, that is, on patterns that
are often rooted in the historical past [22, 23].

Cosmopolitanism

The last intergroup ideology is cosmopolitism (CP).
Research in other fields, such as philosophy, political sci-
ence, and sociology, has linked cosmopolitanism to adher-
ence to universalist values and mutual respect between
different groups, greater freedom, and egalitarianism. An-
alyzing the literature on CP, psychologists have proposed
three main features of a cosmopolitan orientation: respect
for cultural diversity; cultural openness, and global pro-
sociality [20]. Respect for cultural diversity means rec-
ognizing cultural differences; and includes values such as
tolerance and respect between different groups, as well as
advocating for the maintenance of cultural diversity.

Cultural openness means intellectual sensitivity to
the opinions of other cultures; that is, people with a CP
orientation tend to learn from other cultures, are open
to new ideas, and seek to broaden their horizons. CP is
defined as an openness to cultural differences and a will-
ingness to interact with people from other cultures.

Global prosociality refers to the conviction to pro-
mote justice and equal treatment regardless of ethnic-
ity and nationality of people, to recognize fundamental
human rights throughout the world, to defend universal
morality, and to reject social domination and inequality,
and fundamental human rights universally applicable
to everyone in the world [20]. Thus, CP is more like an
individual strategy for coping with cultural diversity; if
MC describes the processes of transformation at the lev-
el of society, then CP starts from the self-actualization
and development of individuals.

Taxonomy of Intergroup Ideologies

The taxonomy of intergroup ideologies proposed here is
related to the eight original ideologies that were outlined in
the introduction on the basis of three dimensions (cultural
maintenance, social participation, and relative power) and
that followed these three dimensions to address two issues:
(i) attitudes towards cultural diversity; and (ii) forms of in-
clusion of ethnocultural groups in the larger society (includ-
ing the issue of hierarchy among groups).

Based on the descriptions and analyses of the simi-
larities and differences among the ideologies presented
above, it is possible to assess how these issues are ad-
dressed using four indicators: (1) celebrating dif ferences,
(2) status of groups, (3) opportunity for social interaction,
and (4) way to ensure the unity of society.

Intergroup ideologies include both a socially con-
structed superstructure (which creates and conveys
social ideas about the organization of a particular soci-
ety) and a motivational substructure (epistemological,
existential, and relational motives), which in general
constitutes a general system of beliefs about how soci-
ety should function. These, in turn, provide a cognitive
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framework for interpreting the social environment. Each
of the ideologies of intergroup relations is based on dif-
ferent principles of categorization that differentiate the
social world of a person in accordance with them [11].
The distinction between personal beliefs (mental repre-
sentations) and beliefs prevalent in culture (cultural rep-
resentations) may be necessary to understand the effects
of intergroup ideologies and the variation of these effects
in different contexts [14; 19]. For example, textbooks
can be considered as an important source of cultural rep-
resentations of different ethnocultural groups [17].

In theoretical terms, when considering intercultural
relations, it is necessary to differentiate intergroup at-
titudes along several axes at once, which go beyond the
simple issue of attitude towards cultural diversity, or
attitudes towards specific ethnocultural groups. Issues
about group positions (social status and relative power)
and group security (absence of discrimination and sub-
jugation) are also essential here.

In practical terms, an articulated intergroup ideol-
ogy, like any other ideology in its motivational (or func-
tional) aspect, should: (1) provide solidarity including
shared reality; (2) ensure security; and (3) offer certain-
ty [see 16]. It can be reached by eliminating intergroup
threats, status-based antagonism and a high level of in-
equality, and by forming a positive civic identity, inte-
grating all other social identities in a consistent manner.
Providing solidarity, ensuring security, and offering cer-
tainty are components of various forms of inclusion of
ethnocultural groups in the larger society.

In sum, the present analysis provides a basis for the
elaboration of a general taxonomy of intergroup ideolo-
gies on two issues: (1) attitude towards cultural diver-
sity and (2) forms of inclusion (either egalitarian or hi-
erarchical) of ethnocultural groups in the larger society.
The division of intergroup ideologies on these two issues
suggests the taxonomy presented in Table 1.

This taxonomy of intergroup ideologies is structured
according to these issues. The first issue is the attitude
toward cultural diversity (across the top). On this dimen-
sion there are three intergroup ideologies, divided into
those that: (1) accept cultural diversity (MC, CP, IC,
SG, PC); (2) ignore cultural diversity (CB, OC); and (3)
reject cultural diversity (AS and exclusion/marginaliza-
tion). The second issue refers to the forms of inclusion and
incorporates the dimension of the feature of the relative
status or power of groups as well, divided into those that
are: (1) egalitarian forms of inclusion (MC, CP, CB); (2)

hierarchical forms of inclusion (IC, OC, AS); and (3) do
not imply any positive strategy of inclusion (SG, PC, ex-
clusion/marginalization). SG and marginalization/exclu-
sion have a hierarchical character, where the decision is
taken by dominant groups to exclude non-dominant ones
(for SG) or to exclude them and as well as to reject their
cultures (for marginalization/exclusion). Note that mar-
ginalization fits into this taxonomy, but so far no ideol-
ogy corresponding to it has been advanced. While such
an ideology implicitly exists in the general population and
is expressed by far-right political parties, but so far it has
not been articulated by researchers, nor formally studied.

Egalitarian acceptance of cultural diversity can be
both through the group level (MC) and the individual
(CP). In addition, any positive form of inclusion in SG
and PC is not expected. Since SG, on the contrary, is
aimed at isolating different cultural groups (i.e., rejec-
tion of inclusion). And PC, due to its non-essentialist
view, does not even touch on this issue, since all cultures
are a product of a common history, which in this regard,
assumes a completely different view of group affiliation.

Further analysis of the proposed intergroup ideologies
contributes to the identification of some of their essential
common elements, which make it possible to name the in-
dicators in a specific country context. There are four indi-
cators of these differences in intergroup ideologies:

(1) The first indicator concerns celebrating dif ferenc-
es, whichreflects the degree of tolerance for differences,
as well as the provision of an opportunity to maintain
and develop different and distinct cultures.

(2) The second indicator is status of groups, including
and the granting of equal rights (i.e., intercultural asym-
metry in rights).

(3) The third indicator is the opportunity for social
interaction. Providing opportunities for contacts be-
tween groups includes the absence of isolationism, con-
flict, and intergroup threats, and provides opportunities
for dialogue. It takes into account the degree of essen-
tialism and flexibility of identities. For example, if there
are insurmountable boundaries between cultural groups,
such as how much they differ, and how conflictual and
dangerous these differences are.

(4) The fourth indicator is whether there is a way to en-
sure the unity of society. Is there the presence of a vision of a
common identity and a solution to the issue of how differ-
ent cultural groups live together within the framework of
one society? Are there specific national policies, norms, and
practices of pluralism that promote national unity?

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In this framework, celebrating differences is the only
and key indicator for the issue of attitude towards cul-
tural diversity. And status of groups, opportunity for so-
cial interaction, and way to ensure the unity of society are
indicators of forms of inclusion of ethnocultural groups
in the larger society, performing the functions of provid-
ing solidarity, ensuring security, and offering certainty
in plural societies.

These identified indicators of intergroup ideologies
allow us to develop a research program to analyze the
intergroup ideology in a particular country. To analyze
intergroup ideologies in a country’s context, it is neces-
sary to answer the following questions:

— Celebrating dif ferences: What is the degree of toler-
ance for differences in a country? Are there opportunities
to maintain and develop different cultures in a country?

— Status of groups: What is the view of group posi-
tions (i.e., group statuses, are there any dominant and
privileged groups) and the granting of equal rights to
different cultural groups in a country?

— Opportunity for social interaction: What are the op-
portunities for intergroup contact in a country? What
is the level of mutual positive intergroup attitudes (i.e.,
intercultural adaptation) and the potential for inter-
cultural conflict relations in a country? In what forms
are opportunities for intercultural dialogue offered?
Are there insurmountable boundaries between cultural
groups (i.e., essentialist beliefs), how much are these
cultural groups different (i.e., cultural distance)?

— Way to ensure the unity of society: What is the view
of the common identity in a country? What are the cur-
rent national policies and existing norms and practices
regarding the cultural diversity of a country?

The analysis should be sensitive to the different con-
texts in which they are examined: national states (e.g.,
Germany, Denmark); immigrant/settler countries (e.g.,
Canada, the US); conglomerate countries (e.g., Russia,
Indonesia); newly independent states (e.g., Azerbaijan,
Georgia); or post-colonial states (e.g., Republic of South
African, Morocco). Answers to these questions make it
possible to understand what kind of intergroup ideology
exists in the country and describe it.

