Home Attachment Scale (Reznichenko et al., 2016), and Family Allocentrism Scale scores
(Lay et al, 1998). There was revealed that Functionality, Relevance, and Family
Allocentrism Scale were higher in parents than in children whereas Home Attachment
scores weren’t. It was shown as well that similarity of the home representations in
children and parents impacted on the family attachment but not home attachment. The
Relevance of the Home Environment was stronger predictor of the children’s family
attachment than Functionality. The applications of the study seem to be helpful in the
practical work with foster families and children which could intensify home
personalization techniques in children.
