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This article describes the various modern approaches to the study of social anxi-
ety in children. Social anxiety is examined in terms of the following approaches: in
age-related psychology from the standpoint of behavioral inhibition and its biological
sources; in developmental psychology as an affective-behavioral profile of loneli-
ness/isolation and its sources in the child-parent relationship and interaction with
peers; in clinical psychology within the Avoidant Personality Disorder (social pho-
bia), its diagnosis, treatment and etiology. The article presents the results of current
and future possible research.
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
