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Cognitive deficit is the one of the key groups of symptoms in schizophrenia. These disorders reflect pathological
processes in the central nervous system and are an important predictor of the social functioning recovery of patients.
The question of the deficit structure remains open. In some cases, cognitive impairments are detected in early school
age, in others, they appear only in adolescence. At the disease onset, there is a sharp deterioration in cognitive func-
tioning. Further change is also heterogeneous: the same cognitive functions can either remain stable, or deteriorate
or improve. To further study the cognitive deficit, it is necessary to distinguish more homogeneous groups based on
both clinical parameters, and on the results of performing cognitive tests. It is important for the future of the concept
of cognitive deficit to correlate it with the usual conceptualizations, including pathopsychological symptom groups.

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The work is aimed at examining the use of virtual reality (VR) technologies in clinical psychology in Europe.
More than 37 issues of the journal “Cyberpsychology, Behavior, and Social Networking” with impact factor 2.3 were
analyzed, and the articles reflect both cyber and clinical and psychological orientation. The “keyword method” was
used to analyze the text, which is understood as a search for typical terms that designate a criterion or replace it. Then
the keyword “virtual reality” was associated primarily with the types of disorders in clinical psychology of the clas-
sification of group F (according to ICD-10). The topics “virtual reality” and “clinical psychology” are the most
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frequently discussed topics in the field of the problem area “cyberpsychology”. According to the study, the possible
applications of virtual reality in the field of clinical psychology are essentially limited to three disorders: anxiety dis-
orders, depression, and autism. According to publications of specialists in general psychology, the term “virtual real-
ity” is not mentioned, which shows that this topic is of secondary importance.

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When examining the factors of the use of psychoactive substances (PAS) by young people, recreational con-
sumption has traditionally been studied.

And unless ways of improving the body have
repeatedly become the topic of scientific researches and publications, the desire to improve the one’s own brain
function stays in the shadows, it has not yet attracted attention of Russian specialists and needs to be studied. The
article analyzes the data of empirical studies that indicate an increase in the consumption of nootropics and other
stimulants by students to achieve academic success.

The concept of a positive body image in modern foreign psychology

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Research into the problem of body image has more than a century of history, most of which is associated with the study
of negative attitudes towards the body and related psychopathology — eating disorders, body dysmorphic disorders, etc. In
the last decade there has been a growing tendency in this area to shift the emphasis to the study of a positive body image,
just as in psychology in general there are more and more works performed in the paradigm of positive psychology, which
calls for abandoning the concept of disease and searching for new approaches based on the positive potential of the indi-
vidual. This review presents the main stages in the study of the problem of body image in foreign psychology, the origin and
development of ideas about a positive body image as a special construct that is not the opposite pole in the general “nega-
tive-positive” continuum, the key works of leading researchers who have formed the concept of a positive body image as
an independent entity, the main components of a positive body image, methodological tools used to assess a positive body
image, and the results of studies of a positive body image in various social groups. The perspectives of research in the field
of body image are presented in accordance with the views of leading foreign experts.

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An overview of modern foreign capital studies is presented. Human, social, psychological capitals as independent
areas of research are singled out and described. For the first time, the concept of the capital of individuality, comple-
menting other types of capital, is being introduced and developed. The basic features of capital are revealed through
the concepts of resources and potentials. Individual properties taken together are shown as distributed resources and
potentials, on the one hand, the combined resources and potentials of the individuality taken together by its proper-
ties on the other. The perspective of a systematic study of the capital of individuality may be the appeal to the theory
of integral individuality of V.S. Merlin and the concept of system integration of human individuality by B.A. Vyatkin
and L.Y. Dorfman. An approach to empirical study of the capital of individuality is planned, taking into account the
multi-level properties of integral individuality as resources and potentials that enable a person to achieve high results
in various areas of life. The concept of the capital of individuality is introduced in order to complement the existing
notions of individual differences with a view of them from the point of view of revealing the strengths of human pos-

sibilities for existence, life support, individual success.

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Current view on the dyadic synchrony mechanism
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This article contains a review of modern foreign concepts and empirical studies of dyadic synchrony mech-
anism which manifests in temporal alignment of biological rhythms and behavior of individuals participating in
a paired interaction. Due to the development of neuroimaging techniques, the interest in hyperscanning has
increased, as it allows to register brain activity of two or more individuals capturing the mechanism of dyadic
synchrony. In this article such manifestations of dyadic synchrony as changes in the electrical brain activity,
cardiac rhythms, respiratory rate, hormonal levels, and behavior are described. Dyadic synchrony at the early
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stages of development underlies individuals’ ability to learn, feel empathy, develop attachment and build close
