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Questions of the effectiveness of the anti-bullying programs

Evgeniya V. Stratiychuk
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This article reviews the methods and theoretical underpinnings of research on the effectiveness of anti-bullying
programs. Despite the widespread use of anti-bullying programs in many countries in Europe, Asia and America, a
number of researchers conclude that many of them demonstrate poor effectiveness or are ineffective at all. The
article attempts to provide a definition of anti-bullying programs, based on the definition of programs in general, as
well as on the criteria for selecting programs for meta-analysis. The dependence of perceptions of program effective-
ness on the theoretical framework used in meta-analyses, as well as on the specific methodologies used in evaluating
the effectiveness of individual programs, is examined. Described techniques that have emerged within specific anti-
bullying programs and theories, techniques for investigating bullying situations that are not tied to specific theories
of bullying, and psychological techniques that allow for an indirect assessment of the impact of bullying on students.
Conclusions made about what procedures and techniques for researching the effectiveness of anti-bullying programs
can make assessing the effect of a program more accurate.

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Child safety is a priority for Russian child welfare state policy. Cases of child abduction by strangers for sexual
abuse and exploitation are not so frequent, however they have grave and tragic consequences. In the Russian educa-
tion system, there is a shortfall of domestic practices that prevent such cases by teaching children to recognize dan-
gerous situations, refuse to communicate or ask for help. The article presents a thematic review of international
practices aimed at preventing crimes against children and child abuse, which have proven their effectiveness not only
by many years of experience, but also by scientific research.

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Methodological issues in constructing and researching their results
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The article deals with methodological issues in effectiveness research of practices of collaborative decision-making in
social work, focused on a family group and its informal social network, exemplified by Family Group Conferences and
Network Therapy. The article provides a conceptual review of approaches to constructing the expected results of FGC/NT
from the viewpoints of various stakeholders — professionals, adult family members, and children. It analyses the sensitivity
to these results in research projects with various research design types, including randomized controlled trials and their sug
gested alternatives such as discrete time survival analysis, cohort studies, and case-study. It discusses the factors and mecha
nisms that influence effectiveness of FGC/NT and should be considered in a “theory of change” for these practices.

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In contemporary foreign literature the concept of children’s play is described through the prism of various theo-
ries (psychoanalysis, theory of motivational modulation, metacommunicative theory, cognitive theories, etc.). On
the basis of these theories a number of diagnostic tools have been developed to assess the play of preschoolers. The
article presents an overview of the most famous of them: Revised Knox Preschool Play Scale (RKPPS), The Child-
Initiated Pretend Play Assessment (ChIPPA), Test of Playfulness (ToP). Each of these methods assesses specific
components of children’s play according to the age norms. The practical application of the methods considered in
the article is largely based on the ideas of occupational therapy and focuses primarily on the rehabilitation of pre-
schoolers with disabilities as well as on solving other therapeutic challenges.

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The article presents a system for evaluating the effectiveness of Sandplay therapy, a modern psychological practice
used in complex wellness and developmental programs, and valuable in situations of language and cultural barriers.
The criteria for the effectiveness of therapy for adults are defined and differentiated. At the content level, efficiency
indicators are an increase in order and a change of the destructive content of sand compositions to constructive and
peaceful ones. At the procedural level, the criterion of effectiveness is the quality of “internal dialogue”, reflected in
the phenomenon of symbol transformation, manifested in the creation of “transitional objects” — a metaphorical
support for the accumulation of positive resources. At the interpersonal and communicative level, effectiveness is
marked by the appearance of a “transitional space of joint play”, which gives rise to “transitional objects” and reflects
the specific “resonant interaction” of the therapist and the client, which arises in a situation of emotionally satu-
rated safe support from the therapist. The use of the Sandplay method provides a change of negative perception of
oneself and the environment to a willingness to actively interact with reality and helps to reduce stress levels, which
makes it possible to recommend the method as a means of broad prevention, including premature biological and
psychological aging.

