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The relevance of the problem is due to the importance of identifying integrated characteristics of a person, which
would reflect his typical modes of behavior, activity and relationships to the world around him. Such characteristics
include the concepts of Dark (Machiavellianism, narcissism, psychopathy) and Light (faith in humanity, humanism,
Kantianism) personality triads. And, if the Dark Triad of traits has been actively studied in psychology for more than
20 years, the Light Triad has recently received the status of an independent psychological problem. Nevertheless, it
aroused great interest in modern psychology, which led to the appearance of a significant number of publications.
The article provides an overview of a number of modern foreign studies of the traits of the Light Triad of personality
in the period from 2018 to 2024. Various approaches to identifying the features of the Light Triad and to developing
diagnostic tools are considered. The main directions of research of the Light Triad are identified and characterized:
the study of the manifestations of the features of the Light Triad depending on economic, political and cultural con-
ditions; study of the relationship between the Light Triad traits and value orientations and life satisfaction; studying
the relationship between the traits of the Light Triad and people’s behavior, including behavior on the Internet; traits
of the Light Triad and the problem of leadership, etc. Disputable issues identified during the analysis of research on
the traits of the Light Triad of personality are discussed.

Individual Psychological Characteristics of Women During Pregnancy

This article provides a comprehensive analysis of individual personality predictors of a woman’s psychological
state during pregnancy. The purpose of this review is to systematize and analyze studies of individual personal predic-
tors of a woman’s psychological state during pregnancy. The study methodology was based on the Guidelines for
Systematic Reviews (PRISMA). The final analysis included 31 studies in Russian and English. Based on these latest
data set an analysis of negative, positive and ambivalent individual predictors of a woman’s psychological state during
pregnancy was carried out. Negative factors include negative past experiences, neuroticism and emotional lability.
Developed coping strategies, extraversion, emotional stability, conscientiousness and self-efficacy are analyzed as
positive predictors. Ambivalent factors are represented by knowledge about pregnancy and childbirth, the desire for
control, empathy and emotional intelligence. Particular attention is paid to a detailed and thorough review of
research on the topic, identifying gaps and conflicting data. The conclusion emphasizes the importance of an inte-
grated approach to psychological support for pregnant women.

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The article presents an overview of foreign studies of the visual-spatial perspective-taking as the ability to deter-
mine what the other person sees. This phenomenon was first described by J. Piaget, but his study remains relevant to
this day. As the analysis of modern scientific sources has shown, altercentric interference can contribute understand-
ing of Level 1 perspective-taking; the development of Level 2 perspective-taking is closely related to the formation of
navigation skills and mental rotation, and with the optimization of the use of spatial reference systems. An allocentric
frame of reference goes pass a long way of formation throughout the preschool period: from the geometry of space
and local landmarks to the configuration of array elements. The geometry of the array, as a form of spatial connec-
tions between objects, remains stable in relation to the target even with mental rotation. Accordingly, the more
formed allocentric frame of reference a child uses, the more effectively he can perceive another’s viewpoint. This
pattern should be taken into account in further studies of perspective-taking.

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The article reviews of a number of modern foreign studies of emotion differentiation and its role in emotion
regulation processes. An attempt is made to generalise the currently existing results on the connection of emotional
differentiation with various personality and behavioural constructs, as well as about its role of in psychological well-
being. The main advantages of high negative emotional differentiation and disadvantages of low negative emotional
differentiation are identified. Trait and momentary emotional differentiation was distinguished, difficulties in con-
ceptualising and measuring the momentary emotional differentiation were outlined, the lines of future studies of the
relationship between both measures of emotional differentiation and emotion regulation were described. Several
studies of the role of emotional differentiation in the choice and effectiveness of putatively adaptive and maladaptive
emotion regulation strategies were analysed. It was found that higher levels of negative emotional differentiation were
related to the effectiveness of emotion regulation strategies rather than to their choice. Similarities and differences in
the methodology and obtained results of the analysed studies are identified. Issues requiring further research are
formulated, prospects for future research are described.

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Attributes of Organizational Culture as Predictors of Employee Burnout: A Brief Review
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The article provides an overview of concepts related to employee burnout, organizational corporate culture, and
research dedicated to studying aspects of corporate culture as predictors of employee burnout. Professional burnout,
a significant issue in today’s work environment, influences both the physical and mental health of employees, as well
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as the overall quality of their work performance. Over the past three decades, numerous studies have aimed to iden-
tify key predictors of burnout. These studies focus on aspects such as the work environment, interpersonal relation-
ships within the team, the degree of alignment between corporate culture aspects and employees’ personal values and
expectations. The review of researches in this article has shown that when corporate culture does not coincide with
employees’ perceptions, it not only leads to reduced satisfaction levels but also contributes to the development of
burnout among employees. Research underscores that aspects of corporate culture, such as the degree of social sup-
port, participation in decision-making, motivation, rewards, and the quality of relationships within the organization,
can significantly impact professional stress and the emotional state of employees. Identifying attributes of corporate
culture that affect employees’ emotional state plays a crucial role in creating a healthy work atmosphere.

