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The paper presents results of a study on the relationship between the level of
students’ psychological security in educational environment and their social intel-
ligence. The aim of the study was to redefine this relationship and to test the hy-
pothesis that different levels of psychological security in educational environment
are connected with changes in the level of social intelligence and its components
that happen in adolescence and young age. The data was obtained on a sample
of students of secondary-level vocational training organizations (n=2,789 sub-
jects) aged 12—25 years (M=17.13), 71,89% males. The following techniques
were used: “Psychological Safety of Educational Environment” by |.A. Baeva;
