The purpose of the work was to describe the
signs of recruitment and the basic psychological mechanisms of youth involvement in ex-
tremist and terrorist organizations in the Internet. The basis for the methodological substan-
tiation of the identified psychological mechanisms of involvement were the ideas of
A.A. Leontiev on the concept of communication; scientific ideas of G.M. Andreeva about
social communication.
