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‘Glass walls’ —
considerations about European multiculturalism

European culture — the product of Western civilization that grew on the pillars of
multiculturalism, expansion and progress. It is a place where for centuries a melting
pot of cultures has been a natural driving force of progress and development, to which
Europe owes not only its wealth. Europe also owes demographic problems to this, which
today constitute the most important subject of scientific debate on the future of Europe
and opportunities to maintain the achievements of the past, the level of civilization
built by generations. ‘Glass walls’ invoked in the title of the article are of symbolic na-
ture, no mention is made of real barriers known in history as the Great Wall of China,
the Berlin Wall, Hadrian's Wall and others. It is about mental and invisible walls fo-
cused around attitudes such as the ethnic and cultural distance, as well as intolerance
and prejudices against any otherness.

We live in Europe — a place where the foundations were laid for western
civilization, from where for nearly half a millennium rays of splendor and
development have been reaching almost every corner of the world; we live
in a place that has been building its power not only through progress and
development, but also blood and suffering. We must not forget the wealth
of nations, from which we draw, the achievements of science, which il-
luminated the darkness of medieval Europe. In gratitude let us create a
world friendly for "foreigners’ and demolish walls erected before our eyes.
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INTRODUCTION

Whenever a question about the future
of Europe arises, the subconsciousness of-
fers the Latin phrase placed in the emblem
of the United States of America — E plu-
ribus unum [9], which in free translation
means ‘unity in diversity’. Almost at the
same time another question appears with
regard to the phenomenon that emerged
in colonial times, further was strengthened
during the beginning of the statehood of the
United States of America in the eighteenth
and nineteenth century and continues to
this day, despite the very bright cultural
contrasts, social inequality and attitudes of
racism and intolerance still deeply rooted
in the society. That phenomenon provokes
a profound reflection, taking the form of
questions, what factors made the Ameri-
can public, so ethnically diverse and built on
conflicts of cultures and intolerance, able to
create not only the state, but also the empire
shaping the economy, politics and mass cul-
ture in the world? This question cannot be
definitely answered, however, the fact is
that the state exists and will probably ex-
ist for a long time, in spite of the internal
problems arising from cultural heterogene-
ity and ethnic differences.

On the basis of the issues under consid-
eration, a dilemma arises relating to mul-
ticulturalism in Europe, its nature and the
interpretation frameworks of classical defi-
nitions of the very notion. It has so much
importance that the new reality that Europe
has faced imposes a need to look at the fu-
ture of its inhabitants from the perspective
of changing social order, which is anchored
in the migration crisis. Thus, how to define
European multiculturalism: is it to be treat-
ed as a social fact justified by multi-ethnicity
and cultural mosaicism? Can it be looked at
Jfrom the perspective of social relations and
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interactions between representatives of dif-
Jerent cultures? The answer to these ques-
tions as well as many others remaining in
the subconscious is very difficult, and no
theory or definition provides responses to
them. Let these questions be complement-
ed by the reflection on the opportunity to
create such a model of European society,
which would be even minimally integrated,
tolerant and respectful of cultural values of
other nations. Is European ‘diversity’ able
to transform into ‘unity’ in the future? It
seems that neither before — in the era of
lofty slogans of tolerance, integration and
respect — nor now — especially when the
European ‘melting pot of cultures’ not only
‘boils’, but reaches a critical value of ‘boiling
point’ — creating a multi-ethnic enclave de-
void of conflicts of cultures is realistic.

1. DILEMMAS
OF MULTICULTURALISM

In simple terms, the thesis may be as-
sumed that the phenomenon of multicul-
turalism was a constant element in the
development of tribes, ethnic groups, na-
tions and societies integrated within state
structures; real but still unscientific cogni-
tion sources of the phenomena refer to the
territorial expansion of the ancient nations
that within the framework of territorial
conquests formed a multicultural model of
the contemporary world. In Antiquity and
subsequent epochs, the cultural heteroge-
neity of Europe, the Mediterranean region
as well as Asia was not only a natural and
universal phenomenon, but a continuous
process — the sine qua non of building em-
pires, strengthening their power and creat-
ing a ‘new’ culture at the expense of other,
weaker cultures. Due to the expansion the
new social order was created with its ba-
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sis strengthened by diffusion of compo-
nents of material and immaterial culture,
co-creating pillars of many contemporary
cultures. While speaking about the diffu-
sion of cultures, the reality in which it oc-
curred cannot be ignored. The expansion
itself carried behind conflicts with all their
consequences, which repeatedly led to the
total destruction of entire nations and their
culture, material and immaterial.

Both Antiquity and the Middle Ages, as
well as the subsequent eras have never been
explored in terms of a scientific approach
to multiculturalism. They were treated as
natural facts associated with population
and integration processes arising out of al-
liances, pacts and unions of political nature.
It was not until the nineteenth century that
multiculturalism became a subject of inter-
est to the scientific world, thus inscribing
itself in the turbulent history of the United
States. The country became the cradle of
the theory born on the grounds of intoler-
ance and conflicts of cultures, including
racial ones, called a melting pot of cultures,
and two transversal schools of multicultur-
alism: diffusionism, created by Friedrich
Ratzel (1844—1904) and continued by Leo
Frobenius (1873—1938), associated with
the geographical environment, and paral-
lelism, showing multiculturalism from the
perspective of the creation of independent
cultures functioning side by side [1, p.85].
There have also been approaches referring
to the strength of the expansion and influ-
ences from some cultures to others. One of
them is based on the assertion that there is
a limited number of fundamental cultures
that played a significant role in shaping hu-
man culture [1, p. 85] and gave the founda-
tion for the concept of cultural circles, intro-
duced to the classification of concepts by
Fritz Graebner (1877—1934) and Bernhard
Ankermann (1859—1943) [8, p. 632, 633].
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They are the resultant of the uniqueness of
cultural characteristics of ethnic groups and
entire nations, which naturally situate them
in the foreign and culturally heterogeneous
environment on the position of ‘the foreign’,
‘the other’, and sometimes — depending on
historical events — even ‘the enemy’. De-
spite the variable and dynamic socio-polit-
ical reality in the world, these old theories
and approaches still have many universal
and unchanging elements, which undoubt-
edly should include contacts of cultures and
differences between them. These two ele-
ments seem to be permanent, since the be-
ginning of the civilization people have had
a natural tendency to move and establish
contacts with representatives of new and
foreign cultures.

Among numerous definitions describing
multiculturalism as a fact, state, process or
phenomenon, the simple in its form and yet
precise Piotr Sztompka’s approach deserves
attention, as he shows it as (...) the ideologi-
cal stance emphasizing the right of different
communities to different ways of life, and
even promoting the thesis of the equal worth
of all cultures [10, p. 255]. In the background
of the definition in question the whole range
of issues appears, without which multicul-
turalism is not entitled to rest on the pillars
of equality and respect to ‘foreigners’. These
include, among others: tolerance, integration
and cultural assimilation as well as cultural
relativism, which in the realities of the pres-
ent day seem to be the theory almost entirely
devoid of any practical references. Its mes-
sage is clear and unambiguous — the right
to coexistence with other cultures in one
geographical area. How real is the demand
Jfor cultural egalitarianism? Tt seems that in
the reality of the migration crisis there is no
chance of success.

