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Paradoxes of Kindness in the Context of Prosocial Behavior:
Analysis of Modern Concepts

Objective. Analysis of the modern concepts of kindness as a moral and ethical construct and a
predictor of prosocial human behavior, to identify paradoxes of kindness, indicating the multidimen-
sionality and multidirectionality of the content of kindness, the ambivalence of the consequences of
manifestation and the ambiguity of interpretation by the subjects of interaction.

Background. In the modern information technology world, the problem of preserving the human
in man and his moral cultural code is clearly identified, which is clearly intensifying in an era of un-
certainty, instability and global risks. Kindness as a virtue and value, a personal quality and one of the
predictors of prosocial behavior, having an interdisciplinary status, is studied in sufficient detail by vari-
ous researchers, but not all of their results are presented in the domestic literature, and therefore their
consolidation and clarification of the “kindness” construct in within the framework of social psychology.

Conclusions. Main conclusions. The concept of “kindness” is clarified as an ethical construct of the
individual and a predictor of prosocial behavior, as well as a social norm that regulates interpersonal
interactions, strengthens trust and ensures social connections. “Paradoxes” of kindness have been identi-
fied, containing multidirectional psychological orientations — care for the Other and care for oneself,
ambivalent consequences of showing kindness and its ambiguous interpretation by the subjects of inter-
action. The prospects for empirical research aimed at studying subjective ideas about kindness, diagnos-
ing its modes, and identifying socio-psychological mediators and moderators are identified.

Keywords: prosocial behavior; paradoxes of kindness; caring for the Other — caring for oneself;
spiritual strength — perceived weakness; normativity — proactivity.

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Objective. A review and theoretical analysis of scientific publications on the topic of leadership in
an inclusive school and posted on the SpringerLink and Taylor & Francis Group platforms.

Background. After the adoption of the Salamanca Declaration (1994), inclusion occupies an
important place on the agenda of educational transformations. Its vector is to find ways to increase the
participation and learning of students from socially vulnerable groups and those at risk of exclusion in
school and beyond. The scientific relevance of the problem lies in the fact that, despite the importance of
leadership in inclusive education, there are critically few works devoted to this topic, especially in Russia.

Methodology. Theoretical analysis of literary sources, analytical and synthetic method of
bibliographic search, generalization, method of comparative analysis.

Conclusions. Leadership is seen as a discourse and practice. The article presents the main styles
of educational leadership, special attention is paid to the theories of transformational and distributed
leadership. The tools of leadership research in inclusive education are described. The position of school
principals regarding diversity is one of the determining factors of the success/failure of school inclusion.
Leadership style significantly affects the views, behavior, communication of teachers, their self-efficacy,
and learning strategies. The attitude of school principals to inclusive education is determined by three
groups of factors: 1) related to children (type of disability, for example); 2) related to the environment —
cultural, historical and organizational (resources); 3) related to the personality of the director (gender, age,
qualifications, inclusive training, self-efficacy, experience, values). The prospects of the research are the
development of a theory of inclusive education management based on the integration of transformational
and distributed leadership/ The study of the influence of the leadership style of Russian school principals
on the attitude of teachers to inclusive education, their teaching strategies.

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Objective of the research was to determine the criteria for differences in actual theoretical sce-
nario models for the interpretation of “typical” and problematic situations that can be represented in
biographical narratives.

Background. In the “personality — group — society” system, individual and cultural life scenarios,
formed and supported by families, educational systems and media as socialization institutions, partici-
pate in the intergenerational conveyance of values, in the processes of assimilation and reproduction of
the norms of social and role behavior, in the construction of a system of identities, active and passive
life philosophies. A subject’s established ideas and habitual strategies for interacting with other people
are being destroyed in social situations of uncertainty, related as well to the Coronavirus pandemic and
paramilitary confrontation in different countries. Consequently, the status of scenarios as dispositional
predictors of subjective perception and understanding of oneself and others becomes debatable in social

psychology under the conditions of conflict “crossing” of life contexts.
Methodology. Structural and functional analysis of conceptual models that reflect the characteris-

tics of individual and cultural life scenarios.

Conclusions. Theoretical and methodological approaches to the concept of “scenario” differ in the
attribution of stability-dynamism, as well as the ratio of individual specificity and social conditionality

of the scenario.

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Objective. The study is aimed to clarify the understanding of the functions of prejudice in inter-
group relations. A comparison of approaches to explaining intergroup relations and an analysis of the
transformation of prejudice into covert, subtle forms were applied in order to achieve the aim.