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The article analyzes the role of different forms of diaspora activity as a mediator of the relationship be-
tween ethnic identity and psychological well-being of Russians in Kyrgyzstan and Estonia (N = 609). The
results of structural equation modeling showed that ethnic identity salience is significantly positively as-
sociated with the involvement in all types of Russian diaspora activities both in Kyrgyzstan and in Estonia.
Russians’ participation in all types of diaspora activity is significantly higher in Kyrgyzstan than in Estonia.
Participation in different types of diaspora activity mediates the relationship of ethnic identity and psy-
chological well-being: in Kyrgyzstan — participation in public actions and activity aimed at preservation of
collective historical memory; in Estonia — activity aimed at maintenance of Russian language and culture.

Perceived Inclusiveness of the Context, Identities
and Acculturation of Russians in Kyrgyzstan
and Estonia

Kyrgyzstan and Estonia are two post-Soviet countries which, after the collapse of the USSR, chose
different trajectories of ethnopolitical and socio-economic development, attitudes towards the Russian lan-
guage, the Soviet period of their history, as well as interaction with Russia in the international arena. The
focus of the article is perceived inclusiveness of the modern sociocultural contexts by Russians living in
Kyrgyzstan or Estonia as well as its role in their identification and acculturation (N = 630). As a result of
the path analysis, it was revealed that the perceived inclusiveness of the contexts of Kyrgyzstan and Estonia
by Russians is positively associated with civic (Kyrgyz and Estonian) identity, the strategy of integration
and assimilation, and is negatively associated with the strategy of separation. Moreover, the perceived in-

clusiveness of the Estonian context by Russians is negatively associated with ethnic and religious identity.
These and other universal and context-specific patterns of relationships are discussed in the article through
the prism of sociocultural contexts of Kyrgyzstan and Estonia.

Acculturation Attitudes and Psychological Well-Being
of Russians in Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan:
The Moderating Role of Perceived Security

More than 400 thousand Russians remain in Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan after the collapse of the USSR.
They have to adapt to the changing conditions, and it is important to study the factors that determine
their psychological well-being. This study focuses on the moderating role of perceived security in the rela-
tionship between acculturation attitudes and psychological well-being of the Russians in the two Central
Asian countries. The sample included 578 respondents. In the study, we used scales from the MIRIPS
questionnaire and carried out analysis using the moderation models 1 and 3. The results showed that for the
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Russians in both countries, when perceived security was low, separation attitudes promoted self-esteem,
while assimilation attitudes decreased it. The study also revealed the role of the context: in Tajikistan (less
favorable context for the Russians), assimilation attitudes contributed to life satisfaction in situations of
high perceived security, while in Kyrgyzstan (more favorable context) it was integration attitudes that
determined life satisfaction when perceived security was high or medium. We may conclude that the con-
text determines the preference of acculturation strategy that provides the Russians with life satisfaction in
the situation of perceived security: the assimilation strategy in Tajikistan, and the integration strategy in
Kyrgyzstan.

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Introduction

As an important dimension of well-being, life satis-
faction attracts a large body of empirical work to exam-
ine its causes and correlates. E. Angner [1] defined life
satisfaction as the cognitive component of subjective
well-being in that it is made up of individual evaluations
about overall quality of life. According to the R. Veen-
hoven’s [36] sequence model of life evaluation, these
evaluations are reactions to both big and small events
in daily life, which in turn, are systematically related to
people’s social position (e.g., income, employment, mari-
tal status), their individual abilities (e.g., health, intel-
ligence), and societal resources (e.g., economic welfare,
social equality, political freedom). Life satisfaction is
understood by many as an important indicator for mea-
suring group inequalities and policy outcomes exactly
because it reflects individuals’ own judgments of their
overall well-being [1; 8; 9; 13].

Ethnic disparities in life satisfaction

There is an increasing amount of research showing
that those who belong to minority racial and ethnic
groups tend to have lower life satisfaction as compared
to majority groups [19; 32; 37], though this may not be
the case for all ethnic groups [22] or for all age groups
[33]. Often the differences that do exist in life satisfac-
tion are partially explained by ethnic disparities in the
individual-level factors associated with life satisfaction
(e.g., employment, income, deprivation) [2]. However,
even when these relevant aspects of individual disad-
vantage are controlled for, the ethnic disparities in life
satisfaction appear to persist [19].

The role of community context

A small but growing body of research uses multi-
level analytical models to examine the community-lev-
el determinants of life satisfaction in general, while also
taking into account the nested structure of the data
(i.e., individuals living within communities). These
studies are partially informed by institutional theories
that individual life satisfaction is impacted by the qual-
ity of services and amenities available to the individual
at the community level [7], as well as social competi-
tion theories that posit that life satisfaction is impacted
when individuals are competing for limited resources
within the community [11]. Whereas some studies tend
to find a negative association between individual life
satisfaction and various measures of community depri-
vation and poverty [18; 21; 30; 34], not all community
measures of deprivation (e.g., levels of unemployment
or homeownership) seem to play a role [34].

Social cohesion also seems to have a positive rela-
tionship with individual life satisfaction. J. Delhey and
G. Dragolov [6] investigated this at the national level
in the EU, and concluded from their results that living
in a cohesive setting increases positive life events, which
influences individual life satisfaction above and beyond
national affluence and income distribution. M. A. Shields
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and colleagues [34] found similar results at the commu-
nity level in Australia, such that community measures of
increased social support and interaction go along with
increased levels of individual life satisfaction. On the op-
posite end of the spectrum, C. Y. Hsu and colleagues [ 18]
found a negative relationship in Hong Kong between life
satisfaction and community levels of social fragmenta-
tion. Moreover, they noted that social fragmentation has
different effects on individual life satisfaction according
to individual welfare status.

With regards to ethnic disparities in life satisfac-
tion in particular, community deprivation levels may
be part of the explanation, both because it has been
shown to be a determinant of well-being [20], and
because ethnic minority groups tend to be overrepre-
sented in these communities [38]. G. Knies and col-
leagues [22] provide evidence that community depri-
vation levels in the UK are negatively associated with
the life satisfaction of minority ethnic groups, helping
explain the disparity in life satisfaction between ma-
jority and minority ethnic groups.

Moreover, there is some reason to believe that the
ethnic composition of communities may have a posi-
tive relationship with life satisfaction. The share of
own ethnic group members in a community may be
a source of support and solidarity [3] and may shield
against discrimination [2]. Along these same lines, G.
Knies and colleagues [22] found a positive association
between neighborhood concentration of own ethnic
group and individual life satisfaction for certain eth-
nic groups, even after accounting for community-level
deprivation.

While evidence is growing about the roles of commu-
nity deprivation and ethnic composition in explaining
ethnic disparities in life satisfaction, to our knowledge,
there still remains a gap in research about the role of so-
cial cohesion in this relationship. Given the evidence of
its positive effect on life satisfaction, we propose that it
could be part of the explanation in ethnic group differ-
ences in life satisfaction.

The case of Kyrgyzstan

Kyrgyzstan offers itself as a particularly interesting
case to consider the role of social cohesion in ethnic dis-
parities in life satisfaction. This landlocked and moun-
tainous Central Asian country of 6.2 million people
shares borders with China, Kazakhstan, Tajikistan, and
Uzbekistan. Almost a quarter of the population lives be-
low the poverty line, making it one of the poorest coun-
tries in Central Asia [27]. Formerly a Soviet Republic,
Kyrgyzstan gained full independence in 1991. Its pop-
ulation is multi-ethnic, with the largest groups being
Kyrgyz (73%), Uzbek (15%), and Russian (5%) [27].
Notably, these numbers represent a dramatic shift since
independence, when the Kyrgyz represented 52% of the
population, followed by Russians at 22%, and Uzbeks
at 13%. Against a backdrop of political unrest, violent
ethnic clashes between Kyrgyz and Uzbeks took place
in 2010 in Osh city and the surrounding areas, home to
large numbers of the Uzbek ethnic minority. Altogether,
several hundred were killed, thousands injured, and hun-
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dreds of thousands were displaced [24; 29]. While there
is currently a certain level of stability in the country,
including relatively peaceful transitions of presidential
power in 2017 and 2020, ethnic reconciliation following
the clashes has been slow [17; 26; 28].

With this in mind, the panel data collected under the
“Social Cohesion through Community-Based Develop-
ment Project” in 30 sub-districts (Ayil Aimaks)' in the
Naryn and Osh regions (oblasts) of Kyrgyzstan between
2014 and 2017 may be especially relevant [15]. The
Naryn region is predominantly rural, mountainous and
sparsely populated, with a largely mono-ethnic popu-
lation of Kyrgyz. Osh, on the other hand, is a densely
populated and ethnically diverse region where the Uz-
bek ethnic minority make up approximately one-third
of the population. Not only is it possible to investigate
whether social cohesion can mitigate ethnic disparities
in life satisfaction, but we can do so from a perspective
of change in overall life satisfaction across time, which
has been found to be an important indicator for key out-
comes [16]. Focusing on a change in life satisfaction over
time serves to extend the literature on ethnic disparities
in life satisfaction.