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The definition of anti-aging is given as a condition that reduces the biological age, improves health or increases
life expectancy. Based on the meta-analysis, 13 anti-aging strategies were identified: sports, control, creative, intel-
lectual, subject, altruistic, humor, self-improvement, risk, communication, interaction with nature, achievement,
optimism. An empirical study of the effectiveness of these strategies has been carried out. Subjects: persons of retire-
ment age, men — 61—70, women — 56—70 years. The following methods were used: diagnostics of biological age
according to Voitenko, questionnaire of personal resources, assessment of individual typological features, correlation
analysis. It was found out that the relationship of biological aging with personal resources depends on the socio-
demographic characteristics of the individual. Conclusions: to develop an individual-personal anti-aging strategy, it
is necessary to take into account the totality of data: gender, age, place of residence, family, children, physique,
emotionality, functional asymmetry, interaction style. An effective anti-aging strategy is selected individually for each
respondent.

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Critical thinking (next CT) is one of the key competencies in the modern world. Despite the variety of assessment
systems for secondary and higher education, there is a lack of tests for assessing this competence for adults. The
importance of adult assessment is emphasized primarily by the need for employers to have employees with developed
CT in various work contexts. The article describes the procedure for creating a measurement test for students of the
training course «Critical Thinking» of the «Yandex.Practice» platform and the results of assessing its psychometric
quality. When creating this test, we relied on the Evidence Centered Design (ECD) approach. The test is performed
in computer form and consists of tasks aimed at identifying the relevant observed behavior of the subject. The valid-
ity of the developed test, including its compliance with theoretical expectations about the factor structure, is con-
firmed by evidence of constructive, criterion, convergent and content validity. The limitations of this study and
possible directions for future developments are considered. The result of the work is a validated test for measuring
critical thinking for adults, the quality of the tasks of which is confirmed by psychometric analysis in modern mental

test theory (IRT — Item Response Theory).

The Main Approaches and Concepts of Creative Thinking

The research is aimed at systematizing the most effective approaches to the study of creative thinking in foreign
and domestic science. The following directions of studying creative thinking are considered: on the basis with which
it is associated; on the paradigm that underlies it; on essential grounds; on the typology of creative achievements; on
the basis of the approach developed within a certain scientific school; on the study of the features of the activity
process; on developing practices; on adherence to the main factor influencing creative thinking; based on the alloca-
tion of components in the structure; based on the differences between creative and non-creative thinking; compensa-
tion of undeveloped components of creative thinking by strengthening more developed ones; neuropsychological
approach (cognitive), from the point of view of self-actualization of personality. After the analysis, we tend to believe
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that the multicomponent consideration of creative thinking is the most effective one. When studying and developing
creative thinking, it is important to pay attention not only to the operational component of creative thinking, but also
semantic, motivational, emotional components (interest, joy from engaging in creative activity), which determine
moral meanings, attitudes, states that ensure the manifestation of creative thinking in activity. Only with the simul-
tancous development of semantic, activity and emotional components of creative thinking, its development will be
the most harmonious one, being carried out with the less effort on the part of students and a teacher.

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The psychological research strategies of studying epistemic curiosity traditionally consider four factors of motiva-
tion to search for new information: the degree of familiarity with the subject, the expected value of information, the
cultural framework of tolerance to new information and the features of the material resources of the epistemic situ-
ation. A comparison of these models shows that regardless of where the study of curiosity begins — in behavior, in
mental processes, in personal characteristics or in interaction with the environment — the place of uncertainty in the
conceptual system remains the same. Uncertainty is one of the key characteristics of modern culture, which raises
the question of the degree of influence of its experiences on cognitive processes. The purpose of the article is to review
foreign studies on the connection of epistemic curiosity with the experience of uncertainty. The article contains the
analysis of the four main models of epistemic curiosity and the suggestion of the new (unifying) model, according to
which curiosity is a tool for “managing uncertainty” in order to adapt in the most effective way to a complex, unpre-
dictable environment.