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The article presents an analysis of foreign studies devoted to the role expectations of participants in the educa-
tional process as an important condition for the effectiveness of training and education of students. It is shown that,
along with significant achievements in understanding the causes and mechanisms of role expectations, most
researchers focus primarily on teachers’ expectations of the academic achievements of schoolchildren and students.
The prerequisites for the formation of teachers’ role expectations are studied, such as socio-economic status, gender,
national and racial characteristics of students, as well as the specific culture of the educational institution. The prob-
lem of consistency of mutual role expectations of teachers and students as the basis for building their interpersonal
interaction has been less studied. It was not possible to identify works in which mutual expectations of participants
in the educational process are considered as a unified system of pedagogical interaction that influences the effective-
ness of teaching and education of schoolchildren. Based on a theoretical analysis of foreign studies of role expecta-
tions, a conclusion is made about the need for further study of this phenomenon, taking into account the goals and
objectives of the professional activities of school teachers, as well as the interests, personal values and needs of other

participants in the educational process, mainly students and their parents.

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The article presents an analysis of modern studies assessing the effectiveness of various methods aimed at psycho-
logical assistance to patients with facial nerve damage. Despite the fact that impaired facial mobility is a serious
challenge for a person, the availability of psychological help for patients is very limited. About 70% of patients have
symptoms of emotional maladaptation, which are more common in women and are more dependent on the subjec-
tive assessment of their condition. Analysis of studies has shown the important role of psychological education of the
population about the problems of this clinical group in reducing stigmatization and social fears of patients. In addi-
tion, results were found indicating the effectiveness of self-help methods that can replace a one-time consultation
with a specialist and ensure the availability of psychological help. Studies of psychotherapeutic intervention are
mainly based on methods of the cognitive-behavioral approach, however, they were conducted on small samples that
include other nosologies associated with facial lesions. A few studies on group therapy have yielded conflicting
results. On the one hand, the developed trainings did not provide improvements in the long term; on the other hand,
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the group organization of therapeutic activities can have a positive effect on the emotional state of patients. The
results obtained indicate the importance of developing protocols and recommendations for providing psychological
assistance to patients with damage to the facial nerve, and also indicate the need to develop an evidence-based

approach to the care provided.

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The article provides an overview of current research on the problem of children’s reading in a digital society. The
transformation of children’s reading practices in connection with the transition from the printed format of books to
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the digital one is considered. The article analyzes the results of studies showing the influence of different book for-
mats (printed, digital, audiobooks) and various interactive functions, both in printed and digital books, on children’s
understanding of the content of what they read, learning, communication, the ability to concentrate and hold atten-
tion, the process of interaction between an adult and a child during joint reading. The majority of the researches show
that parents choose traditional printed books with illustrations as the first books for a child. Digital books arouse an
ambiguous attitude among them. In books with interactive features, parents see, first of all, the learning potential for
the child, although they can have both a positive and a negative impact. Parents’ concerns about new book formats
are primarily related to possible harm to the child’s health due to time spent at the screen of a digital device. In the
process of reading digital books, parents devote significantly less time to their children than when reading printed
books. Further prospects for the development of the digital format of children’s books make it very important to study

their impact on the development of a child and the formation of his/her reading skills.

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The study of prosocial behavior is a fairly popular topic of modern foreign psychology. In Russian psychology, the
concept of “prosocial behavior” has been used relatively recently, although there are many works devoted to the study
of phenomena similar in content: helping behavior, empathy, altruism. This review examines foreign studies pub-
lished over the past ten years on the formation and development of prosocial behavior in childhood and adolescence,
as well as works on the role of child-parent and sibling relationships in the development of prosocial behavior. The
complexity and versatility of the phenomenon of prosocial behavior is noted. Various factors of family relationships
contributing to the formation and development of prosocial behavior in children and adolescents are analyzed. It is
shown that prosocial behavior develops gradually, through the internalization of norms, values, and ideas about
responsibility. A necessary condition for the development of prosocial behavior in children is a warm, accepting
relationship in the family. The analysis of the research allows us to emphasize that siblings, along with parents, create
a unique family context for the development of prosocial abilities in children.

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Specificity of the Study of Gameplay in Video Games and its Link with Aggression
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The article addresses the problem of designing a research model applicable to study of enthusiasm for video
games and aggression. As a possible way to overcome the existing contradictions in the research results, it is impor -
tant to study this interplay, taking into account the features of play activity. Video game is not an accurate model
of reality. It is based on a different, significantly simplified system of rules, and has a conventional nature. Thus,
it seems important to go on collecting information concerning the psychological aspects of the game process,
especially the ones, connected with the reflection of the play experience and the features of behavior in the game.
The purpose of this review is to identify the specificity of designing studies aimed at investigating the problem of
the implementation of the game process in video games and aggression in relation to the specificity of play activ -
ity. In few publications that pay attention to the psychological components of the gameplay its individual aspects
(perception of frustrating game events, realism of the game space and involvement in the game context) are often
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discussed without taking into account the specificity of the game. In perspective we intend to particularize the
specificity of processing the play experience, namely, the way it reflects in the chosen game tactics.

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The article is devoted to the analysis of issues related to ensuring informational and psychological security for
members of the security forces and law enforcement agencies. The focus is on such aspects as: ensuring personal
security at the level of assimilating patterns of optimal official behavior in working with information; the total infor-
matization of agency activities and the problem of special professional training of employees; the development of
informational and psychological security technologies during ongoing hybrid warfare; analysis of the consequences
of negative informational and psychological impacts on the personnel of security and law enforcement agencies; and
the study of the role of the media and social networks in violating informational and psychological security. The
material provides an orientation towards foreign approaches to countering informational threats to employees of
security forces and law enforcement agencies.