Talking about multiculturalism, it
should be also pointed out that it does not



cover all aspects that are associated with
the coexistence of different cultures in one
geographical area. The first attempt to pre-
cisely define the interpretation framework
for this phenomenon was made in 1915 by
the American Jewish philosopher Horace
Kallen [9, p. 21], who introduced the con-
cept of cultural pluralism to the taxonomy of
terms in the field of culture. It is worth not-
ing that despite the passage of time, in many
studies it is considered synonymously with
multiculturalism, as it was underpinned
by the assumption that multiculturalism is
based on the coexistence and mutual posi-
tive relations, whereas cultural pluralism is
nothing but apparent coexistence founded
upon the attitudes of avoidance, mistrust
and resentment often cultural. As for both
phenomena, the similar outlook is pre-
sented by Peter Kivistd, John Rex and Leo
Kuper who argue that pluralistic societies
are those where different ethnic groups live
next to each other, no contact between them
takes place beside broadly conceived market,
in turn, multicultural societies are those that
extend interactions also to other spheres [6,
p. 45]. This raises the question of which phe-
nomenon do we deal with in Europe: multicul-
turalism or cultural pluralism? Or it may be
that a new phenomenon has emerged that
could be called pragmatic or rational mul-
ticulturalism related to benefiting from the
existence of other cultures in the European
environment, or even forced multicultural-
ism, based on the creation of the political
correctness policy towards the state, which
cannot be changed.

Contemporary multiculturalism, bur-
dened with the stigma of intolerance, chau-
vinism, ethnocentrism and divisions into
‘our’ and ‘foreign’, imposes the need to re-
vise the age-old theory of Charles Taylor’s
politics of recognition assuming the forma-
tion of human identity through dialogue,
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interaction with the cultural and social en-
vironment. Its basis included wishful think-
ing contained in the following words: (...)
appropriate recognition is not only the ex-
pression of respect, which people deserve. It is
a basic human need [9, p. 24—25]. Ch. Tay-
lor indicates that the phenomenon of mul-
ticulturalism (...) is not based on socio-polit-
ical systems and the interactions within, but
is limited to meeting different, often distant
Jrom each other, ethnic or national cultures,
allegedly internally homogeneous cultural
structures of permanent specific characteris-
tics of established by traditions [5, p. 144].
This ‘closeness’ of cultural characteristics
may not always have a positive effect, since
wherever the changing ethnic composition
and the increased inflow of foreign cul-
tures violate economic security, and not
just this, of indigenous people, conflicts of
cultures will almost always occur. Another
important variable resulting from cultural
‘proximity’ are usually legacy and historical
grievances and prejudices arising on their
ground.

Today’s definition of multiculturalism
requires not only taking a look at it from
the perspective of new conditions, which
Europe has caught up. Also caution is nec-
essary in constructing the definitions’ oper-
ators, which for many countries may prove
to be incorrect, inadequate, and sometimes
sensitive. While the political and ideologi-
cal approach to multiculturalism created by
the European Union usually has a common
denominator imposing ‘the collective voice’
on its members, each EU member state rep-
resents its own solutions in this field and
promotes its own policy towards ‘foreign-
ers’. The scale of extremes is huge and they
can be included in opposing euphemisms:
‘bridges’ and ‘walls’. On the ground of the
contemporary ethnic and cultural problems
of Europe, the point of creating a vision of
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multiculturalism understood in terms of
Ch. Tylor’s policy of recognition, or even
cultural pluralism Horace Kallen, should be
called into doubt. Tt must be stated with
all the firmness that the classical model of
multiculturalism in Europe is more or less
a fiction, which ‘feeds itself’ and grows in
strength in effect of moral panic caused by
politicians and the media.

2. THE ETIOLOGY OF MIGRATION

When in 2011 there were mass dem-
onstrations in Arab countries; the inter-
national community once again became
convinced that even the most fossilized
regimes and dictatorships are not entitled
to ‘infinite power’. The ‘domino effect’ — as
the wave of mass riots and revolutions in
North Africa, the Middle East and Muslim
countries in Asia is commonly called —
proved to be a peculiar phenomenon, both
political and social. On the other hand, it
confirmed the rule observed by Auguste
Comte after French Revolution of 1789
that social change does not always lead
to improving the fate of the people, that
the overthrow of power does not always
guarantee better governance. This rule
was further confirmed in the case of some
countries affected by the revolution. To a
lesser extent it describes Egypt, where the
process of creating the political system on
the model of democracy is still underway.
The continued transformation is borne out
by the fact that from 11 February 2011,
after the resignation of President Husni
Mubarak, three presidents successively
took the office [2, p. 100]. The return of
power based on the strong military influ-
ence on society and the economy became
a fact, and the presidency resting in the
hands of the former commander of the
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Egyptian armed forces, Abd al-Fattah as-
Sisi, only confirms the return to the previ-
ous political system. The third since 2011
and the second after the change of govern-
ment the Constitution of Egypt is also in-
dicative of political instability. It is worth
noting that as a result of changes through-
out the entire period of Hosni Mubarak’s
rule, in the year of 2016 about 300 thou-
sand migrants and the so-called refugees
came to Europe from Egypt. According to
the EU agency Frontex, only on the mi-
gration transit route to Italy in 2015 there
were recorded 7 thousand and between
January and September 2016 as many as
12 thousand Egyptians [11].

In contrast to Egypt, transformations
in Syria are still characterized by anarchy,
open conflict and instability. The country
already in 2012 was classified as fallen.
Before the revolution and the civil war in
Syria, about 22 million people inhabited
the country and now in the light of some
data, the population of the Syrians living in
their own country was halved mainly due
to migrations. Data from 2013 show that
from the beginning of the civil war 2 mil-
lion people left the country, which at that
time accounted for about 10% of the popu-
lation. In 2014, the number of refugees and
immigrants increased to 3 million, and in
2015 by another million. Currently it is es-
timated that at the end of 2016 more than
5 million people emigrated from Syria,
while in 2012 the number of refugees im-
migrating only to neighboring states was
less than 218 thousand. While in Lebanon,
the number of refugees in 2014 increased
by 17 times [12]. According to the report
by the UN, not only external emigrations
constitute a problem, because up 6.5 mil-
lion out of 22.3 million Syrians have been
forced to abandon their homes and move
around the country in search for safer



places to live. The overall rate of emigra-
tion of Syrian citizens indicates that half
of the population before the outbreak of
the civil war left their homes, half of whom
were children. The scale of the tragedy is
shown by the data of the UN claiming that
approximately 5,000 people leave Syria on
a daily basis [3, p. 17—18]. The balance
of the civil war victims is equally impor-
tant, as according to the UN, it claimed
at least 191,000 people until 2014, and by
mid-2015 years — nearly 300,000. At the
same time close to 1 million persons were
wounded. The current data from the late
2016 demonstrate that the population of
all the Syrians is of 17,8 million (in the
country and in neighboring countries),
including nearly 51% of men and 49%
women. The population deficit compared
to 2011 results from migrations to Europe
or the death of war victims. Other data re-
flect decline in the population of about 400
thousand in 2016 [7].