Background. The plasticity of prejudice, its transformation into covert, subtle forms in response to
equal rights movements and social inadmissibility, the inconsistencies in the prejudice reduction techniques
effectiveness indicates that something fundamental about the nature of prejudice is being missed by re-
searchers. The persistent negativity of prejudice suggests that one should look for this “missing” in the con-
cept of functions. The functions of prejudice per se have not been a focus of research attention yet.

Methodology. The rationale was based on functional analysis in psychology, sociology and social
anthropology.

Conclusions. The persistence, “inflexibility” of a negative attitude is an essential trait of prejudice,
and not just an imperfection of its first definitions. It points to the functions that prejudice fulfills in
intergroup relations, that is, it leads to a positive, a useful result for the system (society and its structure).
Features of the transformation of prejudice into covert forms show that preserving the entitativity and
the boundaries of the group (which is the unit of this system) in a “loose” egalitarian society seems to be
prejudice function.

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Objective. The aim is to present an algorithm to reconstruct media social representations based on
indicators of text statistics and to conduct a comparative analysis of the construction of semantically
similar media joint ventures, such as “pandemic”, “coronavirus”, “COVID-19” in Russian media.

Background. Social representations perform the most important functions in the process of
social functioning of an individual and a group, serve as a tool for cognition, adaptation and regu-
lation of behavior and are formed taking into account the influence of media social representations.
Methods for studying social representations for various social groups are presented in psychological
studies, however, methods for studying media social representations are discussed in single scien-
tific work. The presented scientific project is based on the theory of social representations by S.
Moskovici and generalizations by B. Hoyer regarding the construction of media social representa-
tions (naming, emotional attachment, thematic attachment, metaphorical attachment and attach-
ment through basic antinomies).

Study design. The phenomenon of the coronavirus pandemic, presented in media discourse, was
used as the signified in the study. The signifier is a trio of semantically similar concepts (“pandemic”,
“COVID?”, “coronavirus”).

Measurements. To reconstruct media social representations, statistically stable collocations were
identified to indicate the measure of association, logically close to the associative experiment. Hence,
it was possible to identify thematic networks, axiological and evaluative components, components-
characteristics of activity. The research material is represented by texts about the COVID-19 pandemic
(January 2020—March 2022: “Rossiyskaya Gazeta”: 19471 texts, 7,97 million words; “Kommersant”:
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1482 texts, 1,07 million words, “Novaya Gazeta”: 705 texts, 0,9 million words) and processed using
BootCat, TreeTagger, AntConc (lemmatization, frequency analysis).

Results. The associative fields of the joint ventures are different and contain anchoring and ob-
Jectification resources when using concepts, only few elements of the associative field are similar. Thus,
depending on the concept used to signify the intent of the text, stories about the fear of infection, the
treatment of the disease, or resistance to the harsh elements are created.

Conclusions. The similar algorithm based on media text statistics can be used to reconstruct any
media social representation.

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Objective. Identification of coping strategies that have a positive effect on Russian youth self-
efficacy in the current situation.

Background. The current geopolitical situation is an additional stressor for Russian youth. It can
reduce both their self-efficacy and overall psychological well-being. In this regard, it is important for
researchers to understand which coping strategies Russian youth use to overcome the current situation,
and which of these coping strategies are significant for increasing youth self-efficacy.

Study design. We conducted the study in February-April 2023. Mixed methods were used. During
the qualitative stage, we identified the coping strategies used by young people in the current situation.
During the quantitative stage, we found the relationship of coping strategies with youth self-efficacy
using hierarchical regression.

Participants. 70 respondents (5 men, 5 women; 18—30 years old) took part in the qualitative
study, in the quantitative study — 172 respondents. The respondents were aged 18 to 30 (M = 21,58,
SD =2,93) (36,6% men, 63,4% women).

Measurements. Interview guide aimed at identifying coping strategies, Russian-language versions
of the R. Schwarzer and M. Yerusalem scale of general self-efficacy, adapted by V. Romek, and V. Janke
and G. Erdmann’s scale of coping strategies for overcoming dif ficult life situations, adapted by N. Vodo-
pyanova.

Results. The self-efficacy of Russian youth is positively associated with such coping strategies as
“Problem Solving”, “Self-Control”, “Hobby” and negatively with “Problem Avoidance” and “Search for
Social Support”.

Conclusions. In modern conditions, Russian youth self-efficacy was predicted only by active cop-
ing strategies focused on problem solving, self-control and involvement in interesting and meaningful
activities for young people.

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Effect of Managers Competencies on Employee Engagement
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Objective. Analysis of the connection between the level of development of managerial competencies
of a manager and the involvement in the work of both himself and his subordinates.