To do so, we developed a series of hypotheses. Firstly,
due to more negative life events, we hypothesize that in-
dividuals in the minority ethnic group (i.e., Uzbek, Rus-
sians, and others) will demonstrate less positive change
in life satisfaction over time as compared to those in the
majority ethnic group (i.e., Kyrgyz) (H1). Secondly, we
hypothesize social cohesion of sub-districts will be posi-
tively related to changes in life satisfaction over time,
even when controlling for individual and community
determinants (H2). Finally, we hypothesize that com-
munity social cohesion will have a protective effect on
ethnic disparities in changes in life satisfaction, such
as that the gap between majority and minority ethnic
groups will decrease (H3).

Method

The dataset

The panel study mentioned above collected data
at three separate time points (baseline, midline, and
endline) between 2014 and 2017. Thirty sub-districts
were randomly chosen from a sampling frame of the
Naryn and Osh regions as part of a community-driv-
en development project. The sampling frame was cre-
ated such that only the following types of sub-districts
were included: those without previous participation
in intervention activities of the implementing NGO,
those with small to medium population size (between
1,000-30,000 residents), and those with at least 10%
non-Kyrgyz ethnicity in the Osh sub-districts?. Sub-
districts deemed to be geographically inaccessible by
project staff were generally excluded.

Cluster sampling was then applied within the sub-
districts to allow for a random selection of approxi-
mately 2.000 households in total. Individuals within
these households then took part in face-to-face inter-
views in either Kyrgyz, Uzbek, or Russian. The survey
data used in this paper were collected from 5.269 adults
over 18 years of age with interviews at both baseline
and endline. After listwise deletion was applied to the
individual-level variables, an individual-level sample
size of N, = 5.207 cases was procured. The working
sample sizes of sub-districts (N, = 30) ranged from 32
to 567 individuals.

Community-level predictor

We built an empirical measure of sub-district social
cohesion at baseline using the comprehensive conceptu-
alization of social cohesion developed by G. Dragolov
and colleagues [12] containing nine dimensions: social
networks, trust in people, acceptance of diversity, iden-
tification, trust in institutions, perception of fairness,
solidarity and helpfulness, respect for social rules, and
civic participation. Exploratory factor analysis was used
to select indicators from the data for each of the nine
dimensions. For an indicator to be selected, an absolute
factor loading of 0.40 or greater had to be met, though a
cut-off of 0.25 was allowed in rare cases. In the end, each
dimension had a total of three to eight indicators which
demonstrated sufficient quality as measured by Cron-
bach’s alpha. A total of 42 indicators were selected, and
examples for each of the nine dimensions can be found
in tab. 1.

In order to bring the selected indicators to a common
scale ranging from 0 to 10, scale standardization was car-
ried out on the response scales of the selected indicators.
Dimension scores were calculated as an average of the
selected indicators for that dimension. An overall social
cohesion score (on a scale from 0 to 10) was calculated
for each of the 30 sub-districts as an average of the re-
spective nine dimension scores. Higher scores indicated
greater levels of community social cohesion.

Community-level covariates

We controlled for three community-level variables
that have been shown to play a role in ethnic disparities
in life satisfaction. Two variables were used as controls
for community deprivation in the sub-districts. The first
has to do with an estimate of the proportion of house-
holds in the community without access to clean water,
which was then aggregated to the sub-district level. The
second variable is the percentage of the sub-districts re-
porting frequent disruption to the power supply. This was
measured at the household level, where those who indi-
cated experiencing disruption to their power supply at
least “once a week” or more often were coded as experi-
encing it frequently and those who experienced disrup-
tion less often were not. This was then aggregated to the

sub-district level. In order to control for the role that the
ethnic composition of communities has on life satisfac-
tion of individuals, an indicator of sub-district minor-
ity ethnic composition was included in the model. This
was based on the percentage of various minority ethnic
groups (Uzbek, Tajik, Russian, others) at the commu-
nity level. These were combined into one category, and
then aggregated to the sub-district level.

Individual-level variables

A baseline dichotomous measure of ethnic group was
used as the independent variable of interest, with those
individuals indicating that they belonged to the major-
ity Kyrgyz ethnic group serving as the reference group
in comparison to the overall minority (Uzbek, Russian,
Tajik, and others). It was decided to combine the minor-
ity groups together due to the small numbers of minority
groups other than Uzbeks.

The dependent variable of interest was a measure of
change in overall life satisfaction from baseline to end-
line. Overall life satisfaction was measured at each time
point using a single item asking “How satisfied are you
with your life, all things considered?” on a scale from 0
(Completely dissatisfied) to 10 (Completely satisfied).
This single item measurement has been demonstrated
to perform remarkably similar to the well-known five-
item Satisfaction with Life Scale [4; 10]. The individual
change score was then calculated by subtracting each in-
dividual’s baseline life satisfaction from their endline life
satisfaction score. A positive change score indicates an
improvement in life satisfaction from baseline to endline,
while a negative change score indicates a decline in life
satisfaction.

Individual-level covariates

Baseline personal characteristics known to both dif-
fer across ethnic groups and be associated with change
in life satisfaction were controlled for in the model.
These included gender (dichotomous) with males as
the reference group, as well as age and its quadratic ef-
fect (continuous). Likewise, a dichotomous measure of
marital status was included, with cohabiting, separated,
widowed, divorced, and single respondents forming the
reference group in comparison to those who are mar-
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ried. Education was measured using number of years
of education in total. Respondents were categorized as
being employed rather than non-employed if the respon-
dent indicated having worked for someone else, farming,
fishing, hunting or gathering, or doing any sort of work
to which they would return in the past week. Monthly
household income equalized according to household size
was also included.

In order to disentangle the contextual relationships
of social cohesion with change in life satisfaction from
the individual compositional differences in cohesion-
related indicators, we controlled for an individual so-
cial cohesion indicator score at baseline, as suggested by
W. Poortinga [31]. This score consisted of the 42 scale-
standardized indicators described above. An average of
these indicators (on a scale from 0 to 10) was calculated
for each individual and then included in the model as a
covariate.

Finally, given that our primary research question of
interest is a cross-level interaction between an individ-
ual- and community-level variable, we follow the advice
of I.G.G. Kreft, J. de Leeuw, and L.S. Aiken [23] and
C.K. Enders and D. Tofighi [14] in centering the con-
tinuous individual-level covariates on their sub-district
means for the analyses.

Descriptive information for all included variables is
provided in tab. 2.

Analyses

A series of three multilevel linear regression models
was fit for the change in life satisfaction score using the
mixed command of Stata 17 [35]. Multilevel regressions
account for the nested structure of the data: individuals
nested within sub-districts. In the first model, all individ-
ual-level variables were entered which were expected to
be related to change in life satisfaction, with a specific in-
terest in ethnic group to see if disparities were found with
regards to change in life satisfaction over time. This also
included the individual social cohesion indicator score
in order to account for its individual compositional dif-
ferences. The second model then added all community-
level variables in order to test whether social cohesion is

related to change in life satisfaction of individuals, while
controlling for individual- and community-level determi-
nants. Finally, a cross-level interaction between ethnicity
and community social cohesion was added to the model
in order to determine whether it moderates the effect of
ethnic group on change in life satisfaction. To help with
the interpretation of the interaction, adjusted predictions
were calculated to determine the probability of certain life
satisfaction change scores for different scores of social co-
hesion and ethnic groups, while holding all other variables
in the model at their mean.

Results

The “empty” model is an intercepts-only model,
which provides information about the percentage of to-
tal variation in change in life satisfaction that is related
to the community context. This is also known as the
intra-class correlation r. The assumption that the sub-
districts are similar with regards to the dependent vari-
able decreases as the intra-class correlation increases.
We found moderately sized context effects for change in
life satisfaction (r = .26). That is, 26% of the variation in
change in life satisfaction stems from differences at the
sub-district level, which supports our continued exami-
nation of community-level determinants.

In the next step (Model 1) (see tab. 3 for complete
results), we added all individual-level variables to the
model. As expected, even when other determinants are
taken into account, ethnic group is significantly related
to change in life satisfaction. Specifically, those who
belong to the ethnic minority demonstrate a half-point
decrease in life satisfaction (p <.001). The composition
of the population explains 8% of the sub-district differ-
ences in change in life satisfaction. These results confirm
Hypothesis 1 that ethnic disparities exist for change in
life satisfaction.
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In the next step (Model 2), we added all community-
level variables to the model. Contrary to expectations,
community social cohesion is not significantly related
to individual change in life satisfaction. This addition to
the model did not improve the prediction of change in
life satisfaction, though including the macro-level vari-
ables allows us to explain 25% of the sub-district differ-
ences in change in life satisfaction. Overall, these results
do not confirm Hypothesis 2.