3. THE MIGRATION CRISIS
IN EUROPE

The scale of the migration resulting
from the disintegration of state systems
and the demolition of social order apply
not only to Syria and Egypt. There are
many centers of expansion of refugees and
migrants. Some of them have more than
20-year history, while others are complete-
ly new. These first arose at the turn of the
1980s and 1990s of the previous century
and led from the former Soviet republics
and from Asia via Poland and the Balkans
to Western countries and Scandinavia.
The new centers of expansion are the after-
math of the Arab Spring, and the corridors
lead the flow of immigrants from North
Africa and the Middle East. The map (Fig-
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ure) shows the directions and scale of mi-
grations to Europe in mid-2015.

In 2015, the summary index of refugees
and migrants arriving in Europe was around
2.7 million representatives of the countries
of Africa and Asia, with the highest num-
ber of them recorded in Germany — about
1.7 million, while some sources indicate
that even more than 2 million. In March
2016, the ratio increased by a value from
400 to 600 thousand [14].

The scale of migration to Europe leaves
no doubts as to the beginning of a new
era — the era of entropy of the old order and
hegemony of a European in Europe in favor
of the exoticism and cultural heterogene-
ity. In total, almost 1 million refugees and
illegal economic migrants came to Europe
in 2016. This state of affairs causes that the
forecasts of the 1970s describing the de-
cline of the European population became
real. Bringing this idea to the ground of dy-
namics of changes in the macro- and mega-
structures, a whole range of very complex
problems of ethno-cultural nature can be
encountered, which should not be con-
sidered solely from the perspectives of the
state that has appeared nowadays and sur-
prised the international community of Eu-
rope. This state of ‘awakening’ triggered by
many factors embedded in historical griev-
ances, resulting from the negligence and
ignorance of European countries towards
the peoples who for centuries remained un-
der their influence, is the effect of getting
out of the ‘cage’ of isolation of civilized na-
tions, which for centuries were trapped in
it. Should it, therefore, be any surprise that

suddenly, under favorable conditions and the
vision of opportunities for improving own lot,
the expansion of immigrants and refugees
Jfrom areas affected by poverty and threat-
ened with loss of life first struck Europe?
Was it anyhow possible to predict that ‘the
bars of that isolation’ would crack sooner or
later and ‘foreigners’ would desire prosperity
enjoyed by the Europeans? Both questions
are rhetorical and the peak of incurable op-
timism was the belief in maintaining forever
the social order in Europe, at least at the
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level from the period before the outbreak
of the mass revolts in North Africa and the
Middle East conventionally called the Arab
Spring. It seems that despite the symptoms
of the migration crisis that emerged after
the 1989, the strength of tolerance towards
cultural differences was re-evaluated, his-
torical events were ignored, as were their ef-
fects manifested in the revival of prejudice,
stereotypes and negative attitudes, such as
national chauvinism, ethnocentrism, xeno-
phobia, as well as racism. It is forgotten as



well that the cultural heterogeneity raises
serious social and economic problems, and
political correctness is not always in line
with citizens’ interests and views.

The scale of migration to Europe leaves
no doubt — there is a migration crisis and
it will probably remain unresolved for long.
This means that conflicts of cultures and
ethnic conflicts will increase in scale as well
as take drastic and new, so far unknown,
forms. Their specificity is that from the mi-
cro-scale they move at the breathtaking pace
to the meso-scale, and vice versa. Is, thus,
there arisk that the conflict of cultures will af-
Ject the macro- and mega-scales, that it will
take the form of a racial conflict, as foreseen
by Ludwik Gumplowicz? Perhaps this conflict
is already advanced, but courage is something
that is lacking to call it by its name? These
are just proprietary author’s own reflections
and rhetorical questions, but they should
not be ignored. They give direction to at-
tempts at solving the dilemma contained in
euphemisms raised within the topic of this
text: ‘glass walls’, hiding the true image of
contemporary Europe — closed, chauvin-
ist and intolerant. It seems to push into the
junk room the slogan — fashionable in the
1990s and later — referring to tolerance,
cultural integration and living in a mutual
cultural symbiosis: ‘bridges instead of walls’.
Let us take a view of the current situation
in Europe from the perspective of etiology.
Let us try to analyze the factors that con-
tributed to the imbalance of European social
order, based (in a systematic perspective) on
a natural tendency to maintain functional
balance — homeostasis, and to preserve the
structure — morfphostasis. These factors of
retrospective nature undoubtedly include
two related phenomena. The first of them is
colonialism, while the second one — its ‘impe-
rial product — a child of globalization’ called
neo-colonialism, the basis of which, accord-
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ing to Fr. Andrzej Zwolinski is (...) every kind
of exploitation: economic, political, cultural or
religious (...) and this is continuation of colo-
nialism in a new form [13, p. 187—188]. For
the purpose of emphasizing the scale of the
phenomenon let us use a fragment of Frantz
Fanon’s thoughts, who pointedly shows how
a great mark the expansion of the Europeans,
and not only them, left on the awareness and
perception of the citizens of the Arab world
(...) for centuries Furope has hampered the
development of other peoples, it has subjected
them to its own goals, its fame (...) it is time to
understand that it is better to move away from
FEurope once and for all (...) Let us get rid of
the obsession of catching up with Europe. (...)
Let us stop imitating Europe (...) Let us try to
discover a human whom Furope failed to en-
sure victory (...) [See more in: 4, p. 213—216].
How, then, should we understand this
paradox we are witnessing? On the one
hand, we recognize reluctance to Europe
and everything that is European, but on the
other hand — the massive expansion of the
Third World nationals to the areas of Eu-
ropean countries. Could it be that F. Fanon’s
words would be subject to auto-negation in
the face of the reality that we are observing?
After all, even if in the past Europe commit-
ted unforgivable ‘infringements’in the policy
towards the colonized countries, if European
and international corporations economically
expanded their markets, did not they at the
same time put them on the path of social
progress, did not they give education or en-
rich culture? This is what must not be for-
gotten, but an objective assessment of gains
and losses resulting from colonialism and
neo-colonialism should be performed.

CONCLUSION

The undeniable fact is that the ethnic
and cultural problems of Europe are largely
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the result of past events. Europe still pays
the price for negligence and the worst thing
is that it may lead to social change, which
cannot be restored to the pre-crisis state.
The entropy of the social system of the
‘old continent’ has become a reality, even
though in the past it was also noticeable but
to a lesser extent due to a drastic fall being
noted in fertility in most European coun-
tries, the scope of the current entropy is
alarming. Interestingly, changes in the so-
cial system do not only apply to indigenous
citizens of European countries, but also to
the so-called ‘old migrants — the settled
immigrant population that came to Europe
with the previous migration waves. In par-
ticular, this problem concerns the Muslim
community, including representatives of
the Arab world, who do not want to identify
with the ‘new immigrants’ for fear of their
safety (especially economic).