Background. Most managers of modern organizations pay considerable attention to managing em-
ployee engagement when working with personnel. One of the key factors influencing employee engage-
ment is the immediate supervisor. It is important to determine the manager’s competencies, through the
development of which it is possible to increase the involvement of employees at dif ferent levels in the
organization.

Study design. The work examined the relationship between the involvement of employees at differ-
ent levels in the organization and the level of development of the competencies of their managers; and
differences between executive and employee engagement. The presence and degree of relationships were
determined using correlation analysis, and differences were determined by assessing the reliability of
differences in mean values.

Participants. Employees of the organization: 768 people (24,2% men, 75,8% women): 146 (19% )
managers and 622 (81% ) employees.

Measurements. Methodology for assessing the competencies of managers “360 degrees” based on
a corporate model of 8§ management competencies; Anonymous engagement questionnaire Kicentric —
Russian version.

Results. The manager’s competencies “Understanding the Business”, “Result Orientation”, “Inter-
action” and “Development of Subordinates” contribute to the involvement of subordinates. “Leader-
ship”, “Initiative”, “Business Understanding”, “Interaction” are also interconnected with the leader’s
own involvement. “Planning” is an inverse relationship. It has been established that there are differences
in the involvement of managers and employees.

Conclusions. There is a relationship between the involvement of employees and the manager with
the level of development of his competencies: some competencies of managers are associated with high
involvement of him and his employees, some with low. A connection was found between the levels of
involvement of the manager and employees. Differences in some parameters of engagement between
managers and employees were revealed.

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Objective. Explore the presence of the bystander effect in both general situations and emergency
situations.

Background. The bystander effect, a classic discovery in social psychology, has attracted signifi-
cant attention in recent years due to instances of bystander indifference in society. This phenomenon
raises the question of whether the bystander effect occurs not only in general situations where help is
needed but also in emergency situations.

Study design. The study uses empirical research to investigate the existence of the bystander effect
in general and emergency situations.

Participants. Chinese sample: 200 people (university students from Shaanxi Normal University,
Xi’an University of Posts and Telecommunications, and Xi’an International Studies University in Chi-
na) from 18 to 28 years old (M = 23,50; SD = 4,15).

Measurements. The used scenarios are based on McGuire’s (1994) taxonomy of helping behaviors.

Results. The results indicate that the bystander effect is present in general helping situations, but
not in emergency scenarios.

Conclusions. This means that individuals are more likely to exhibit bystander behavior when en-
countering a situation where assistance is needed but not urgent. However, in emergency situations, the
bystander effect does not seem to influence individuals’ willingness to help.

the attention of researchers and the public. Despite this fact, circumstances where by-
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standers do not intervene to assist others
remain a persistent and tragic aspect of
modern life.

The social phenomena known as the
“bystander effect,” which was originally ob-
served in the 1960s, happens when people
are too distracted by other people to act
when an emergency arises. Numerous re-
search endeavors have endeavored to com-
prehend the origins of this phenomenon
and pinpoint elements that may stimulate
bystander involvement. Notable incidents
of bystander inactivity in recent years have
drawn more attention to the subject. One
of the most famous cases of the bystander
effect is the Kitty Genovese murder in New
York City in 1964, where 38 bystanders
did not intervene while she was being as-
saulted and fatally stabbed [5]. The episode
brought critical questions about human be-
havior and compassion to light and attract-
ed a lot of media attention. Subsequently,
an extensive amount of study has been car-
ried out to examine the consequences of the
bystander effect.

Since its discovery in the 1960s, the by-
stander effect has been thoroughly investi-
gated, with experts looking into its causes
and possible remedies [14]. The bystander
effect and its effects on people in emergency
situations have been the subject of numer-
ous research that have attempted to deter-
mine the contributing variables. Research
has demonstrated that having additional
people around can reduce the possibility
that someone will intervene, which could
have hazardous repercussions in an emer-
gency [5; 7]. But studies have also shown
that variables like the perceived serious-
ness of the emergency and the onlookers’
proximity to the victim might lessen the
bystander effect [1; 14]. Suhaimi and Rah-
man (2015) conducted a study that looked
into the variables influencing bystander be-
havior in Malaysian traffic accidents [23].