For the final step (Model 3), we added a cross-lev-
el interaction between individual ethnic group status
and community social cohesion in order to determine
whether social cohesion moderates the relationship
between ethnic group and changes in life satisfaction.
The results indicate a slight statistically significant in-
teraction (B = 0.34; p < .05), and model fit improved
significantly (3> (1) = 3.93; p < .05). This significant
interaction is perhaps easiest to understand by examin-
ing adjusted predicted probabilities (see fig. 1). When
holding all other variables at their means, it is predicted
that those living in sub-districts with the lowest level
of social cohesion at baseline and who belong to the
majority ethnic group demonstrate improvement in life
satisfaction over time (0.57 points), while those who
belong to a minority ethnic group demonstrate slight
decreases (-0.27 points). However, for those living in
sub-districts with the highest levels of social cohesion
at baseline, there is very little difference in change in
life satisfaction between majority (0.01 points) and mi-
nority (-0.16 points) ethnic groups. This would seem to
indicate that greater social cohesion offers something
of a protective effect in ethnic disparities in change in
life satisfaction. Moreover, it appears that there is very
little difference in change in life satisfaction for minor-
ity groups, regardless of social cohesion. However, for
majority groups, higher levels of social cohesion are re-
lated to less improvement over time.

These results generally confirm Hypothesis 3.

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Discussion

Our study examined whether community social co-
hesion could have a protective effect on ethnic dispari-
ties in changes in life satisfaction in rural communities
in Kyrgyzstan. Using multilevel analyses, we found evi-
dence of a decrease over time in life satisfaction for mi-
nority ethnic groups, as compared to the majority, even
while taking into account other individual factors relat-
ed to life satisfaction. This falls in line with expectations
based on research showing ethnic disparities in levels of
life satisfaction [19; 32; 37] and with expectations that
minority ethnic groups are exposed to more negative life
events. While we did not find contextual effects of social
cohesion on its own, we did find evidence that it serves
as a moderator in the relationship between ethnic group
and changes in life satisfaction. In other words, higher
levels of community social cohesion appear to minimize
the ethnic group disparities in change in life satisfaction.
In this sense, our research contributes a new piece to the
puzzle of how to alleviate differences in change in life
satisfaction among ethnic groups.

However, it is not clear why social cohesion did not
directly impact change in life satisfaction as expected
based on previous literature. In accordance with the
findings of J. Delhey and G. Dragolov [6], who used a
similar measure of social cohesion as in our study, we
would have expected that those living in communities
with higher social cohesion would have experienced
more positive life events (other things being equal),
which would result in positive changes in life satisfac-
tion. However, research has shown that while people re-
act strongly to life events, the impact on life satisfaction
is modest because to some degree, people tend to adapt
to events over time and return to their baseline levels of
life satisfaction [5; 9]. This could be a potential explana-
tion for our insignificant results in this regard.

While the panel data used for this analysis offered
a unique opportunity to examine both individual and
community determinants, as well as the change in life
satisfaction from baseline to endline, it does not pur-
port to be a nationally representative dataset. While the
underlying population characteristics at the Naryn and
Osh regional levels do seem to match the sample charac-
teristics, the sample is indeed quite specific with regards
to excluding semi-urban and urban areas, as well as very
remote rural communities [15]. In this regard, caution
should be exercised when making generalizations to the
wider population.

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This study examines the mediating role of perceived threat from other ethnic groups in the relationship
between social capital and acculturation expectations of the host population. Consistent with Stephans’
theory, the article examined the impact of three types of perceived threat: economic, cultural, and physical.

Role of Local Identity and Perceived Context
in Psychological Well-Being of Russians in Estonia

The present article focuses on the relationship between local identity, perceived inclusiveness of
the sociocultural context and psychological well-being of the Russians in Estonia (N = 309; M = 37,46;
SD = 16,56). Perceived discrimination and perceived multiculturalism are considered as indicators of in-
clusiveness of the context, and self-esteem and life satisfaction as indicators of psychological well-being.
We used the scales from the MIRIPS questionnaire translated and adapted for Russia by N.M. Lebedeva
and A.N.Tatarko, the scale of descriptive multicultural attitudes developed in the Center for Sociocultural
Research of the HSE University, and the local identity scale of Droseltis and Vignoles. The results of struc-
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tural equation modeling show that local identity significantly positively relates to perceived inclusiveness
of the sociocultural context. Perceived inclusiveness of the context is positively related to self-esteem and
life satisfaction. Indicators of perceived inclusiveness of the context mediate the relationship between lo-
cal identity and psychological well-being. The study revealed direct positive effect of local identity on life
satisfaction. Thus, local identity fulfills an adaptive function, contributing to a more positive perception of
the context of acculturation and increasing psychological well-being.

Introduction

There are two main hypotheses related to the well-
being of immigrants: the morbidity and salutary hy-
potheses. Most researchers adhere to the immigration
morbidity hypothesis that assumes that immigration is
stressful and, therefore, causes a decrease in psychologi-
cal well-being and may be even traumatic for immigrants
[10]. Researchers attribute the morbidity of immigra-
tion to two main factors: losses resulting from leaving
the country of origin (e.g., loss of mother tongue and
the related cultural environment, physical environment,
and social connections) and acculturative stress in the
receiving country (e.g., difficulties related to mastering
anew language, financial strains, and discrimination) [3;
17]. However, other researchers adhere to the salutary
hypothesis, stressing the potentially positive aspects of
immigration related to the opportunity for immigrants
to enjoy the benefits of a more developed and democratic
receiving country. The potential benefits of immigrants
in the new country may be economical (e.g., higher earn-
ings and welfare services) and political (e.g., political
freedom and protection of human rights) [3; 9]. Surpris-
ingly, the psychological literature on the immigrants’
well-being rarely accounts for the salutary immigration
hypothesis.

To test the morbidity vs. salutary hypotheses of im-
migration, immigrants are usually compared with the lo-
cal population in the receiving country. In these studies,
immigrants have most often reported lower levels of psy-
chological well-being and higher distress levels than the
majority population in the receiving country [3; 4; 7; 10].
However, immigrants usually arrive from countries with
a lower economic development level and a lower level of
psychological well-being than in the receiving country.
Therefore, the immigrants’ lower post-migration psy-
chological well-being may be attributed (at least partly)
to their pre-migration conditions [7]. Indeed, the rare
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studies that have focused on the groups that immigrated
from more to less developed countries, or from more to
less happy countries, found that these immigrants re-
ported higher well-being than the local population in the
receiving country [7].

Thus, to test the morbidity vs. salutary hypotheses
of immigration, we have to compare the well-being of
immigrants with ‘stayers’, i.e., people who continue liv-
ing in the immigrants’ country of origin. Unfortunately,
there are only about a dozen studies that have compared
the well-being of immigrants with the population in their
country of origin, and the findings of these studies are
inconsistent across countries and indexes of well-being
used for comparison [8]. Thus, in a recent comprehen-
sive meta-analysis of studies comparing immigrants with
stayers, five studies found a higher level of well-being
among immigrants, four found lower well-being among
immigrants, and two studies found no difference [7].

In the present study, to test the morbidity vs. salutary
hypotheses of immigration, we investigated the psycho-
logical well-being of Jewish immigrants from the Former
Soviet Union to Israel. We applied three measures of
SWL: general satisfaction with life (GSWL), multifacet-
ed satisfaction with life (MSWL), and relative satisfac-
tion with life (RSWL). We compared immigrants with
Jews staying in Russia in GSWL and MSWL.

Method

Samples

Four hundred immigrants from the FSU living in
Israel and 935 Jews and their relatives living in Russia
took part in the present study. Both samples were nearly
balanced in gender (about 45% male), and about 75%
of the participants in both samples were married or liv-
ing with a partner. However, the immigrant sample was
older than the stayers (47,5 vs. 39,6). The participants in
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both samples were highly educated; although, a higher
proportion of Jews in Russia had tertiary education than
the immigrants (86% vs. 72%). A high proportion of par-
ticipants in both samples had a high occupational status,
being either professionals, managers, or businesspersons;
however, there were more such people among Jews liv-
ing in Russia than among immigrants (63% vs. 38%). On
the other hand, more immigrants held manual jobs (28%
vs. 7%). The proportion of Jews as defined by Jewish re-
ligious law (i.e., having a Jewish maternal grandmother)
was higher among immigrants (82% vs. 58%). Finally,
religiosity was lower among immigrants (1,66 vs. 2,09 on
a 5-point scale, from 1 = atheist to 5 = orthodox).

Procedure

Participation in the research was voluntary, and par-
ticipants did not receive compensation for completing
the questionnaires. Informed consent was obtained from
all participants. The questionnaires were in Russian. The
response rate was about 65% in both samples.

Immigrants. The immigrant sample was a random rep-
resentative sample of adult immigrants who arrived from
the FSU to Israel since 1989. The sample was built using
stratified geographical sampling within the internation-
ally recognized borders of Israel. Completion of question-
naires was done face to face in the participant’s home.
Data was collected by the PORI Research Institute.