This issue is relatively new and unex-
plored, however it heralds the emergence
of a new type of the conflict of cultures in
Europe. Nonetheless, there are empirical
reasons to discuss it, since the author to-
gether with Ziad Abou Saleh — scientist
of Syrian origin and researcher of the Arab
community in Europe — have analyzed the
scale of acceptance and identification of the
so-called the ‘EuroArabs’, i.e. the third gen-
eration of immigrants from 15 Arab states,
inhabiting 9 European countries, including
Poland. The research have shown that the
‘EuroArabs’, irrespective of the country of
origin, place of residence in Europe and so-
cial position, in most cases strongly identify
with European culture, show the low level
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of religious orthodoxy as well as maintain
tendency towards cultural integration with
European citizens. At the same time they
almost completely isolate themselves from
the migration problems exposed in the me-
dia. It is just a harbinger of new research di-
rections that indicate the complex context
of ethno-cultural problems of Europe.

The author concludes by mentioning
two words entered in the reality of modern
Europe: ‘walls’ and ‘foreigners’. It seems
that in the era of the conflict of cultures,
which we are witnessing, they no longer
have only the symbolic character. While
recently they were externalized only ver-
bally in the media and in politics, now they
have become reality. Real walls are erect-
ed, for example on the Hungarian — Ser-
bian border, and ethnic ghettos isolated
from the world with fencing and barbed
wire. This means that Europe has entered
a phase of not only cultural disintegration,
but creates its own — very similar to the
American one from the early history of the
US statehood — melting pot of cultures.
What will the fate of Europe be like? Will
its mosaicism become a yoke or the return to
the path of tolerance and social symbiosis?
Will the assumption that at the micro-level,
notwithstanding the ethnic background,
people are able to communicate and get rid
of prejudices, restore the social order from
5 years ago? These questions are difficult
to answer today, but nonetheless solutions
should be sought to exploit the potential
of ‘foreigners’ in a rational and moral way,
especially as Europe’s population contin-
ues to fall.

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In the recent past, gender issues have grabbed substantial attention from social
scientists, activists and academic fraternity. Right from family to workplace to society
at large, attempts have been initiated to advocate equal rights for women in dif ferent
spheres of life. Despite social activists and policy makers striving hard towards gender
sensitization, gender discrimination still persists in various domains of life. Therefore,
there is a strong need to identify the factors that potentially determine people’s
attitude towards gender equity. With this very objective, the current study examines
existing literature on gender discrimination and its association with Hofstede’s
(1980) cultural values. Following the “Gender-Organization-System Approach”, the
present study postulates that gender equality or inequality results from a complex
interaction of individual, organizational and societal factors and that it cannot be
explained in isolation from the broader socio-cultural milieu. Extensive review of
literature indicates that cultural values are significant predictors of people’s attitude
towards gender equity and that the extent to which people conform to existing gender
roles determine how much people support the idea of gender equality. The study has
significant practical implications since, by means of detecting such “causal factors”,
more positive attitudinal changes can be brought about and gender egalitarian
attitudes can be cultivated.
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I. INTRODUCTION

When it comes to gender equality, mere
policy-level amendments cannot make
much difference unless a sense of gender
egalitarianism is cultivated and fostered
at the socio-cultural level. S. Stefanovici
(n.d.) argued that “sexual inequity is root-
ed within the social structure itself, through
the allocation by society of segregated roles
Jfor each sex. The very existence of activities
and responsibilities maintain an imbalance
of power between the sexes” [43]. Culture,
therefore, is one of the most significant de-
terminants of gender equality/inequality
in a given society. Going by this premise,
culture-level transformations can prove
more fruitful in bringing gender parity. In
an attempt to theoretically attest the afore-
said proposition, the present study analyzes
available literature pertaining to Hofstede’s
cultural value dimensions and their asso-
ciation with gender equality. Moreover,
the current review also attempts to identify
discrepancies, contradictions and knowl-
edge gaps pertaining to cultural values and
gender equality research.

LI. Cultural value orientation

According to R. Williams (1970) Cul-
tural values represent the implicitly or explic-
itly shared abstract ideas about what is good,
right, and desirable in a society [52]. Further,
G. Hofstede (1980) defined cultural values
as ‘Broad tendencies to prefer certain states
of affairs over others’ [20]. The current
study adopts Hofstede’s definition and ex-
plicates cultural values in terms of the five
cultural dimensions proposed by him, viz.
Collectivism / Individualism, Low / High
Power distance, Masculinity/Femininity,
Low / High Uncertainty Avoidance and
Long / Short-term orientation. These di-
mensions are condensed into dichotomous
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categories wherein each of these dimen-
sions has two contrasting extremities. The
current literature review attempts to un-
veil the relationship between each of these
cultural categories and gender equity or
the extent to which men and women enjoy
equal roles, opportunities and outcomes in
a given society (Kinias & Kim, 2011) [29].

II. LITERATURE REVIEW

The current piece of work comprises a
systematic and extensive review of 40 pub-
lished articles which dealt with the rela-
tionship between Hofstede’s five cultural
values, conformity propensity and gender
equity.

II. I. Hofstede’s cultural values
and gender equity

A thorough review of available litera-
ture indicates that there exists a strong as-
sociation between Hofstede’s cultural value
dimensions and gender equality. Each of
these cultural values strongly determines
how gender egalitarian a particular society
is likely to be.

Individualism, for instance, has been
found to be a strong predictor of gender
parity. In their article on cultural values
and their relationship with gender equality,
I. Dohi and M.M. Fooladi (2008) argued
that collectivistic values practiced by Japa-
nese society have contributed immensely to
the prevailing gender inequities [11]. They
believed collectivistic values often func-
tion as barriers that cloud women’s ability
to perform well outside the house, in the
public domain. Collectivistic values make
people view women in relation to some-
one else, such as someone’s wife, someone’s
mother, someone’s daughter and so on (Gil-
ligan, 1982) [14]. Individualistic values,



in contrast, make people view women as
individuals and they also encourage wom-
en to fight for their individuality. This, in
turn, increases gender equality. Further,
H.C. Triandis (1995) bifurcated individu-
alism and collectivism into two categories;
horizontal and vertical [45]. Vertical indi-
vidualism is characterized by a strong need
to be independent, autonomous and differ-
ent from others, while showing less con-
cern for equality. Horizontal individualism,
conversely, refers to a cultural orientation
wherein being independent is important
but being different is not; where common-
alities and shared values are celebrated and
where equality is an issue of major con-
cern. Following this premise, I. Dohi and
M.M. Fooladi (2008) further proposed that
vertical individualism is closely associated
with high power distance and masculine
values, whereas horizontal individualism
entails more feminine values and low power
distance [11]. This proposition led them to
believe that gender equality would be high-
er in horizontally individualistic cultures
which promote feminine values and discard
power distance.