According to the study, when spectators
believed there was little danger to their
own safety, they were more likely to wit-
ness the victim suffering serious injuries.
These results imply that the bystander ef-
fect can differ depending on the setting and
that bystander behavior can be influenced
by situation-specific factors. The effect of
social identification on the bystander effect
was the subject of another study [15]. Ac-
cording to the study, people who strongly
associated with a social group were more
inclined to step in to help a victim who also
belonged to that group in an emergency.
These results imply that social identity
can affect the bystander effect and that the
victim-bystander relationship can affect
how the bystander behaves during an in-
tervention. Moreover, a recent Malaysian
story emphasizes the consequences of the
bystander effect; during the COVID-19
outbreak, an elderly woman passed away at
home alone, and her neighbors did nothing
because of social distancing protocols [18].

Despite the wealth of existing research
on the bystander effect, there is still much
to learn about the circumstances in which it
does and does not occur. This gap creates an
opportunity to investigate the phenomenon
in various situations further, exploring nu-
ances that have not previously been fully
explored. Therefore, our study aims to ad-
dress this gap by investigating the bystand-
er effect across different helping scenarios.
By doing so, hope to gain fresh insights into
how different situations impact the behav-
ior of bystanders.

Our goal in this study is to fill in the gaps
in the prior research by looking into the by-
stander effect in different assisting scenar-
ios. The purpose of the study is to identify
the situations in which people are more in-
clined to assist or not. This subject is crucial
because it provides understanding of the so-
cial psychology of various situations, which
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is helpful in boosting bystanders’ readiness
to step in. The study’s conclusions can be
applied to enhance social interventions that
motivate individuals to lend a hand to one
another in times of need, particularly dur-
ing difficult and contentious situations. In
the end, we hope that this research will con-
tribute to a decrease in the annual number
of tragedies caused by the bystander effect.

Methods

Participants. Chinese sample: 200 peo-
ple (university students from Shaanxi Nor-
mal University, Xi’an University of Posts
and Telecommunications, and Xi’an Inter-
national Studies University in China) from
18 to 28 years old (M = 23,50; SD = 4,15).
This selection of participants is justified
as college students are a relevant popula-
tion to study the bystander effect due to
their presence in situations where it often
occurs. Additionally, their unique stage of
life, characterized by identity formation
and social relationships, may influence their
willingness to intervene. Choosing students
from these three universities allows for a
comprehensive examination of the bystand-
er effect among college students and its po-
tential universality.

Research Design. We employed a 2 x 2
2 mixed-design experimental approach. The
presence or absence of others, which we ma-
nipulated as either “presence” or “absence.”
The type of situations that helping behav-
ior was treated as a within-subject factor
and categorized as “general” or “emergen-
cy.” Participants were randomly assigned
toughest conditions, where each participant
faced only one situation with or without the
presence of others. To further explore the
role ofutions, participants were categorized
into two groups based on their subjective
attributions: external attributions and in-
ternal attributions. These attributions were
assessed based on participants’ own percep-

tions of the causes of events or situations.
The dependent variable (DV) was helping
behavior, which served as an indicator of
the bystander effect. The Helping Behavior
Scale is a 7-point Likert scale (totally un-
willing to totally willing).

After reading each scenario, partici-
pants were asked to complete a short ques-
tionnaire comprising three items related to
perceived responsibility and three items
measuring behavioral reactions. Perceived
responsibility was assessed by respondents
to rate the controllability of the cause of the
stranger’s plight, the degree of responsibili-
ty the stranger bears for their situation, and
whether they considered it the stranger’s
fault. These items aimed to capture partici-
pants’ perception of the stranger’s respon-
sibility for their predicament. Behavioral
reactions were measured using three items
that gauged participants’ likelihood of help-
ing the stranger, the importance they at-
tributed to helping, and their certainty in
providing assistance. All items were rated
on a Likert-type scale ranging from 0 (not
at all) to 7 (entirely), allowing participants
to express the extent of their agreement or
endorsement for each item.

Scenarios. In the general scenarios, par-
ticipants were asked to imagine a scenario
in which a stranger approached and asked
to borrow a book to study for an exam.
Importantly, it was emphasized that par-
ticipants did not currently need the book
themselves. This specific context was used
to examine participants’ perceived respon-
sibility and behavioral responses in situ-
ations where borrowing a book would not
inconvenience them.

In the emergency scenarios, based on Gre-
itemeyer et al. [8], participants were asked to
imagine a scenario in which they were wait-
ing at a train station and could clearly see a
train approaching the station. Suddenly, a
stranger fell on the rails. The purpose of this



situation is to examine the participant’s sense
of responsibility and behavioral responses in
critical and life-or-death emergencies requir-
ing immediate assistance.