Stayers. The study among Jews living in Russia was
conducted in five metropolitan areas: Moscow, St. Pe-
tersburg, Yekaterinburg, Rostov, and Kazan. The study
questionnaires were distributed by research associates
living in the metropolitan areas through social networks,
in the Jewish community and religious organizations,
and through the researchers’ acquaintances in face-to-
face interviews, by e-mail, and using electronic question-
naires. Adults eligible for immigration to Israel under
the Law of Return were asked to complete the question-
naires anonymously. Individuals holding foreign citi-
zenship (i.e., those who emigrated and then returned to
Russia) were excluded from the study.

Instruments

General satisfaction with life. General satisfaction
with life (GSWL) was measured by the Satisfaction
with Life Scale [6]. Tt is a 5-item measure asking both
immigrants and stayers to assess their agreement with
the items on a 7-point scale, from 1 = completely disagree
to 7 = completely agree. Internal consistency of the scale
was high among both immigrants (Cronbach’s o = 0,93)
and stayers (Cronbach’s o = 0,88).

Multifaceted satisfaction with life (MSWL). To
measure multifaceted satisfaction with life (MSWL),
we asked both immigrants and stayers to assess their
situation in 10 areas (e.g., work, finances, physical and
mental health) on a 5-point scale, from 1 = very bad to
5 = very good [12; 16]. Internal consistency of the scale
was high among both immigrants (Cronbach’s o = 0,87)
and stayers (Cronbach’s a = 0,89).

Relative satisfaction with life (RSWL). To measure
relative satisfaction with life, we asked the immigrant
respondents to assess the quality of their life compared
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to that of non-immigrant Israelis of similar age and edu-
cation, people in their country of origin, and their own
conditions before emigration from the FSU on a 5-point
scale, from 1 = much worse to 5 = much better [2].

The GSWL score was positively correlated with the
average score of MSWL: among immigrants (» = 0,71,
p< 0,001) and stayers ( = 0,57, p < 0,001). In addi-
tion, all items of MSWL were positively correlated with
the GSWL score: among immigrants (r = 0,37 ... 0,66,
all p < 0,001) and among stayers (r = 0,29 ... 0,47, all
p < 0,001). Finally, among immigrants, the three facets
of the RSWL were positively correlated with each other
(r= 0,25 ... 0,60, all p< 0,001), with GSWL (r = 0,32 ..
0,37, all p< 0,001), and MSWL (r = 0,37 ... 0,40, all
»<0,001).

Results

Table 1 presents the analysis of differences in GSWL
and MSWL between immigrants and stayers, control-
ling for differences in five socio-demographic character-
istics between the two populations: age, education, occu-
pational level, Jewish ethnicity, and level of religiosity.
The results demonstrated that immigrants were higher
than stayers in GSWL. At the same time, the difference
between the two populations was not significant in the
average scores of MSWL.

When comparing the two populations in ten domains
of MSWTL, it was found that immigrants reported signif-
icantly higher satisfaction in only one domain — medical
care. Stayers reported significantly higher satisfaction in
four domains: work, family relationships, relationships
with friends, and entertainment and leisure. Finally, no
significant difference was found in five domains: financ-
es, housing, psychological well-being, health, and educa-
tion for children.

Comparing themselves to non-immigrant Israelis,
48% of immigrants considered their living standard
lower or much lower, 40% — similar, and 12% higher or
much higher. Comparing themselves to people living in
their country of origin, 19% of immigrants considered
their living standard lower or much lower, 26% — simi-
lar, and 55% higher or much higher. Finally, comparing
their present conditions with their premigration condi-
tions, 21% of immigrants considered their current living
standard lower or much lower, 28% — similar, and 50%
— higher or much higher.

Using the mean scores of the three facets of RSWL,
we found that they all differed significantly from the
scale’s middle point (3 = about the same): in compari-
son with Israelis (M (SD) = 2,46 (0,98); t(399) = -11,2;
p<0,001), in comparison with citizens of the country of
origin (M (SD) = 3,48 (1,05); t(399) = 9,16; p< 0,001),
and in comparison with the premigration conditions
(M (SD) = 3,39 (1,03); (399) = 7,60; p< 0,001). Thus,
immigrants from the FSU to Israel, on average, assessed
their standard of life as higher compared to the premi-
gration period and to that presently existing in their
country of origin. However, they assessed their standard
of life as lower compared to the non-immigrant Israelis.
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Discussion

The results obtained did not support either the mor-
bidity or salutary hypothesis of immigration. In some
measures of satisfaction with life, immigrants reported
a higher level of well-being; in other measures, their
well-being was inferior to that of the stayers; and in still
others, there was no difference. Compared to non-immi-
grant Israelis, immigrants reported inferior well-being.

Summarizing, we may say that immigrants demon-
strated a higher level of psychological well-being than
stayers when reporting it at a higher level of abstraction
(general and relative SWL). Simultaneously, they dem-
onstrated worse well-being when reporting it in more
specific terms (satisfaction in different life domains).
Thus, although Israel is a more developed country than
Russia [15], the standard of life of immigrants from the
FSU in Israel was not higher than that among Jews stay-
ing in Russia. This finding probably indicates that im-
migrants are unable to fully utilize the advantages pro-
vided by the higher level of socio-economic development
of Israel as compared to Russia. It may be due to the
immigrants’ lower level of language mastery and social
capital, and the resistance of non-immigrant Israelis to
integrate immigrants into the majority society [1; 13].

If so, why do immigrants feel satisfied with their life
in Israel and are content with their decision to emigrate?
Some intangible aspects of life in Israel (that were not
included in the present study) might contribute to the
immigrants’ general and relative SWL. Among them,
there may be freedom, democracy, and the opportunity
to practice one’s ethnic culture and religion. The effect
of these factors on the immigrants’ SWL may be investi-

gated in further studies. Finally, it may be the cognitive
dissonance mechanism that permits immigrants to jus-
tify their decision to emigrate [7].

Limitations

The main limitation of the study relates to its cross-
sectional design. A more precise assessment of the effect
of immigration on the psychological well-being of immi-
grants requires longitudinal pre- and post-migration stud-
ies. Second, the study did not include a comparison with
the non-immigrant population in the receiving country.
The comparison between immigrants and locals in both
general and, especially, multifaceted satisfaction with life
may permit us to better understand the relative strength
and vulnerability of immigrants in different domains. Fi-
nally, the present study was limited to Jewish immigrants
from the FSU to Israel, while many Jews also immigrated
from the FSU to Germany and the United States.

Conclusions

Despite its limitations, the present study expands our
understanding of immigration processes. First, it dem-
onstrates that immigration is a mixed blessing. In some
aspects, it increases the immigrants’ psychological well-
being, while in other aspects it may decrease it. Second,
the present study maps the areas of vulnerability of immi-
grants in the receiving country, including work, interper-
sonal relationships, and leisure. This finding indicates that
the psycho-social help to immigrants should be focused on
these domains of their life. Third, the results obtained in-
dicate that the immigrants’ feelings that their standard of
living is lower than that of non-immigrant Israelis may be
a source of tension between the two groups [13; 14].

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Profiles of Multiple Social Identification and Attitude
to Representatives of Other Nations in Russians
and Bulgarians: A Cross-Cultural Analysis
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The paper explores latent profiles of social identification and attitudes to representatives of other na-
tions in the cultural contexts of Russia and Bulgaria through the lens of personality-oriented approach. The
research methodology included modified versions of social identity scales from the MIRIPS questionnaire
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and Verkuyten’s scale of religious identity. The online social psychological survey involved 234 Russians
(66% females, 60% aged 30—49 years) and 278 Bulgarians (76% females, 45% aged 18-29). As a result, four
latent profiles were identified in Russia (Internationalists, Individualists, Europeans, Nationalists) and
three — in Bulgaria (Individualists, Europeans, Nationalists). Nevertheless, the content of the profiles as
well as the features of the respondents constituting the profiles were similar. Nationalists displayed strong
multiple identification and negative attitudes towards representatives of other nations; Individualists ex-
pressed weak multiple identification and negative attitudes towards representatives of other nations; Euro-
peans demonstrated very strong European identification and positive attitudes towards representatives of
other nations. The Internationalist profile was found only among the Russians and featured weak multiple
identification and positive attitudes towards representatives of other nations. The paper concludes that
there are both intercultural similarities and differences in the characteristics of the respondents that con-
stitute each latent profile of multiple social identification and attitude to representatives of other nations.

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Problem. The problem of norms and norms violation has a long research history in scientific thinking.
Lay thinking analysis rests in the shadow of this research line; although in the modern world people are
actively involved in the construction of lay theories about various phenomena and they use this knowledge
in daily life.