H.C. Triandis (1995) argued that indi-
vidualism emphasizes on the independence
and autonomy of people, which eventually
empowers them, while dependence on others
and the absence of individualism makes peo-
ple disempowered and weak [45]. C.P. Gil-
man (1898) also opined that gender based
inequalities have existed ever since the pre-
historic era when women initially became
dependent on men for food and shelter [15].
Thus, lack of independence and the absence
of a sense of individuality in women, has re-
sulted in gender inequalities.

B. Welter (1966) contended that even in
Western societies where individualistic val-
ues are deep rooted, women have never en-
joyed as much individualism as men . Men,
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in such societies, adopted individualism and
defined it as “male” and excluded women
from its freedoms. B. Welter (1966) firmly
believes that women still lag behind because
they are denied individualism [50]. This is
undoubtedly a strong statement which em-
phasizes the role of individualism in devel-
oping gender equity. Similarly, ].W. Warren
(1984) maintained that glass ceiling in the
US is, primarily, a result of masculine iden-
tity of American individualism [49].

S. Kitayama and D. Cohen (2007) hold
a similar view and believe that “Individual-
istic cultures tend to have more gender equal-
ity than collectivistic cultures, because the
sanctity of the person in such individualistic
cultures overrides his/her ascribed status or
social roles.” [30].

Likewise, C.T. Johnson (2015) in his
book, Meeting the ethical challenges of
leadership: Casting light or shadow, ex-
plained why collectivistic cultures tend to
stimulate gender inequalities [24]. He ar-
gues that collectivistic cultures view wom-
en as an out-group who can threaten the
stability of their in-group, if offered higher
status and position in organizations and/or
in the society at large. Which is why col-
lectivistic cultures express a stronger resis-
tance to gender equity.

Similarly, J. Lane and U. Wagschal
(2012) in their book, culture and politics,
argued that cultures where collectivistic
family systems are more common, are less
likely to support the idea of gender equality
[31]. Whereas, cultures with individualistic
family structures have a greater likelihood
of rendering support to gender equality.

Moreover, J.A. Vandello and D. Cohen
(1999), in an attempt to empirically estab-
lish the association between individualism/
collectivism and gender equity, developed
an index of gender equality and found that
it correlated negatively (r = -0.45) with the
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index of collectivism, suggesting that col-
lectivism and gender equity are negatively
associated with each other [47]. Findings
on their study clearly indicate that increase
in collectivistic values leads to the decrease
of gender parity and the contrary holds true
for individualistic values.

Similarly, researchers studying domes-
tic violence across cultures have found that
the prevalence of domestic violence is much
higher in collectivistic cultures (Archer,
2006; Vandello & Cohen, 2003) because
such cultures do not believe in the equal-
ity of the two sexes (Sanderson, 2010) [2;
48; 40]. Moreover, in a cross-cultural study
of aggression in romantic relationships, J.
Archer (2006) noted that increase in gen-
der inequalities and collectivism go hand in
hand. He asserted, “gender inequality and
collectivism are robustly co-occurring val-
ues across countries” [2]. Further, J. Archer
(2006) also found that rates of women’s
victimization in romantic relationships are
negatively correlated with gender equality
and individualism.

With regard to the relationship between
power distance and gender equity, there
are differences of opinions among scholars
and researchers. Some researchers argue
that power distance and gender equality
are negatively correlated, with high power
distance corresponding with lower levels of
gender equality. While others hold a con-
tradictory view and believe that low power
distance cultures are generally higher on
gender inequalities.

There is substantial research evidence
supporting the idea that high power dis-
tance cultures promote unequal distribution
of power between the two genders, thereby,
endorsing gender based inequalities. P. Glick
(2006), for instance, in his cross cultural
study, noted that power distance does not
only reflect societal gender inequality but
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also acts to legitimize it [16]. He suggested
that countries which are high on power dis-
tance exhibit more ambivalent gender ide-
ologies which, consequently, leads to greater
gender inequality. Therefore, nations with
high power distance and ambivalent sexism
are low on actual gender equality.

I. Dohi and M.M. Fooladi (2008) also
argued that in cultures with a high degree
of power distance people do not question
the inequities or disparities prevailing in
the society [11]. Hence, gender based in-
equalities are neither questioned nor they
are viewed as socially unacceptable which,
again, gives rise to gender inequity.

Moreover, J.E. Plueddemann (2009) in
his book, Leading across cultures, asserted
that “societies with high power distance
have less economic prosperity, life expec-
tancy, social health general satisfaction and
gender equality” [38].

Similarly, M. Tavanti and P.H. Werhane
(2013), in their article on Ethical leadership,
argue that complacency, “glass-cliff” effect
and power distance lead to unfair distribu-
tion of power and influence and, thus, con-
tribute to the perpetuation of gender based
inequalities in leadership positions [44].

On the other hand, there are plenty of
researches suggesting that gender differ-
ences are greater in Western nations where
power distance is relatively low. Research-
ers who follow this framework, describe the
relationship between power distance and
gender equality as being mediated by the
process of social comparison. Put simply,
they believe that gender differences in a
society depend on what kind of social com-
parison people are involved in. The basic as-
sumption, here, is that egalitarian cultures
or cultures with low power distance allow
for inter-group social comparisons (com-
parisons between the two genders) which
eventually produces greater gender differ-



ences. Whereas, cultures with high power
distance, due to the acceptance of unequal
power distribution and a hierarchical social
structure, view such comparisons as ille-
gitimate and socially unacceptable. This, in
turn, reduces between gender comparisons
and, thus, gender differences.

Prominent researchers who adopt this
perspective include S. Guimond, et. al.,
(2007), who found in their investigation
that power distance predicts gender eq-
uity/inequity and reported that in cultures
with low power distance, between-gender
comparisons are made [18]. As a result of
which, gender differences are stronger in
low power distance cultures.

Similarly, T. Hamamura (2012) found
gender differences to be more prominent
in low power distance cultures. In a study,
assessing gender differences in math perfor-
mance, T. Hamamura (2012) proposed that
inter-group comparison is more prevalent
in societies where social inequalities are op-
posed. These inter-group comparisons often
highlight gender differences and can also
lead to gender stereotyping. Therefore, he
hypothesized that gender inequity is higher
in low power distance cultures and found
the hypothesis to be true [19].

In their investigation, M. Désert and
J.P. Leyens (2006) also found that males in
low power distance cultures share stronger
gender stereotype than males from medium
or high power distance cultures [9].

These findings are contradictory to
other research evidence which suggest that
the relationship between power distance
and gender equity is negative rather than
positive. However, it should be noted that
these studies tap gender differences rather
than gender equality/inequality. In order
to explain why low power distance cultures,
where more attempts have been made to
promote gender equity, tend to score high
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on gender differences, S.H. Schwartz and
T. Rubel (2005) stated that gender equal-
ity does not necessarily reduce gender dif-
ferences {41]. This explains why Western
culture, despite endorsing gender equality,
display greater gender differences as com-
pared to non-Western cultures where gen-
der equality is almost non-existing.