Each scenario presented participants
with two situations. In the first situation,
participants were informed that there were
no other pedestrians in the vicinity except
for themselves. In the second situation, it
was mentioned that there were many pe-
destrians in the vicinity. Importantly, each
participant experienced one of these con-
ditions, ensuring that they faced either a
situation with no other pedestrians nearby
or one with several pedestrians except for
themselves. This design allowed for a com-
parison of participants’ responses based on
the presence or absence of others in the spe-
cific context of the scenario.

Results

The data were analyzed with a 2 (exter-
nal vs. internal) x 2 (presence vs. absence) x
2 (general vs. emergency) analysis of vari-
ance (ANOVA) with ratings of help as the
dependent variable.

Effects of independent variables

on helping behavior

The analysis of the data yielded a signifi-
cant main effect for responsibility attribu-
tion, F(1,198) = 24,70; p <0,001. Consistent
with attribution theorists’ predictions, par-
ticipants demonstrated a greater willing-
ness to help individuals who were not seen
as responsible for predicament compared to
those needing assistance due to controllable
factors. This finding aligns with the notion
that individuals are more inclined to pro-
vide aid when they perceive the individual’s
situation as beyond their control, suggest-
ing a potential role of responsibility attribu-
tion in influencing helping behavior.

The presence or absence of others
also yielded a significant main effect,

F(1,198) = 151,55; p < 0,001. This finding
aligns with the predictions of the bystander
effect, as demonstrated a higher willingness
to help when there were no other individu-
als present compared to when others were
in the vicinity. These results suggest that
the presence others can a suppressing effect
inclination to provide assistance, support-
ing the notion of reduced responsibility dif-
fusion in situations with fewer bystanders.
The type of situations significantly in-
fluenced helping behavior, F(1,198) = 35,18;
p < 0,001. Participants exhibited a greater
willingness to help in life-or-death emergen-
cy situations compared to general situations.
This finding indicates that the urgency and
severity of the situation have a substantial
impact on individuals’ propensity to provide
assistance, with a heightened response ob-
served in critical emergency scenarios.

Effect of situation type and others
presence or absence on responsibility
attribution

The results of the ANOVA analysis
showed that the participants’ attributions
of responsibility were significantly impact-
ed by the presence or absence of individu-
als (F(1) = 415,63; p < 001). This research
suggests that people’s propensity to assign
internal causes to events and results is
strongly influenced by other people’s pres-
ence. Specifically, when there are other
people present, individuals are more likely
to attribute responsibility to factors within
themselves rather than external circum-
stances. The significant main effect of the
presence or absence of others implies that
the presence of individuals does play a sig-
nificant role in influencing an individual’s
attribution of responsibility.

In contrast, the effect of the situation
type on participants’ attributions of respon-
sibility was found to be non-significant, as
indicated by the F(1) =1,94; p = 0,077. This
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suggests that the specific type of situation
did not significantly impact individuals’
tendency to attribute responsibility. These
results imply that people’s perceptions of
responsibility are more strongly influenced
by the social context than by the particular
sort of circumstance.

Effects of responsibility attribution,
others presence or absence and situation
type on Helping Behavior

Additionally, a significant interaction
between Situation Type and Responsibility
Attribution was found by ANOVA analysis
(F(1,198) = 10,75; p < 0,001). Further anal-
ysis of the simple effects indicated that in
general situations, participants were more
inclined to help external attributions per-
sons compared to internal attributions in-
dividuals, showing a significant difference,
F(1) =61,41; p <0,001; » = 0,80. However,
in emergency situations, no differences in
helping behavior were observed between
individuals attributed to external or inter-
nal, F(1) = 1,39, p = 0,227; r = 0,08. This
implies that different conditions have dif-
ferent effects of responsibility attribution
on helping behavior, with general situations
showing a stronger distinction between re-
sponsibility categories than emergency sit-
uations.

An important interaction between Oth-
ers Presence or Absence and Situation
Type was found by the ANOVA analy-
sis, F(1,198) = 35,18; p < 0,001. For every
scenario, simple effect analyses were car-
ried out in order to learn more about this
relationship. The findings showed that in
general helping scenarios, with no other
bystanders present, participants were more
likely to offer aid (F(1) = 288,65, p < 0,001;
r=0,75). On the other hand, under emer-
gency circumstances, participants’ answers
were invariant to the presence of addi-
tional participants (F(1) = 1,39; p = 0,242;

7 =0,01). This implies that rather than in
crucial and urgent situations, the impact of
bystanders on helpful conduct may be more
significant in informal contexts.