Aim. Following the ideas of the social representations theory, the aim of the exploratory study was to
analyse the lay theories developed by young Russian adults about norms and norms violation.

Method. 134 young adults participated in the study, 26.12% males (aged 18 — 28 years, M=21.01years,
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Results. The particularity of lay thinking about norms and norms violation was revealed.

Conclusion: 1t is possible to conclude that norms are not equated with laws, while norms violation is
identified with crimes (laws’ violation).

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Introduction

Norms are the most important mechanism of social
interaction regulation. Being a social animal, an indi-
vidual spends most of his/her life time interacting with
others [33]. By following norms people get approval or
avoid punishment. Numerous factors influence on com-
pliance with norms, culture plays a crucial role among
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them [33]. Respect towards the norms is a key compo-
nent of the East Asian cultures, it allows an individual
to maintain the harmony within the group and it corre-
sponds to the collectivistic culture [16]. For the individ-
ualistic culture uniqueness and conformity are concepts
that have an opposite connotation [16].

Norms violation endangers the group’s unanimity, it
may involve a variety of punishment (e.g. social exclusion,
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verbal or physical abuse)[21]. According to the results of a
cross-cultural research conducted in 57 societies, respons-
es to norms violation depend on the cultural context [10].

Norms and norms violation have a long research his-
tory in social psychology, but these complex constructs
still initiate scientific discussions [14; 33].

It is important to underline that there is another line
of analysis that rests in the shadow of mainstream re-
search. The so-called amateur scientists work out their ex-
planations of group functioning and use this knowledge
in everyday life. The literature review reveals a number of
works aimed to study lay theories about groups [13; 18].
Our interest towards the lay thinking about norms and
their violation is situated in this line of analysis. This re-
search perspective is relevant to the problem of norms and
norms violation for several reasons. The Internet plays
a key role in everyday life. People are faced with a huge
amount of extremely diverse and contradictory informa-
tion, whether it is scientific or popular. An individual is
involved in a variety of communications through the new
social media. The annual survey of social media usage
shows the exponential growth of social network activity
[8]. This daily usage of social media has a number of quali-
tative consequences for social interaction: transformation
of communication process and modification of its norms
and power relations, the empowerment of communication
actors etc.[20]. Thus, in the modern world an individual
is actively involved in a process of lay theory construc-
tion about various phenomena. This knowledge is used in
order to predict the world and to act in it. This explains
the relevance and the novelty of the proposed research
perspective on norms and norms violation.

Norms and their violation in scientific thinking

Sherif followed a broad understanding of norms, as-
suming that norms are rules, traditions, standards, val-
ues that are standardized as a result of the interaction of
individuals [32]. The concepts that were exchangeable
for Sherif are considered to be distinct ones for modern
scientific knowledge [4; 9].

According to one definition of norms that is cited quite
often by researchers, norms are: “rules or standards that are
understood by members of a group, and that guide and /or
constrain behavior without the force of laws” [7, p. 152].
These principles can be implicit and explicit. The key
points of this definition proposed by Cialdini are: norms are
shared, and that their implementation is regulated by the
group members, and not by the representatives of the law.

Norms vary depending on whether they are injunc-
tive (for example, prescribing or prohibiting some be-
haviors) or descriptive, which inform what actions are
taken by other people in similar situations [7].

Classical experimental studies on norms go back to
the Sherif’s works [31; 32], in which he focused on the
psychological foundations of social norms. Appealing to
the ideas of Durkheim on collective representations and
the ideas of Chicago School on the functioning of small
groups [31; 32], Sherif emphasizes that norms are a kind
of standards for orientation in the world. In a situation
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of uncertainty (when a person faces with an objective-
ly unstable, unstructured, new situation, when all the
grounds for comparison are absent) people do not suc-
cumb to chaos, but on the contrary-they give meaning
to the situation, structure it by developing a common
norm, in the process of interaction there is a mutual in-
fluence [32]. Sherif tried to show how culture, society,
and social structure determine a person’s perception and
understanding of the world [4].

Experimental evidence suggests that norms, these social
products, once developed, were retained by respondents for
a long time, be it a month or even a year later [28].

In the so-called Robbers Cave study Sherif demon-
strated the adaptive nature of norms when in a scout
camp 14-year-olds boys who did not know each other
were placed in the same group and they developed norms
that regulated behaviour in the group [28].

The experimental works of Asch and Milgram fit into
the line of research on norms, but while for Sherif the pri-
mary questions were what norms are and how they formed
and function, for Asch and Milgram the question was how
people followed or resisted norms, rules or roles [29].

The research line on norms and group influence has
taken a new turn due to the events of WW2 (the Holo-
caust). This historical aspect was in the center of interest
of Milgram in his experimental studies).

Empirical evidence in favour of Sherif’s ideas can also
be seen in research carried out within another theoretical
tradition — social identity approach that uses the con-
cept of norms: in a situation of uncertainty, the impor-
tance of norms increases and they have a greater impact
on behaviour than in a familiar situation [12]. Further-
more, Sherif’s idea to find a structure, so-called frame
of reference, in the development of new norms has also
been demonstrated within the social identity approach,
which once again emphasises the value of the classical
work on norm formation for social psychology [4; 29].

Jetten and Hornsey [14] distinguish the two lines of
group norms violation analysis: the traditional research
line focuses attention on what makes people conform to
norms, norms violation is seen as an exception and gets
less attention. If following norms is seen as the positive
side of group life, violation of group norms or disagree-
ment with them are positioned as the negative side of
group life, a kind of threat to group activity, an obstacle
in the way of achieving group goals.

The norms violation threatens the group (appearance
of deviants leads to lower identification with the group by
other members, uncertainty caused by deviants endangers
group cohesion, and in its extreme form the group risks
a slide towards internecine conflict and even splits [14],
etc.), members of the group will try to reject deviants or to
punish them. Among the most frequent measures: social
exclusion, gossip and verbal or physical abuse [21]. The
expression of a negative reaction towards norm violators
may force them to follow the norm [14; 33].

According to the alternative research line: norms vio-
lation along with dissent are almost ordinary aspects of
group functioning that are not the dark side of group life
[14]. This idea has some articulation with those proposed
by Durkheim concerning the role of crimes in healthy so-
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ciety [14]. In the eyes of others the norms violators could
be seen as powerful [34]. From the alternative research
line point of view, norms violation is not always a destruc-
tive aspect of group life [14;33], on the contrary, norms
violation can lead to a positive outcome. The presence of
deviants in a group enables the rest of the group members
to reflect on the group norms [14]. Appealing to the ideas
of the theory of minority influence proposed by Moscovici
it seems possible to say that by creating a conflict, and vio-
lating norms a minority opens a way to social change [14].
Sommer traces this logic by taking an example from the
world of fashion when an active minority violates norms,
which eventually leads to aesthetic change [30].

The argument that positive aspects can be seen in
group norms violation relates to situations where anti-
social behaviour is normative. For example, aggressive
norms in a classroom predict violent behaviour [15].
Similarly, competition and achievement norms adopted
in some schools, as opposed to cooperative norms, cor-
relate with the level of bullying [15]. Hence, the norms
violation has positive consequences, because it prevents
aggressive behaviour and acts of violence.

Having undertaken an analysis of the works pub-
lished in the last 20 years on the problem of group norms
violation and dissent, Jetten and Hornsey [14] reveal
the following motives behind these phenomena: 1) dis-
loyalty and disrespect (those who are less committed
to the group are less likely to follow its norms); 2) loy-
alty, concern for the group (constructive deviance, the
norms violation is driven by the concern for the group);
3) moral rebellions (personal moral principles contradict
to the group norms); 4) desire to express their unique-
ness; 5) instrumental benefits from norms violation.

Norms and their violation in lay thinking

However, the ideas that were discussed above reflect
the key points of research on norms and norms violation
within the framework of scientific knowledge. Along with
this line, there is another one: the “amateur” scientist,
so-called “naive scientist from the street”, also develops
his/her own explanatory theories about norms and their
violation. In the literature these theories that individu-
als develop to explain the phenomena of everyday life are
referred to as lay, implicit, naive, common-sense theories
[13; 18]. “Amateur” scientists try to understand the world
in order to predict and to control it [13; 18]. The quality of
naive theories is inferior to scientific ones in terms of rigor
or rationality, but people actively use this knowledge in
their everyday life. It affects the perception of the world
and interaction with other people [13].

The research interest towards lay thinking is not new.
These lay theories reflect a certain taxonomy of groups
(e.g.: intimacy groups, task groups, social categories and
loose associations), lay people represent how these groups
function; this knowledge is used in order to interpret the
judgements and behaviour of group members [18].