After analyzing the aforementioned
studies, it could be concluded that, both,
gender differences and gender equality are
high in low power distance cultures where
inter-group comparisons are more pro-
nounced and where inequities are seen as
illegitimate.

With reference to Hofstede’s Uncer-
tainty Avoidance and its relationship with
gender equity, there are relatively fewer
studies. However, most of these studies are
indicative of a positive relationship between
uncertainty avoidance and gender equality.

In their study titled, “Updating cross-
cultural management: Exploring the re-
lationships between cultural values and
gender inequality practices” Bertsch and
Soderholm (2012) found a positive corre-
lation between uncertainty avoidance and
gender equity. In their article, the authors
argue that cultures with a strong tendency
to avoid uncertain situations through care-
ful planning, generally show a lesser preva-
lence of gender based inequalities. Bertsch
and Soderholm’s research findings indicate
that gender egalitarianism can be enhanced
by thorough planning that helps in prepar-
ing for the probable ambiguities or uncer-
tainties that may befall in the future.

Similarly, I. Holmberg and S. Akerblom
(1998) carried out an extensive meta-analy-
sis of different studies, conducted within the
GLOBE project framework, between1994
to 1997 [22]. They reported their findings
in a research article titled, “Primus inter
pares: Leadership and Culture in Sweden”.
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In the study, Sweden was found to be high
on, both, gender equality and uncertainty
avoidance. It could, therefore, be concluded
that cultures that are high on uncertainty
avoidance are also generally high on the pa-
rameters of gender equity.

In a Global Leadership and Organiza-
tional Behavior Effectiveness (GLOBE)
study, conducted by M.A. Keating and
G.S. Martin (2007), it was found that Ire-
land scores average or moderate on, both,
gender equality as well as uncertainty
avoidance [26]. Similarly, N.B. Amin and
K.J. Sogra (2014), in their study of female
entrepreneurs in Bangladesh, India and
Pakistan, also reported that Indian women
entrepreneurs face challenges because of
gender discrimination and low risk tak-
ing behavior, which is inversely related to
high degree of uncertainty avoidance [1].
These findings are suggestive of the fact
that changes in uncertainty avoidance and
gender equity go hand in hand.

Moreover, K.G. Wheeler (2002) found
that equity sensitivity or the sensitivity to-
wards equality is positively correlated with
uncertainty avoidance as well as femininity.
It suggests that cultures that are character-
ized by feminine values and a higher level
of uncertainty avoidance are more sensitive
towards equity and, thus, are also more gen-
der egalitarian [51].

In contrast, K.P. Parboteeah, M. Hoegl
and J.B. Cullen (2008), in their cross-cul-
tural investigation, found a positive rela-
tionship between traditional gender role
attitudes and uncertainty avoidance. Their
research findings suggest that traditional
gender roles that are characterized by a
strict gender-based division of labor and
which disregard the idea of gender equality,
are positively related with a nation’s uncer-
tainty avoidance. K.P. Parboteeah et. al’s
(2008) findings are in contradiction with
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other studies that suggest that uncertainty
avoidance and gender equity are positively
related [36].

Such unresolved contradictions curtail
our understanding of cultural values and
their association with gender-related atti-
tudes and, hence, call for more exploration
and research in this domain.

The cultural value of femininity, as pro-
posed by G. Hofstede (2003), is also crucial
in determining the level of gender based
equality in a given culture. G. Hofstede
(2003) asserted that gender equality is a
key feature of the cultural value of feminin-
ity whereas the cultural value of masculini-
ty is characterized by strictly differentiated
gender roles [21].

The idea that feminine cultures are more
gender egalitarian is further supported by
evidence showing a greater participation
of women in the public domain in femi-
nine cultures (Hofstede, 2003). Moreover,
I. Dohi and M.M. Fooladi (2008) also as-
serted that masculine cultural values con-
tribute to greater gender inequalities [11].

Following  Hofstede’s  framework,
R. Jekni¢ (2014) conducted a meta-analy-
sis on gender equality in relation to Mas-
culinity/Femininity in Croatian cultural
context. His meta-analysis revealed that
Croatian culture is characterized by high
degree of Masculinity. With a clear-cut
distinction between the emotional roles of
men and women, this culture emphasizes
on traditional gender roles and scores low
on gender egalitarianism or equality. The
study also indicates that despite being more
strongly committed to gender equality than
their predecessors, youngsters in Croatia
are still more conservative when compared
with their European counterparts. Some of
the studies highlighted in Jekni¢’s (2014)
analysis also point out that masculine cul-
tures, such as the Croatian culture, advo-



cate and maintain gender equality but on a
more “Declarative level”. It suggests that,
at a general level, people are aware about
gender issues but, at the same time, lack
appropriate knowledge about the rights of
women and men in real life situations [23].

Similarly, L.A. Samovar, R.E. Porter and
E.R. McDaniel (2010) quoted data from
2011 U.S. Senate and House of Represen-
tatives elections to argue that stronger tra-
ditional gender roles in masculine cultures
give rise to actual gender inequalities. The
authors point out that despite United States’
emphasis on maintaining gender based
equality, only 16.4% women were elected in
2011 elections, which clearly indicates a low
level of women’s political representation and
empowerment. Therefore, it could be argued
that masculine cultures with traditional gen-
der roles score low on actual gender equality,
even if they strongly emphasize on the equal
rights of the sexes [39].

Similarly, in their cross-cultural study
of television advertisements depicting
masculine or feminine values, L.M. Milner
and J.M. Collins (2000) noted that femi-
nine cultures exhibit less social difference,
in terms of social roles, between men and
women. It confirms the idea that feminine
cultures are more gender egalitarian than
are masculine cultures [34].

Moreover, C.G. Emrich, F.L. Denmark
and D.N. Den-Hartog (2004) also suggest-
ed that cultures with more feminine values
show a stronger concern for gender egali-
tarianism and put more efforts to reduce
gender based inequalities. They further
elaborated that cultures practicing tradi-
tional gender roles advocate the “Male-Fe-
male Dichotomy” with respect to emotional
gender roles and, therefore, such cultures
score low on gender equality [12].