The interaction between Responsibil-
ity Attribution, Situation Type, and Oth-
ers Presence or Absence was not deter-
mined to be significant, according to the
ANOVA analysis’s results (F(1,198) = 1,40;
p = 0,160). This suggests that there was
no evidence found in the study to support
an interaction relationship among Others’
Presence or Absence, Situation Type, and
Responsibility Attribution.

Discussion

Responsibility attribution

and bystander effect

Others’ presence can have a significant
impact on how much responsibility a person
assigns to a certain occurrence or result. In
particular, it seems that people tend to at-
tribute the reason of an event or outcome
internally when others are around, but ex-
ternal attributions may be more common
when no one else is. This has consequences
for our comprehension of how social con-
text influences people’s attributions and,
eventually, how they behave. Put another
way, people are less likely to intervene
while others are around when events are
internally attributed, which increases the
likelihood of the bystander effect. On the
other hand, people are more willing to help
when events have an external attribution.
The study’s findings support the idea that
helpful behavior is influenced by respon-
sibility attributions and that situational
conditions have an effect on how people
respond to requests for help.

The bystander effect in different

helping scenarios

We know that there are all aspects of the
bystander effect, among which the helping



scenario is also one of the main factors af-
fecting the bystander effect.

The bystander effect’s prediction is
somewhat supported by the study’s find-
ings. When no one else was around, people
were more inclined to help in general assist-
ing circumstances. In line with the idea of
the bystander effect, on the other hand, the
presence of bystanders decreased the ten-
dency to assist. The dispersion of responsi-
bility theory, which holds that people feel
less personally responsible to assist when
others are around, explains this phenom-
ena. Nonetheless, the bystander effect had
a negligible impact on people’s intentions to
help in emergency situations. This implies
that when analyzing scenarios having life-
or-death consequences, the bystander effect
can have less explanatory ability. The results
suggest that the bystander effect theory may
not fully account for the complexity of emer-
gency circumstances, and so cannot be used
alone to forecast people’s readiness to assist.

The study’s conclusions imply that the
bystander effect theory may change based
on the circumstances, especially when con-
sidering situations with urgent and crucial

consequences. It seems possible that the
curve characterizing the bystander effect’s
occurrence is inverted U-shaped. Put an-
other way, people are more likely to provide
assistance in ordinary situations and the
likelihood of the bystander effect is quite
low. The bystander effect steadily increases
as circumstances get more neutral or un-
clear, which lowers people’s inclination for
helping. The aid curve does, however, grow
once more in emergency scenarios, suggest-
ing that people are capable of overcoming
the bystander effect and attending to ur-
gent requirements for assistance.

Future research should make use of a
more precise cost metric in order to in-
vestigate this pattern more thoroughly
and validate the anticipated inverted U-
shaped curve. This would allow research-
ers to assess the perceived costs associated
with providing help in different situations
and examine how these costs influence the
willingness to help. By integrating a com-
prehensive analysis of cost and examining
various scenarios along the severity spec-
trum, a more nuanced understanding of the
bystander effect can be developed.

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Conclusions

The present study offers valuable in-
sights into the intricate interplay of situ-
ational and personal factors that influence
an individual’s inclination to assist others
in diverse contexts. One of the main find-
ings posits that attribution theory may
possess limited explanatory power in emer-
gency aid situations. In these circumstanc-
es, individuals may exhibit heightened
motivation to provide assistance owing to
the urgency and gravity of the situation,
resulting in the potential overshadowing
of any perceived diffusion of responsibil-
ity stemming from the presence of other
bystanders.

Furthermore, the presence of additional
onlookers exerts a significant impact on an
individual’'s proclivity to offer help. The
bystander effect, a well-established phe-
nomenon, denotes that individuals are less

inclined to extend aid when others are pres-
ent, particularly in impromptu aid scenari-
os. This pattern can be partially attributed
to the diffusion of responsibility and the di-
minished sense of personal obligation that
individuals experience when in the com-
pany of others. However, the findings of the
current research suggest that the influence
of the bystander effect on individuals’ will-
ingness to provide aid may be attenuated in
emergency situations.

It is important to underscore the study’s
focus on emergency aid situations, as the
applicability of these findings to other
contexts, such as non-emergency or casual
scenarios, may differ. Nevertheless, this re-
search underscores the complexity inherent
in the interplay between situational and
personal factors when it comes to determin-
ing an individual’s propensity to assist oth-
ers across various circumstances.

Socio-Psychological Predictors of Perceived Age as a Prognostic
Marker of Aging and Risk of Death

Objective. The study of socio-psychological predictors of the perceived age of adults aged 35 to
75 years.