However, very little attention was paid to the lay
explication of group norms and their violation. The re-
search attention towards this problem is justified by the
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fact that with the widespread use of the Internet an indi-
vidual in modern society has access to a huge amount of
different information, he/she takes part in various groups,
participates in many different discussions by using social
media. This daily usage of social media has a number of
consequences for social interaction: transformation of
communication process, modification of communication
norms, as well as the power relations associated with it,
and the empowerment of communication participants etc.
[20]. Thus, in the modern world an individual is actively
involved in a process of lay theory construction about
various phenomena. This knowledge is used in order to
predict the world and to act in it. The lay explanations are
not only products of individual cognitive processes, they
are based on cultural and social knowledge [11].

One of the most promising theoretical frameworks to
study how naive theories are formed and functioned is the
social representations theory. Following Moscovici ideas,
the “amateur scientist” or the “notorious man from the
street” cannot come up with naive explanations on his own;
these explanations are generated in numerous communica-
tions [23; 27] in which he is actively involved, as we have
underlined above. According to the one of numerous defi-
nitions of the social representations (SRs) done by Mosco-
vici they are: “systems of values, ideas and practices with
a twofold function...: first, to establish an order which will
enable individuals to orient themselves in their material
and social world and to master it; and secondly to enable
communication to take place among members of a commu-
nity by providing them with a code for social exchange and
a code for naming and classifying unambiguously the vari-
ous aspects of their world and their individual and group
history” [25, p. xiii]. The SRs are socially produced and
shared, they are organised and they possess social utility.
An important point should be underlined here: the exis-
tence of a SR implies the existence of a group that shares it,
that communicates about the object of the SR [26]. Being
the form of common sense knowledge the SRs are worked
out by people in everyday communications in order to give
meaning to different objects, phenomena, events, etc. that
are strange, unknown, threatening. So the SRs transform
the strangeness of these objects or phenomena, by putting
them into the existing frame. The other functions of the
SRs are: regulation of social behaviour and practice, social
identity construction and support, and justification of so-
cial relations [1; 22; 26; 27].

In the present study we followed the ideas of the struc-
tural approach. According to this approach, SR is a set of
beliefs that are organized as a core and peripheral system
[5;22]. The core of SR is a stable part, it is formed by a
small number of elements [5; 22]. These elements are root-
ed in culture. The core performs the following functions:
it gives meaning to SR, it organizes it, and it provides the
stability of SR [22]. The core crystallizes in the value sys-
tem shared by group members and is maintained through
collective memory [6]. So the core part is “stable, coher-
ent, consensual and historically marked” [6, p. 76].

The peripheral system of SR provides the concretiza-
tion to the meaning of the core, it is a kind of mediator in
between the core and the situation in which the SR is devel-
oped and operates. The peripheral system is characterized
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by variability and changeability, it is formed by a significant
number of elements [22]. Due to variability, the peripheral
system allows SR to adapt to the changing context, so the
peripheral system is kind of a “protective system” for the SR
core, and for the whole SR as well, because the change of the
core results in the change of SR. The peripheral system is
“flexible, adaptive, and relatively heterogeneous” [6, p. 76].

The idea of SR structure facilitates a possibility to
compare the SRs. Thus the potential of the theory of SRs
lies in the fact that it allows us to analyze how individu-
als construct a naive explanation of group norms and their
violation, and how this construction regulates individual’s
behavior and justifies their interaction with others. In ev-
eryday life an individual is constantly confronted with the
question of norms and their violation in a wide variety of
contexts, as far as he spends a large part of his life interacting
with others. Hence, the question of coordination of interac-
tion and cooperation becomes of considerable importance.
Norms act as a mechanism for regulating this interaction,
as Glenfeld underlines, they make effective interaction pos-
sible, they are the glue that keeps people together, coordi-
nates their actions, and adapts to situations in which it is
not otherwise possible to survive [33]. As it was underlined
above, the scientific theories of norms and their violation
are nicely outlined in the literature, whereas, the lay theo-
ries are missed. In the presented study we fill partly this gap.
Even from a brief glance at the key ideas of the SRs theory it
becomes clear that this theoretical framework is a very pro-
ductive and fertile tool to analyse lay thinking.

The research questions in the presented study were
concerned with the particularities of lay thinking devel-
oped by young Russian adults about norms and norms
violation. The aim of the presented exploratory study
was to reveal and to compare the SRs on norms and
norms violation in a sample of young Russian adults.

Method

Participants and procedure

A total sample consisted of 134 young Russian adults,
26.12% males (aged 18 — 28 years, Muge=21.01, SDage =2.23).
71.6% participants were students of social sciences from sever-
al Universities in Moscow, Russia. The convenience sampling
was used to recruit participants, students were contacted in
classrooms and proposed to participate in a study as a part of
the larger project, if they agreed to participate a paper version
of the questionnaire was distributed. 38% of young adults had
employment experience in different domains.

Measures

The main tool to reveal the content of SR was free
association technique [5; 19; 24]. The participants were
asked to produce 5 words that came to their minds while
they were thinking about each of the stimuli (group
norms, group norms violation). They were asked to eval-
uate each answer on a scale from -3 to +3, in order to
reveal the evaluative connotation of each answer.

The study was exploratory, there were no assump-
tions put forward, however, the output hypotheses based
on the results of the study were expected.
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Representational structure analysis

The hypothetical structure of the SRs was revealed
by using a prototypical analysis [5; 24]. The free-associ-
ations data matrix was composed by words evoked by at
least 5 % of respondents. The data matrix was analysed
by using the IRaMuTeQ software [24].

Results

The prototypical analysis implies the idea that core
elements are more salient in comparison with non-core
elements [5; 24]. The operationalisation of this idea re-
quires crossing of the two parameters, frequency (quan-
titative parameter) and appearance ranking (qualitative
parameter) of an association [24]. The combination of
these parameters could be considered as an indicator of
centrality of elements, however, the prototypical analy-
sis is seen in the literature as a measure to put forward a
hypothesis about the SR structure [19].

The core zone (elements high in frequency and low ap-
pearance ranking, the potential core elements (“candidates
to the central core” [19]) are situated here) is formed by the
elements: rules, morality, respect, cohesion, order (see Table
1). The first element in this zone is synonymous with the
object of SR, because “norm” means “pattern, rule”. The ele-
ment morality refers to “a set of norms and principles of peo-
ple’s behavior” [2]. This element is also synonymous with
the object of the SR, but it is associated with an evaluative
dimension. Tt highlights the prescriptive aspect of norms
and not the descriptive one. The presence of synonyms of
the SR object is expected. If scientific thinking tries to dif-
ferentiate concepts by drawing a watershed between norms,
rules, values [4; 9], lay thinking is hardly sensitive to such
nuances. Other components of the core zone — respect, co-
hesion, and order- attract special attention. If respect makes
one think how an individual should react towards norms,
when cohesion and order — these elements refer to the con-
sequences of the norms functioning when they are complied
with and not violated. Overall, the potential core elements
reflect a kind of ideal vision of norms. All elements have a
positive valence (from +1,5 to +2,8).

The contrasted elements zone (see Table 1) is composed
of low frequency and low appearance ranking elements. As
Abric underlines it: “There are themes stated by few people
(low frequency), but who consider them very important.
This configuration may reveal the existence of a minority
subgroup with a different representation <..> But we can
also find here <..> a complement of the first periphery”
[5, p.63]. This zone in the case of the SR of norms unites:
behaviour, traditions, values. All elements have a positive
valence (See Table 1). The identification of norms with
traditions and values has the same logic as it was discussed
above. These elements are synonymous to the SR object;
but these analogues of norms are less fluid and changeable
in comparison with rules. The action of norms relates to be-
haviour, but not to cognitive sphere or attitudes.

The first peripheral zone unites high frequency and
high appearance ranking elements, it is a kind of after-
thought in relation towards the object of the SR. The
only element (with a positive valence) is situated in

this zone: laws. The secondary role of laws in the under-
standing of norms coincides with the logic of Cialdini’s
definition [7] cited above, which emphasises that norms’
implementation is regulated by the group members, and
not by the representatives of the law. The special atten-
tion should be drawn to another point. According to
Dahl’s definition, it seems possible to distinguish three
aspects of the concept of law: “a limit placed on the free-
dom of will or action; an imminent beginning, a basis; a
rule, a decree of a higher authority” [3, p. 591]. The law
as the limit — is the key aspect of the Russian mental-
ity, which can be clearly traced through the etymology
of the word “law”[3]. Kons from which comes the word
sa-kons (law), means “beginning” and “end”. It is the
boundary between “beginning” and “end”, then the word
sa-xons (law) itself is a “limit”, another sphere of life that
lies beyond this limit, but it is not an absolute catego-
ry, “it is a boundary within a wider sphere” [3, p. 592].
As a consequence, even in cases of legal or divine laws,
there is a certain bifurcation: in the first case between
the law of conscience and legal law; in the second, there
is a “dualism”, the confrontation between Christianity
and Paganism [3]. This duality could be seen in our re-
sults where the norms are identified with morality and
not with laws. All elements of this zone have a positive
valence (from +1,4 to +2,8).