In a report on the role of men and male
involvement in the promotion of gender
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equality, issued by Women’s Commission
for Refugee Women and Children (2005),
it was documented that certain social mas-
culinities, such as male supremacy, hamper
gender equality by pressurizing men to con-
form to traditional gender norms, which
ultimately reduces men’s participation in
eradicating gender discrepancies [53].
Therefore, on the basis of existing lit-
erature, one can predict that cultures with
more feminine values would show lesser
gender based inequality as compared to cul-
tures with more masculine values.
Furthermore, A. Bertsch and G.W. So-
derholm (2012), while discussing the rela-
tionship between long/short term orien-
tation and gender equality, proposed that
future-oriented countries promote equality
between the genders by providing equal op-
portunities to both men and women. There-
fore, gender equality is likely to be higher in
cultures that are more future oriented than
those with a short-term orientation [3].
The existing review of literature, there-
fore, indicates that cultural values, as iden-
tified by G. Hofstede (1980), are important
determinants of gender equality and that
the level of gender equality in a given soci-
ety can be predicted by the cultural values
it practices. Moreover, to summarize the
relationship between Hofstede’s cultural
value dimensions and gender equity, as
found in mainstream literature, we can say
that greater gender equality is expected in
cultures with higher levels of individualis-
tic and feminine values, less power distance
and a long-term orientation. However, due
to contradictory research findings, the re-
lationship between uncertainty avoidance
and gender parity cannot be ascertained.
Thus, an overview of all the reviewed
studies enables us to identify the inconsisten-
cies, contradictions and knowledge gaps per-
taining to cultural values and gender equity.
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ILII. Conformity and gender equity
in relation to cultural values

The tendency to conform is a manifesta-
tion of human beings’ need for social accep-
tance and desirability (Deutsch & Gerard,
1955) [10]. It further signifies the impor-
tance of society and culture in determining
people’s behavior. With some cultures plac-
ing greater value on conformity and oth-
ers emphasizing more on uniqueness and
individuality, the pressure to conform to
existing societal norms varies significantly
across cultures. Conforming to cultural
norms and values has dual benefits, for it
provides social acceptance to the individual
and, at the same time, also helps maintain
peace and order in the society. Neverthe-
less, the development of a society can get
hampered if there is excessive conformity
to rigid, traditional cultural norms that are
neither desirable nor beneficial anymore.
Traditional gender roles that are charac-
terized by a clear-cut distinction between
males and females, especially with regard
to division of work, are the best example of
such social stagnation.

A review of available literature on gen-
der equality, clearly suggests that cultures
with substantially higher levels of conformi-
ty and a stronger preference for traditional
gender roles are low on gender equality and
related concerns (Women’s Commission
for Refugee Women and Children, 2005).
There is also substantial research evidence
supporting the idea that conformity is a
byproduct of certain socio-cultural factors
and, therefore, the pressure to conform var-
ies across cultures (Peabody, 1985) [37].
Thus, if mainstream research literature is
to be followed, one can argue that gender
equity in a given culture can be predicted
by the gender role attitudes associated with
a culture and the amount of preference it
gives to conformity.
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In their investigation, H. Markus and
S. Kitayama (1991) asserted that individu-
alistic societies do not prefer conformity
tendency, as opposed to collectivistic cul-
tures where conformity is, both, desirable
as well as essential [33]. Individualistic cul-
tures emphasize excessively on maintaining
individuality and celebrate the uniqueness
of each person; something that is contrary to
the idea of conformity. On the other hand,
conformity is a necessary requirement for
collectivistic cultures that are character-
ized by their emphasis on common cultural
norms and shared values.

Other prominent cross-cultural re-
searchers including S. Oishi, U. Schimmack,
E. Diener and E.M. Suh (1998), H.S. Kim
and H.R. Markus (1999) as well as C.S. Cu-
kur, M.R.T. De-Gusman and G. Carlo
(2004) also obtained similar results and
proposed that collectivistic cultures value
traditions and conformity, while cultures
with more individualistic values promote
deviation from traditional norms or the sta-
tus quo [35;28; 7.

Similarly, Y. Kashima, S. Yamagu-
chi, U. Kim, S.C. Choi, M.J. Gelfand and
M. Yuki (1995) as well as S.J. Breckler,
J.M. Olson and E.C. Wiggins (2006) also
described cross-cultural differences in the
preference given to conformity, in terms of
individualism and collectivism. They pro-
posed that Western cultures that have been
found to be high on individualistic values
promote the notion of individuality and en-
courage people to believe in their own opin-
ions and preferences rather than succumbing
to societal pressure to conform. Conformity
in individualistic societies, therefore, is not a
desirable tendency [25; 5].

C.K. Yang (1963) too observed that
conformity gets way more acceptance and
appreciation in collectivistic societies
[54]. Consistent with Yang’s observation,



R. Bond and P.B. Smith (1996) also found
that conformity pressures are stronger in
collectivistic societies than they are in in-
dividualistic ones [4]. Similarly, E. Kim
(2005) too proposed that collectivistic cul-
tures stress more on in-group loyalty and
conformity than cultures with more indi-
vidualistic values [27].

Moreover, while investigating the
role of pathogen prevalence in predicting
cross-cultural variability in individualism/
collectivism, C.L. Fincher, R. Thornhill,
D.R. Murray and M. Schaller (2008) treat-
ed conformity as a manifestation or behav-
ioral expression of collectivistic values [13].

Further, G. Trommsdorff (1995), in his
cross-cultural study of parent-adolescent
relationship in changing societies, found
that conformity was significantly higher in
collectivistic societies [46].

Similarly, researchers studying the re-
lationship between cultural values and
creativity have found that creativity has
a higher prevalence in individualistic cul-
tures because such cultures promote re-
sistance against conformity pressures and
encourage novelty. Collectivistic cultures,
conversely, score low on creativity because
of their emphasis on conformity and unwill-
ingness to deviate from socially established
norms (Goncalo & Staw, 2006) [17].

These studies suggest that collectivistic
cultural values are more strongly associat-
ed with conformity and that cultures with
such values put greater emphasis on con-
forming to traditional cultural norms and
maintaining the status quo.

With regard to the role of conformity in
determining the importance of gender eq-
uity in a given culture, a number of studies
have shown stronger association between
individualistic, non-conformist societies
and gender egalitarianism. In one such in-
vestigation, P.B. Smith and M.H. Bond
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(1999) identified cultural differences in
conformity tendency. They argued that the
pressure to conform varies across cultures.
Hence, cultures that encourage traditional
gender role attitudes and exert stronger
pressure to conform are expected to show
greater gender disparity [42].

Further, according to the Demographic
and Health Survey (2007) conducted in
Democratic Republic of Congo, domestic
violence is very common in the region be-
cause it has high levels of social acceptance.
It clearly shows that cultures that view
gender inequity as socially acceptable, have
higher rates of gender-based inequalities
and discriminations. People (both males as
well as females) in such cultures conform to
these social pressures and perceive gender
inequality as something “normal” or justifi-
able [8].

R. Long (2011) described gender inequal-
ity in terms of contextual factors and argued
that different cultures assign different gen-
der roles to men and women. And people
dwelling in a specific cultural context have
a strong pressure to conform to these gender
roles. This kind of conformity pressure often
results in gender disparities and inequalities,
primarily, in cultures where males are as-
signed the role of primary breadwinner and
are, therefore, given more prerogatives and
supremacy than females [32].