Background. The relevance of the work is determined by the interdisciplinary status of the phenom-
enon of perceived age (the phenomenon of social cognition and the result of the influence of numerous fac-
tors associated with predicting the risk of death) in modern science and the need to determine the influence
of socio-psychological factors on the perceived age of a person at the stage of “maturity” and “old age”.

Study design. Photographs of perceptual objects previously tested using a block of techniques were
shown to perceptual subjects (“evaluators”) to assess their age, the arithmetic mean of the estimates cor-
responded to the perceived age of the study participants. Next, a list of possible predictors was compiled,
to which multiple regression analysis (step-by-step method) was applied.

Participants. 523 people (207 men and 316 women) aged 35 to 75 years took part in the study as
objects of perception; 140 people acted as subjects of perception (“evaluators”) in various rounds of
presenting photographs to assess the age of objects of perception. The sample was divided into subgroups
of “mature” (age 35—59 years, 368 people, 142 men and 226 women, M = 49 years) and “elderly” (age
60—75 years, 155 people, 65 men and 90 women, M = 65 years).

Measurements. The procedure of “Photovideopresentation of appearance” by T.A. Vorontso-
va; the questionnaire “Self-assessment of age” by T.A. Vorontsova; a set of techniques developed by
V.A. Labunskaya for the diagnosis of attitude to one’s appearance.

Results. The paper identifies socio-psychological predictors of a person’s perceived age at the age
stages of “maturity” and “old age”: subjective age, the importance of appearance, integral assessment
of appearance, assessment of appearance by the mother, the need to look younger than their years, eco-
nomic status. Regression models were compiled separately on male/female subsamples, as well as adults
aged 35—59 and 60—75 years. It was found that the regression model built on the data of elderly study
participants (from 60 to 75 years old), which included a combination of predictors “significance of ap-
pearance”, “satisfaction with appearance” and “planned life expectancy”, has the greatest predictive
value. It is also shown that the behavioral component of the attitude to one’s appearance (the severity
of appearance-perfectionism) does not affect the indicator of the difference between chronological and
perceived age (“saved years”).
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Conclusions. The combination of socio-psychological predictors of perceived age varies depending
on gender and age stage of life. Universal and gender-specific predictors of perceived age have been
identified. The universal predictor, regardless of gender and age stage of life, is the importance of ap-
pearance.

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Objective. The study is aimed at investigating the relationship between attachment to pets and
pro-social personality characteristics — environmental identity, moral motives, and ecological lifestyle.

Background. Attachment to pets is being investigated in the context animal-assisted therapy ani-
mal rights protection but the question of the possible contribution of this phenomenon to the development
of humane treatment of people is still open. Is it possible to expect that attachment to a pet has a human-
izing effect or does retain its specificity without being related to the pet owners’ pro-social attitudes —
this research question reflects the main problem of the study.

Study design. The study has correlational design; data was collected online using the 1ka.si service.

Participants. The study sample consisted of 284 respondents (224 women, 60 men, aged 18—76,
Mugg =254, SDuge = 9,7, mostly owners of cats and dogs, mostly Russian citizens).

Measurements. Validated Russian versions of the questionnaires were used, i.e., the Lexington at-
tachment to pets scale (modified 8-item version prepared in this study ), the 30-item Moral motives scale,
the 14-item Environmental identity scale, and the 7-item Ecological lifestyle scale.

Results. It has been found that different aspects of attachment to a pet are indeed associated with
environmental identity, moral motives (with the exception of self-restraint), and social eco-activism. It
is also shown that two aspects of attachment to pets (pet rights and the experience of happiness from
communicating with a pet) in different combinations predict the motives of not-harming, helping, social
Justice, and social eco-activism.

Conclusions. Attachment to pets is positively related to the pro-social attitudes of the pet owners,
mostly those reflected an active pet owners’ position, but is not connected with the self-restraint qualities.

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Objective. The study is aimed on estimation of students’ current state in regions with high degrees
of involvement in the consequences of hostilities.

Background. Research data, mainly foreign ones, indicate a high prevalence of violations of vari-
ous degrees of severity, from mild adaptation disorders to symptoms of PTSD, in children either living in
military conflict zones or having experience related to their involvement into consequences of hostilities.
Such students have a great need for targeted psychological assistance. There is still a gap in domestic
studies devoted to the analysis of the impact of involvement into consequences of hostilities on minority.
Also, specialists are still experiencing deficits in compact tools allowing comprehensive assessment of
children current state and their need for psychological assistance.

Study design. We studied features of the students’ current state in regions highly involved into the
consequences of hostilities. using specially developed screening tools designed for students of 9—11 grades.