The second peripheral zone (low frequency, high ap-
pearance ranking elements) unites: society, help, collective,
responsibility, relationship, etiquette, leader, limits, regu-
lation, violation, commitments. The elements of this zone
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vary in their meanings: synonyms of stimulus words with
some concretisation (etiquette, on the one hand, and soci-
ety and collective — on the other). The element of interac-
tion (help and relationship); action of norms and reaction
to them (regulation, responsibility, limits and violation);
unconditional fulfilment of norms (commitments). Finally,
the element related to the norms’ personification — leader.
All these themes correspond to the individual experience
and serve to contextualise the core elements.

There is also a variation of elements in terms of their
valence: from -2 to +2,9. The only element with a nega-
tive valence is violation, the element with the most posi-
tive valence — help (+2,9) are in this zone of the SR.

Overall, the content of the core zone and the periph-
eral system corresponds to the logic described by Molin-
er and Abric [22] about the expressive properties of core
and peripheral elements. The former ones are: general
characteristics of the SR object, they are abstract, and
almost unconditional beliefs. Whereas the latter ones
are: specific, concrete and contextualised, conditional
beliefs. The potential core elements refer to the norma-
tive reaction towards the object of the SR and to the
results of the norms functioning. The peripheral system
concretizes the meaning of the core elements in a variety
of frames of reference that are used in order to function
in a group, as well as the element of interaction; action of
norms and reaction to them; unconditional fulfilment of
norms, and their personification.

The core zone of the SR of norms violation (see Ta-
ble 1) is composed of a few elements (with negative va-
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lence from -2,5 to -1,1) that could be seen as the general
characteristics of the object, namely: crime, deviation,
disobedience, rules violation. At the first glance, all core
zone elements (the potential core elements) are from the
same semantic field, reflecting the process opposite to
the normatively prescribed one. Rules violation is syn-
onymous with the object of the SR itself.

However, from the more detailed observation of the
components of the core zone an interesting conclusion
could be proposed. The element crime draws our particu-
lar attention — the frequency and appearance ranking
of this element allow us to think that the threshold of
sensitivity in relation to the violation of group norms is
identified with a crime, i.e. crossing the very limit indi-
cated by the law [3]. It turns out that a violation is a vio-
lation only when the action crosses the level of the law,
and everything else is not seen as a violation of norms.
If we come back to the hypothetical structure of the SR
of norms, it turns out that norms are only secondarily
understood through reference to laws, while violation of
norms is identified with violation of laws, thereby cross-
ing the prescribed limit [3]. This interpretation relies on
the cultural particularities of lay thinking. Crime is the
element with the most negative connotation among all
the components of the SR.

The contrasted elements zone includes (see Table1):
disrespect, riot, outcast. The valence of these elements is
negative (from -2,4 to -1,6).

The analysis of this part of the SR reveals some inter-
esting points: 1) the concretisation of the norms viola-
tion by the element riot once again illustrates the idea
of certain extremity in the lay thinking about the norms
violation. The action should be really strong in order to
be seen as a violation; 2) the personification of the in-
dividual who violates norms as an outcast and not as a
violator is worth attention because outcast refers to the
group reaction to the norms violation.

The first peripheral zone includes: punishment, selfish-
ness, immorality, conflict. The valence of these elements is
negative (from -2,4 to -1,1). The presence of the elements
selfishness, immorality — makes us think about the articu-
lation in between SRs theory and attribution theory [11].
The norms violation implies thinking about the motivation
of these acts, the lay thinkers search for the dispositional
constructs in order to explain why the norms are violated.

The second peripheral zone (see Table 1) is composed
of elements with diverse meanings. These associations
vary in their valence (from -2,3 to +2) could be grouped
in the following manner: concretisation of norms viola-
tion actions: aggression, rudeness, chaos, misbehaviour,
reaction towards norms violator: exclusion, sanctions,
motivation of norms violation stand out, freedom, misun-
derstanding; and finally — responsibility.

The candidates to the central core elements refer to
the mechanisms of norms violation. The lay thinking in
contrast to the scientific thinking mixes up the norms vio-
lation with laws violation. In the peripheral system one
can find the concretisation of the norms violation in a va-
riety of actions, in a variety of contractions coming from
group in order to punish the norms violator. Lay thinkers
attribute the motivation of the norms violation behaviour.
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Discussion

The aim of this exploratory study was to analyse the
lay thinking about norms and norms violation in a sam-
ple of young Russian adults. Lay people work out naive
explanations about groups, their classification as well
as their functioning [13;18]. The “amateur” scientists
use this knowledge in order to predict the behaviour
of group members [18]. The structural approach of the
theory of SRs was used as a framework to analyse the lay
thinking.

The comparison of the hypothetical structure of
SRs of norms and norms violation in the same group of
young Russian adults reveals several points concerning
the lay thinking: norms are seen as an idealized frame of
reference. The candidates to the central core elements
(associations with positive connotations) describe this
idealized frame of reference, the mechanism of its func-
tioning as well as the consequences of this action. The
identification of norms with morality strengthens this
ideal vision. At the same time this element implies pre-
scriptive aspects of norms. The peripheral system con-
sists of the concretisations of the SR object in a variety
of frames of reference that are used in order to function
in a group (traditions, values, laws and etiquette), the
other elements refer to interaction; action of norms and
reaction to them; unconditional fulfilment of norms,
norms’ personification. As we have underlined in the
theoretical overview, scientific thinking is directed to-
wards the differentiation of the concepts norms, rules,
values [4; 9], lay thinking is much less sensitive to such
subtlety.

In lay thinking the norms violation has definitely
negative meaning (the potential core elements have
negative valence), and it is equated with crime. This
fact gives us a reason to think that the so-called sen-
sitivity threshold towards the norms violation is quite
elevated and as a result a certain tolerance towards the
norms violation should be expected. It is possible to
think that this vision of norms violation is particular
to Russian culture [3]. The other candidates to the cen-
tral core elements deviation, disobedience — refer to the
mechanism of norms violation. In the peripheral system
the concretisation and the contextualisation of the core
zone elements are situated, namely, in a variety of ac-
tions, in a variety of contractions coming from group
in order to punish the norms violator. Lay thinkers at-
tribute a certain motivation to the norms violation be-
haviour.

The analysis of the lay theories about norms and
norms violation reveals certain particularities of these
two explanations: on the one hand there is an idealised
frame of reference together with the mechanism of its
functioning and the consequences of this functioning, on
the other — its opposition an extreme case laws’ violation
together with the mechanism of violation. The detailed
analysis of these SRs shows a certain asymmetry: if one
takes a look at the core zone (candidates to the central
core elements), it is possible to conclude that norms are
not equated with laws, while norms violation is identi-
fied with crimes (laws’ violation).
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Conclusion

The scientific thinking concerning norms and norms
violation is very well presented in the literature starting
from the Sherif’s experimental studies in the mid-thir-
ties [31;32]. However, along with the scientific thinking
about norms and their violation there is another tradition
of analysis: “amateur” scientist also develops his/her own
explanatory theories about norms and their violation.
These theories that individuals develop to explain the
phenomena of everyday life could be referred to as lay,
implicit, naive, common sense theories [13; 18]. The pro-
ductive and appropriate theoretical framework to study
how lay theories are formed and how they function was
the SRs theory. The potential of this theory is explained
by the fact that it allows us to analyze how individuals
construct a naive explanation of group norms and their vi-
olation, and how this construction regulates individual’s
behavior and justifies their interaction with others. In ev-
eryday life an individual is constantly confronted with the
question of norms and their violation in a wide variety of
contexts, because he spends a large part of his life interact-
ing with others. As it was underlined above, the scientific
theories of norms and their violation are nicely outlined in
the literature, whereas, the lay theories are almost missed.
In the presented study this gap was partially filled.

The aim of the study was to analyse the lay thinking
about norms and their violation developed by young Rus-
sian adults. Following the structural approach to SRs the
hypothetical structure of the SRs on norms and norms
violation was revealed. The content of these SRs shows
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that in opposition to scientific thinking that is directed
towards the differentiation of such concepts as norms,
rules, values [4; 9], lay thinking is not sensitive to these
nuances. The comparison of the lay theories about norms
and norms violation reveals an interesting point: in case
of norms there is an idealised frame of reference together
with the mechanism of its functioning and the conse-
quences of this functioning, in case of norms violation
— its opposition an extreme case laws’ violation together
with the mechanism of violation. The detailed analysis of
these SRs leads to a conclusion about a certain asymmetry
in lay thinking: norms are not equated with laws, whereas
norms violation is identified with crimes (laws’ violation).

Although the hypothetical structure of the SRs of
norms and norms violation needs further testing, the ob-
tained results allow us to reveal lay theories about norms
and their violation and to discuss them as a matter of
Russian cultural context [3]. These results suit the per-
spective highlighted in the literature [14; 33].