Since, Indian culture is characterized
by traditional gender role attitudes, which
are based on rigid gender-based division of
labor (defining women as care givers and
home makers and men as bread earners) and
a strong male dominance (Chhokar, Brod-
beck & House, 2007), we can assume that
people with a stronger tendency to conform
to such cultural norms would score on the
higher side on gender inequality and would,
hence, be less likely to practice and promote
gender egalitarianism [6].
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ITII. CONCLUSION

In totality, the current literature re-
view revealed that cultural value orienta-
tion is a strong predictor of gender equal-
ity in a given society. It highlights the
various cultural values that can trigger
greater gender egalitarian attitudes and
also accentuates the role of conformity as a
mediator between cultural values and gen-
der equity. Broadly, the systematic review
of available literature indicates that great-
er gender equality can be expected in non-
conformist cultures with individualistic,
feminine and futuristic orientation, low
power distance and high degree of uncer-

tainty avoidance. Hence, in light of these
findings, we propose that policies to miti-
gate gender disparities should be tailored
so that they encompass the cultural aspect
and thereby assist in creating more gender
egalitarian attitudes at the macro-level.

Furthermore, the examination of exist-
ing literature also evinces the contradic-
tions and gaps that exist in available re-
search findings and, thus, highlights the
need for further exploration. In light of the
current study, future researchers can con-
duct quantitative investigations to empiri-
cally test the relationship between cultural
values and gender equity and the mediating
role of conformity tendency.

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Intercultural conflict styles: literature review

Analytical review of foreign psychological research on the international conflict
styles is presented in this article. Intercultural conflict is understood as an interpersonal
conflict between representatives of different cultures. The main models describing the
intercultural conflict styles are analyzed: the dual concern model, the intercultural con-
flict styles inventory model, the face negotiation model. The publication provides a
brief review of modern studies’ results of behavior predictors in the intercultural con-
flict; special attention is paid to the analysis of the influence of culture and intercul-
tural communication apprehension on the choice of conflict styles. The importance of
assessing the conflict styles effectiveness used in the situation of intercultural inter-
action is noted. In conclusion, unresolved problems and actual trends in the study of
behavior in the intercultural conflict are designated.

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The discrimination of immigrants in the socioeconomic domain:
the role of intergroup attitudes of the mainstream population

The article is devoted to the problem of discrimination of immigrants in the socio-
economic domain, which can be considered the main obstacle by the host society for
the socio-economic adaptation of immigrants. Contrasting three reputed approaches
to the study of prejudice and discrimination, and exploring for groups of mainstream
population with similar acculturation characteristics (acculturation profiles), using the
sample of 576 Russians non-immigrants, the relationship between social worldview
(dangerous worldview and competitive worldview), ideological attitudes (right-wing
authoritarianism, social dominance orientation, multicultural ideology) and willing-
ness for intergroup contact was examined. The hypothesis of moderation by the ac-
culturation profile (bicultural, alternate-bicultural, and assimilated) to the considered
relationships was not supported, the proposed conceptual model across all groups was
same. In general, the results showed that representations of individuals about the social
world as a dangerous and competitive place, which is formed by individual dif ferences
originating from the personal experience of socialization and impact of the existing so-
cial environment, may also be associated with the support of multicultural ideology and
willingness for intergroup contact that in turn to some extent influence the endorsement
of discrimination of immigrants in the socioeconomic domain.

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The relationship of acculturation expectation “integration”
and life satisfaction of the host population: the role of generalized trust

This article explores the relations between acculturation expectation “integration”
and life satisfaction of the host population. Farly studies demonstrated contradicting
results regarding this relationship. The reason for these contradictions is the contextual
conditions in which intercultural relationships take place. Generalized trust is one of
these conditions. The study (n = 198) in Moscow showed that trust is a moderator of the
relationship of acculturation expectation “integration” and life satisfaction of the host
population. This means that the nature of the relationship between these two variables
changes depending on the level of generalized trust: in case of high generalized trust the
relationship between acculturation expectation “integration” and life satisfaction of the
host population is positive, and in case of low generalized trust the relationship between
acculturation expectation “integration” and life satisfaction of the host population is
negative. Consequently, generalized trust plays an important role for life satisfaction of
the host population in case of their preference integration of migrants.

Connections between the psychological sovereignty and social beliefs: belief in a
Just world, religiosity, reward application, fate control were exanimated. 288 respon-
dents (M, =23,7), 66 males participated in the survey. The foolowing tools were used:
the Sovereignty of the psychological space questionnaire — 2010 (Nartova-Bochaver,
2014), the General and Personal Belief in a_Just World Scales (Dalbert, 1999), and the
Social axioms survey (Leung et al., 2002; Tatarko, Lebedeva, 2008). There has been
Jound that social beliefs differ depending on the sovereignty level. In addition, it has
been revealed that in deprived individuals the body and territory sovereignty predicted
the social beliefs, and in super-sovereign individuals the regime habits and territory
sovereignty did. In the group of moderate sovereignty there weren’t any significant
connections. It was concluded that the most adapted group is free of typical beliefs as
a form of social stereotypes.

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The conflict interaction in the adolescent environment, mainly in the context of
intercultural interaction, is considered in the article on the basis of theoretical analy-
sis.

Adaptation and modification of John Berry’s measure
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The paper is devoted to the description of the process of adaptation and modi-
fication on the Russian sample Berry’s questionnaire of acculturation expectations.
Acculturation expectations are the host population’s (or representatives of dominant
ethnic groups) attitudes towards the migrants or members of ethnic minorities. In his
own theory of acculturation, John Berry described four acculturation expectations of
the host population: “integration” (previously known as “multiculturalism”), “assimi-
lation” (or “the melting pot”), “segregation”, “exclusion”. In addition, Berry devel-
oped questionnaire of personal preferences of acculturation attitudes. In our study,
we adapted this questionnaire on the Russian sample. In the process of adaptation,
we have made some modifications in the questionnaire, increasing twice the number
of items, this helps us increase reliability and consistency of the Russian version of
this questionnaire. Then we conducted the socio-psychological suroey on a sample of
the indigenous Russian population of Moscow (total sample size of 198 respondents,
including 59 men and 139 women, the average age of respondents 24 years). Accord-
ing to the obtained results, the adapted and modified questionnaire of accultura-
tion expectations can be considered a reliable and valid instrument for measuring
the acculturation expectations of host population/ dominant society in the Russian
Federation.

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The article presents the results of the development and approbation of the scale of
psychological essentialism (belief in invariability of group membership). The results of
confirmatory factor analysis conducted on eight different groups (ethnic (Russians /
Tajiks / Jews), gender groups (men / women), homosexuals (gay / lesbians) and reli-
gious groups (Orthodox / Muslim)) (n = 897), demonstrated the good fit to empirical
data. The multi-group confirmatory factor analysis revealed that the different groups
measured on the scale, can be compared with each other within a single category. The
scale shows good convergent and discriminant validity. On the one hand, psychologi-
cal essentialism associated with group entitativity, group identification, right-wing au-
thoritarianism, social dominance orientation and justification the social hierarchy; on the
other hand there are not correlation between the psychological essentialism and open to
experience and attitude to novelty.