Participants. 646 students in grades 9—11 (36% male, 64% female) living in regions experiencing
the impact of events related to hostilities, mainly from Lugansk People’s Republic.

Measurements. The study is based on a questionnaire developed to assess the current state in ado-
lescents including items assessing a) manifestations of socio-psychological and mental maladaptation
in various spheres of life, b) symptoms of posttraumatic stress disorder, c) psychological (personal and
social) resources for coping with stress. This part of questionnaire includes lists if features among which
student must choose those which fit his/her current state on the base of multiple choice. The question-
naire also contains items assessing the subjective well-being of children in life areas mentioned above
by the 10-point Likert scale. The questionnaires were presented electronically, using the AnketologBox
platform. Results were analyzed using IBM SPSS 27.0.

Results. Results were obtained regarding the prevalence and severity of signs of socio-psychological
maladaptation, including PTSD symptoms, and subjective estimation of well-being and psychological re-
sources for coping with stress in students of 9—11 grades. Significant differences were found between stu-
dents according to the criterion of gender: a significantly higher level of vulnerability of girls compared to
boys in the psychophysiological, emotional, behavioral spheres, as well as in relationships with loved ones.

Conclusions. The data analysis allowed us to identify the main features of the current state of stu-
dents in the regions highly involved in the consequences of hostilities: the presence of severe distress in
some children in the psychophysiological, cognitive, emotional, communicative and behavioral spheres, the
tendency to decrease the level of well-being in these areas with age in secondary school students, the exis-
tence of special risk groups, which include female students of 9—11grades. The proposed diagnostic tool
appeared to be sensitive to phenomena under study varying from psychological resources of coping with
stress to signs of maladaptation in students living in territories involved into the consequences of hostilities.

Adaptation of the Perception of Organizational Policy Scale (POPS)
M. Kacmar and D. Carlson: Analysis of Internal Structure
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Objective. The first stage in adapting the Organizational Policy Perception Scale (POPS) by
M. Kacmar and D. Carlson in a Russian-speaking sample: analysis of the internal structure and reli-
ability of the questionnaire.
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Background. The political nature of the organization is obvious. There are practically no tools that al-
low you to assess how “politicized” organization is. We need to measure to what extent people are targets of
intrigues and informal influence or of unfair distribution of resources in the organization. Can they express
their opinion without negative consequences or get a transparent and fair career path? All these questions
is of great importance for both the individual and the organization. The best-known tool for studying the
subjective assessment of organizational politics is the Organizational Policy Perception Scale (POPS) by
M. Kacmar and D. Carlson. This scale was not adapted to the Russian-speaking sample.

Study design. The study was carried out in the form of a survey of two samples of people using
the “Perceptions of Organizational Politics” (POPS) scale by M. Kacmar and D. Carlson, which was
translated into Russian.

Participants. The study was conducted on two samples: 407 (52% women) and 575 (100% women,)
subjects.

Measurements. To process and analyze the data, exploratory and confirmatory factor analyzes,
Cronbach’s alpha coefficient and correlation analysis, and a criterion for comparing mean values were
used in the Rstudio statistic environment.

Results. In the first sample, it was shown that the scale has good indicators of reliability and model
data fit. And, as a result of the exploratory analysis, it was suggested that the exclusion of reverse ques-
tions from the scale would improve the internal structure of the questionnaire, the model data fit. It was
shown in the analysis of second independent sample data. Scale reliability scores were found to be high,
0,91-0,93 (Cronbach’s alpha).

Conclusions. As a result of confirmatory factor analysis, we were able to confirm the original three-
Jactor model of the questionnaire. Adaptation of the POPS methodology on a Russian-speaking sample
will allow us to study the organizational culture and perception of the organization by the employee in
Russian companies.

The reviewed book presents a philosophical view on a number of social and socio-psychological problems
of the modern era, a significant part of which is analyzed through the prism of subjective human experi-
ences, including destructive ones. Depression, emotional burnout, attention deficit hyperactivity disorder,
which are widespread today, are, according to the author’s position, the natural consequences of an increas-
ing social trend — the imperative of individual achievements characteristic of a society that expects each of
its members to comply with the requirements of multitasking and constant acceleration. Such a society natu-
rally replaces open violence against a person with the practice of self—exploitation, and its value guideline
is “positivity” (orientation to all positive things), leading to the denial of real social diversity, and eventually
to social atomization. The author sees a constructive way out for a person of the “fatigue society” in the need
Jfornon-action and conscious contemplation, which immanently imply openness to the world.
